

APPENDIX I
LIST OF INSIGNIFICANT EMISSIONS UNITS AND/OR ACTIVITIES.

The facilities, emissions units, or pollutant-emitting activities listed in Rule 62-210.300(3)(a), F.A.C., Categorical Exemptions, or that meet the criteria specified in Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)1., F.A.C., Generic Emissions Unit Exemption, are exempt from the permitting requirements of Chapters 62-210, 62-212 and 62-4, F.A.C.; provided, however, that exempt emissions units shall be subject to any applicable emission limiting standards and the emissions from exempt emissions units or activities shall be considered in determining the potential emissions of the facility containing such emissions units. Emissions units and pollutant-emitting activities exempt from permitting under Rules 62-210.300(3)(a) and (b)1., F.A.C., shall not be exempt from the permitting requirements of Chapter 62-213, F.A.C., if they are contained within a Title V source; however, such emissions units and activities shall be considered insignificant for Title V purposes provided they also meet the criteria of Rule 62-213.430(6)(b), F.A.C. No emissions unit shall be entitled to an exemption from permitting under Rules 62-210.300(3)(a) and (b)1., F.A.C., if its emissions, in combination with the emissions of other units and activities at the facility, would cause the facility to emit or have the potential to emit any pollutant in such amount as to make the facility a Title V source.
The below listed emissions units and/or activities are considered insignificant pursuant to Rule 62-213.430(6), F.A.C.
Brief Description of Insignificant Emissions Units and Activities
	1. Maintenance of grounds, equipment and building.
2. HVAC system maintenance.
3. Pollution control equipment maintenance.
4. Internal combustion engines used for warehouse and 
material transport.
5. Fire control equipment.
6. Janitorial services.
7. Office activities.
8. Convenience water heating.
9. Convenience space heating (<5 MMBTU/hr).
10. Sanitary sewer and plumbing venting.

	11. Pattern shops.
12. Miscellaneous welding operations.
13. 8,000 gallon diesel storage tank.
14. 3 vertical steel tanks 10’ diameter x 14’ height.
15. 1 steel tank, 20’L x 10’W x 14’H.
16. 2 diesel tanks 8’ diameter x 16’ length.
17. Oil filter storage and crushing.
18. Manufacturing of ductile iron by addition of 
magnesium into ladle.
19. Powerscreen used for screening used sand
Controlled with water spray < 1TPY 
potential PM Emissions.
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
