I.  Comment(s).

No comments were received from the US EPA during their 45-day review period of the PROPOSED Title V Operation Permit.
Comments were received from the Applicant after the draft-proposed permit package was issued, but prior to publication of the public notice, as follows:
1) Change the granular processing description to read “dryer” rather than “dryers.”

2) Extend Specific Condition for Particulate Matter in Subsections A.12, D.14, E.14, and F.14 to include requirement to demonstrate compliance with PM standard if alternative VE opacity standard is not met:
3) Extend Specific Condition for Particulate Matter, in Subsections B.10, C.10, and G.10 to include requirement to demonstrate compliance with PM standard if alternative VE opacity standard is not met:

4) Correct the typographical error in Specific Condition F.1 as follows: change total hourly processing rate from 44 TPH to 39 TPH.

5) Change the baghouse descriptions for Subsection G to show correct bag types.
The draft-proposed permit was changed as noted above, and a revised draft-proposed permit package was issued on July 22, 2014.
Additional comments were received from the Applicant after the revised draft-proposed permit package was issued; however, no changes could be made to the revised draft-proposed permit as a result of these comments, because the requested changes require a construction permit.  These additional comments will be addressed in a Title V revision project, separate from this Title V renewal project.
II.  Conclusion.
In conclusion, the permitting authority hereby issues the FINAL Title V Operation Permit, with any changes noted above.
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
