The following observations, checks and operations apply to each baghouse and shall be conducted on the schedule specified and recorded accordingly:

	Weekly
1.   Check and record the pressure drop (during operation).
2.   Observe stack for visible emissions (during operation).
3.   Walk through system listening for proper operation (audible leaks, proper fan and motor functions, bag/filter cleaning systems, etc.) (during operation).
4.   Note any unusual occurrence in the process being ventilated (during operation).
5. Inspect hopper and ducts for free flow conditions.

Monthly
1. Inspect blower equipment to ensure proper operation.  
2. Check cleaning mechanism moving parts.
3. Check all drive belts and chains for wear and tension.
4. Lubricate rotating components, chains and blower bearings.
5. Inspect screw conveyor bearings.
6. Inspect fan bearings.
7. Inspect fans for corrosion, blade wear, and material build-up.
8. Check all hoses and clamps for rust, corrosion, wear, or damage.
9. Inspect all rooftop trim pipes for damage.
10. Check pressure drop indicating equipment for plugged lines.
11. [bookmark: _GoBack]Inspect the pulse mechanism for proper operation and wear.

	Annual
1. Thoroughly inspect bags.
1. Observe damper valves for proper seating.
1. Check screw conveyor flighting.

	
4.  Inspect all bolts and welds.
5.  Inspect the paint condition.
6.  Inspect the hopper for wear.
7.  Inspect the airlock rotor and all other material contact surfaces for wear.
8.  Inspect the gaskets on the door. 


Records:

Records of inspections and maintenance shall include a date and time of the inspection and/or maintenance performed.  The records shall be retained for a minimum of two years and shall be made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County upon request.   
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
