Neither does it authorize
any injury to public or private property or any invasion of personal rights, nor any infringement of
federal, state or local laws or regulations. This permit is not a waiver or approval of any other
Department permit that may be required for other aspects of the total project which are not
addressed in the permit.

This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute State recognition or
acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless
herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the State.
Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express State opinion as to title.

This permit does not relieve the permittee from liability for harm or injury to human health or
welfare, animal, or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this permitted
source, or from penalties therefore; nor does it allow the permittee to cause pollution in
contravention of Florida Statutes and Department rules, unless specifically authorized by an order
from the Department.

The permittee shall properly operate and maintain the facility and systems of treatment and
control (and related appurtenances) that are installed or used by the permittee to achieve
compliance with the conditions of this permit, as required by Department rules. This provision
includes the operation of backup or auxiliary facilities or similar systems when necessary to
achieve compliance with the conditions of the permit and when required by Department rules.

The permittee, by accepting this permit, specifically agrees to allow authorized Department
personnel, upon presentation of credentials or other documents as may be required by law and at
a reasonable time, access to the premises, where the permitted activity is located or conducted to:

The permittee shall
be liable for any non-compliance of the permitted activity until the transfer is approved by the
Department.

G.12This permit or a copy thereof shall be kept at the work site of the permitted activity.
G.13This permit also constitutes:

(a) Determination of Best Available Control Technology, (BACT does not apply)

(b) Determination of Prevention of Significant Deterioration; (PSD does not apply) and

(c) Compliance with New Source Performance Standards (NSPS does not apply).
G.14 The permittee shall comply with the following:

(@) Upon request, the permittee shall furnish all records and plans required under Department
rules. During enforcement actions, the retention period for all records will be extended
automatically unless otherwise stipulated by the Department.

(b) The permittee shall hold at the facility or other location designated by this permit records of
all monitoring information (including all calibration and maintenance records and all original
strip chart recordings for continuous monitoring instrumentation) required by the permit,
copies of all reports required by this permit, and records of all data used to complete the
application or this permit. These materials shall be retained at least three years from the
date of the sample, measurement, report, or application unless otherwise specified by
Department rule.

(c) Records of monitoring information shall include:

The person responsible for performing the sampling or measurements;

This facility is engaged in boat repairing activities. These activities include surface coating, of the boats
upto 300 feet in length, in enclosed manner. A temporary plastic cover is set up around the boat prior to
surface coating of the boat (see the pictures below). Incidental activities at this facility include, minor
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fiberglass work and surface coating of the boat parts in an enclosed paint booth. The facility operates a
woodworking shop, where the particulate emissions are controlled by an inherent dust collection system.

The facility recycles the used solvents at the facility. The Minimizer Il Recycling System removes paint
waste, pigments, solids and other impurities for used lacquer thinner, as well as other approved waste
streams. The Minimizer Ill is the next level of solvent recycling with a unique water-cooled condenser that
controls ambient temperatures, providing unequalled recover rates.

The applicant requested the emissions of Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs), total Hazardous Air
Pollutants (HAPs), Individual HAP be limited to 80 tons per year (tpy), 20 tpy, and 8 tpy, respectively.
Based on these emissions limitations, this facility is classified as a Synthetic Non-Title V source.

Title V Applicability Determination

Criteria Pollutants

The permit restricts the emissions of VOCs to be less than or equal to 80 tons per hour — less than the Title V
permit threshold.
Individual Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP)

The permit restricts the emissions of individual HAP to be less than or equal to 8 tons per year — less than the
Title V permit threshold.

Total Combined Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs)

The permit restricts the emissions of total HAPs to be less than or equal to 20 tons per year — less than the
Title V permit threshold.

The facility is required keep track of the content of VOC and HAPs in every product that contain VOCs or
HAPs.

Purchase of every product is tracked in the facility’s database. Based on the purchased amount, and the
content of VOC and HAPs, the emissions of VOCs and HAPs are calculated. Facility maintains the records
of the monthly consumption, monthly emissions of VOCs and HAPs.

CONCLUSION

Based on the information provided by the applicant, the PBCHD has a reasonable assurance that the
proposed project, as described in this evaluation, and subject to the conditions in the proposed draft
permit, will not cause or contribute to a violation of any air quality standard or any other technical
provision of Chapter 62-4 through 62-297 of the Florida Administrative Code.
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
