This is in response to a letter from T. R. Knepper, Air Products, dated
July 17, 1995 requesting an amendment to the Alkylamines Plant #1 and Flare
permit AO57-179662.

By this letter permit AO57-179662 is amended as follows:
Specific Condition No. 26 is added:
26. The requirements for the flare are as follows:

A. The flare will be operated during all times when emissions are
vented through it.

B. The flare pilot shall be continuously monitored. Periods of
flame outages will be reported semiannually (January 1 and July 1) to
the Department.

C. The minimum heating value of the combusted gas shall be 7.45
MegadJoules per standard cubic meter.

D. The maximum exit velocity through the flare vent shall be 60
feet per second.

Further, Specific Condition No. 19 in permit AO57-179662 is revised to
inc:ll}11dec>i EPA Method 22 with a two hour observation period as the approved test
method.

All other Specific Conditions of this permit remain in effect.
