This existing facility consists of a commercial medical device manufacturing and assembly facility.

The purpose of this permitting project is to renew the existing Title V permit for the above referenced facility.

RECENT PERMIT HISTORY
Construction Permit 1270094-017-AC was issued 02/28/2014 to the facility to modify the existing needle production area of the facility with the installation of a new process line and associated needle and medical device assembly equipment.  The permit established higher facility-wide VOC, total HAP and individual HAP limits to allow for additional production once the new process line is installed.
Title V Permit revision 1270094-016-AV was issued 10/24/2012 to incorporate conditions of Construction Permit 127094-014-AC.
CONCLUSION
This project renews Title V air operation permit No. 1270094-016-AV, which was issued on October 24, 2012.  It had modified permit No. 1270094-013-AV, which was issued on August 13, 2009, and had incorporated permits 1270094-014-AC and 1270094-015-AC.
