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Section I.  Facility Information.
Subsection A.  Project Description.

This permit is for the construction of a new vertical, fixed roof storage tank (Resin Hold Tank No. 180-37).  Tank 180-37 will have a design storage capacity of 9,324 gallons with an annual throughput of 2,500,000 gallons per year.  The tank will be used to feed resin to the flaking belts and drumming system.  The tank vents will be routed to the mist eliminator (EU-028) for the control of air emissions.  Due to the very low vapor pressure of the resin, the air emissions from the new tank will be very small (50 pounds per year of volatile organic compounds).  This new tank will not result in an increase in production at the facility.

This facility is a major source with respect to Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) thresholds. INTENT TO ISSUE PERMIT

The Department of Environmental Protection (permitting authority) gives notice of its intent to issue an air construction permit (copy of DRAFT Permit enclosed) for the source detailed in the application specified above, for the reasons stated below.


The applicant, Arizona Chemical, applied on April 16, 2003, to the permitting authority for an air construction permit for the Panama City Facility located at 2 Everitt Avenue in Panama City, Bay County.


The permitting authority has permitting jurisdiction under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-213.  This source is not exempt from permitting procedures.  The permitting authority has determined that an air construction permit is required to commence or continue operations at the described facility.


The permitting authority intends to issue this permit based on the belief that reasonable assurances have been provided to indicate that operation of the source will not adversely impact air quality, and the source will comply with all appropriate provisions of Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-256, 62-257, 62-281, 62-296, and 62-297, F.A.C.

The permitting authority will issue the permit unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  Mediation under Section 120.573, F.S., will not be available for this proposed action.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative hearing in accordance with Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Office of General Counsel of the Department of Environmental Protection, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, FL 32399-3900 (Telephone:  850/488-9735; Fax:  850/487-4938).  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any other person must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of publication of the public notice or within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent, whichever occurs first.  A petitioner must mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-5.207, F.A.C.


A petition must contain the following information:


(a) The name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner, the applicant’s name and address, the Permit File Number, and the county in which the project is proposed;


(b) A statement of how and when each petitioner received notice of the permitting authority’s action or proposed action;


(c) A statement of how each petitioner’s substantial interests are affected by the permitting authority’s action or proposed action;


(d) A statement of the material facts disputed by the petitioner, if any;


(e) A statement of the facts that the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the permitting authority’s action or proposed action;


(f) A statement identifying the rules or statutes that the petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the permitting authority’s action or proposed action; and,
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(g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action that the petitioner wants the permitting authority to take with respect to the action or proposed action addressed in this notice of intent.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the permitting authority’s final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice of intent.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the permitting authority on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


In addition to the above, a person subject to regulation has a right to apply to the Department of Environmental Protection for a variance from or waiver of the requirements of particular rules, on certain conditions, under Section 120.542, F.S.  The relief provided by this state statute applies only to state rules, not statutes, and not to any federal regulatory requirements.  Applying for a variance or waiver does not substitute or extend the time for filing a petition for an administrative hearing or exercising any other right that a person may have in relation to the action proposed in this notice of intent.


The application for a variance or waiver is made by filing a petition with the Office of General Counsel of the Department of Environmental Protection, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000.  The petition must specify the following information:


(a) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner;


(b) The name, address, and telephone number of the attorney or qualified representative of the petitioner, if any;


(c) Each rule or portion of a rule from which a variance or waiver is requested;


(d) The citation to the statute underlying (implemented by) the rule identified in (c) above;


(e) The type of action requested;


(f) The specific facts that would justify a variance or waiver for the petitioner;


(g) The reason why the variance or waiver would serve the purposes of the underlying statute (implemented by the rule); and,


(h) A statement whether the variance or waiver is permanent or temporary and, if temporary, a statement of the dates showing the duration of the variance or waiver requested.


The Department will grant a variance or waiver when the petition demonstrates both that the application of the rule would create a substantial hardship or violate principles of fairness, as each of those terms is defined in Section 120.542(2), F.S., and that the purpose of the underlying statute will be or has been achieved by other means by the petitioner.

We recommend issuing an intent to issue a construction permit to Arizona Chemical for the project listed above.

Project Description.  This permit is for the construction of a new vertical, fixed roof storage tank (Resin Hold Tank No. 180-37).  Tank 180-37 will have a design storage capacity of 9,324 gallons with an annual throughput of 2,500,000 gallons per year.  The tank will be used to feed resin to the flaking belts and drumming system.  The tank vents will be routed to the mist eliminator (EU-028) for the control of air emissions.  Due to the very low vapor pressure of the resin, the air emissions from the new tank will be very small (50 pounds per year of volatile organic compounds).  This new tank will not result in an increase in production at the facility.

The new storage tank is subject to the New Source Performance Standards (NSPS), 40 CFR 60 Subpart Kb (Volatile Organic Liquid Storage Vessels).  Due to the small capacity and low vapor pressure associated with this tank, it is only subject to the record keeping provisions of the Subpart Kb, 40 CFR 60.116b(b).

This facility is a major source with respect to Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) thresholds.  Arizona Chemical recently (2002) installed a thermal oxidizer control system at their facility.  The thermal oxidizer was added for the control of volatile organic compounds (VOC) and for the purpose of avoiding Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) permitting requirements.  Emissions from the rosin treaters MC-1, 1A, 3, 21, 21A, G350, G360, G370, G380 and the three tall oil refinery hot wells are routed to the thermal oxidizer system for incineration.  The combined potential VOC emissions from these sources are 408 tons per year (TPY) before the thermal oxidizer and 40.8 TPY after control.  There is also a production limitation on the crude tall oil plant, tall oil refinery and rosin treaters for the purpose of avoiding PSD permitting requirements.  Since this construction project will not result in an increase of production or a significant increase in emissions at the facility, an addition PSD evaluation was not deemed necessary.

Pollution Control Equipment.  The tank vents will be routed to the mist eliminator (EU-028) for the control of air emissions.

Environmental Impact.  Air emissions from the tank are estimated at 50 pounds per year of volatile organic compounds.
Compliance Monitoring.  None required by rule (record keeping only).

Compliance History.  Satisfactory, the last three years of compliance inspections have not noted any serious compliance problems.  The April 2001 inspection report described multiple record keeping problems associated with the lime kiln (EU 004).  This inspection also showed that the facility’s lime slacker (EU 005) had a record keeping problem (repeat violation) and had failed to maintain the weak wash flow rate above the minimum for several days in September 2000.

Fee Summary.  Arizona Chemical is a permitted Title V facility and is not subject to application fees.
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
