Permit Expires:  October 31, 2018


PROJECT
This is the final air construction permit, which authorizes the facility to increase the daily softwood pulp throughput limit for the Bleach Plant.  The existing WestRock CP, LLC, Panama City Mill, is an existing pulp and paper manufacturing facility, which is categorized under Standard Industrial Classification Codes No.  2611, Pulp Mills, and 2621, Paper Mills.  The facility is located in Bay County at One Everitt Avenue in Panama City, Florida.  The UTM coordinates of the existing facility are Zone 16, 632.8 km East and 3335.1 km North. 
FACILITY REGULATORY CLASSIFICATION
· The facility is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAP).
· The facility does not operate units subject to the acid rain provisions of the Clean Air Act (CAA).
· The facility is a Title V major source of air pollution in accordance with Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.
· The facility is a major stationary source in accordance with Rule 62-212.400(PSD), F.A.C.
PROJECT DESCRIPTION
[bookmark: _Hlk493170051][bookmark: _Hlk493246236][bookmark: _Hlk493246272][bookmark: _Hlk493248320][bookmark: _Hlk493082506]This project authorizes the facility to increase the daily softwood pulp throughput limit for the Bleach Plant (Emission Unit 033) from 950 to 1,050 air dried tons of unbleached pulp per day (ADTUP/day); and to correct the softwood shrink rate, from unbleached to bleached pulp, from 91 % to 94%.
The Bleach Plant can operate on either hardwood or softwood pulp, but not both at the same time.  No changes were proposed by this project for the daily hardwood pulp production limit of 1,250 ADTUP/day, nor the annual facility-wide pulp production limit of 781,000 ADTUP/year.

SPECIFIC CONDITIONS
1. Previous Permits.  This permit supplements all previously issued air construction and operation permits for this emission unit.  Except for the changes noted below, the unit remains subject to the conditions of all other legally binding air construction and operating permits.  [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-210.300(1), F.A.C.]
2. New Equipment.  Except for the changes noted below, the new equipment authorized by this permit shall be subject to the same requirements, such as, but not limited to; emissions standards, recordkeeping, compliance testing and fuel limitations previously established for this emission unit in all other legally binding air construction and operating permits.  [Rules 62-4.070, F.A.C.]
3. [bookmark: _Hlk494376322]Emissions Unit 033 – Bleach Plant (Current Title V Permit, Section III, Subsection J, Emissions Unit Description – Not Enforceable):
[bookmark: _Hlk494375763]The Bleach Plant started up in 1964.  The bleach plant has a maximum process capacity of 1,250 tons per day of air dried unbleached hardwood pulp, and 1,050 tons per day of air dried unbleached softwood pulp.  The bleach plant can operate on either hardwood or softwood pulp, but not both at the same time.  The bleaching towers and washers have been modified to allow for a 100 percent chlorine dioxide substitution capability to comply with 40 CFR 63, Subpart S.  The facility has one 40 tons per day chlorine dioxide generator and associated chlorine dioxide storage tank.  HAP/VOC emissions from the bleach plant are controlled with a wet alkaline scrubber, using weak wash or white liquor.  The chlorine dioxide storage tank is vented to the chlorine dioxide plant scrubber.  A closed vent system is used to collect HAP/VOC emissions from the washers, the towers, and the filtrate tanks where chlorine dioxide or chlorinated compounds are used and then, subsequently, treated in the wet scrubber.  The bleach plant is regulated by 40 CFR 63, Subpart S – NESHAP from the Pulp and Paper Industry.
EQUIPMENT
3.1. Pulp Handling Equipment:  The Permittee is authorized to make changes to the bleach plant pulp handling system and associated equipment, including the surge chest pumps, piping, connectors, utilities and control systems, as required to enable the bleach plant to operate at permitted capacity. ESSENTIAL POTENTIAL TO EMIT (PTE) PARAMETERS
3.2. [bookmark: _Hlk494376143]Permitted Capacity.  The maximum operation rate of this emissions unit is 1,250 and 950 1,050 air-dried tons of unbleached pulp per day of hardwood and softwood, respectively.  For computational purposes, the Permittee shall use a shrink rate of 94% for both hardwood and softwood pulp.  Operation records shall be maintained and made available for inspection upon request by the Department.  [Rules 62-4.070(3), 62-210.200(PTE), F.A.C.; Permit No. 0050009-018-AC and Application No. 0050009-042-AC]
[bookmark: _Hlk494359023]{Permitting Note: The bleach plant converts unbleached pulp to bleached pulp.  Bleached pulp = 0.94 X unbleached pulp.  Previously, the facility used a shrink rate of 94% for hardwood and 91% for softwood.}
