We received an application for an initial operation permit June 21, 2001 from Eastern 

Ship Building Group on Watson Bayou in Panama City, Bay County.  

The application included an application fee of $1500, appropriate for two AO2C (minor source, no sample) emission units. 

We issued notice of intent to issue Construction permit 0050074-001-AC  May 3, 2000.  The proposed permit was challenged by third parties, and not issued until June 22, 2001.  The issued permit included additional restrictions concerning blasting precautions and hours of operation.  

I understand that during this time frame we have had continued concerns with the adequacy of Eastern’s fugitive emissions controls (discussions, Veazey,   ).

Conditions in Permit 0050074-001-AC included:


Facility condition 5:
Required reasonable precautions to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter.


Facility condition 6:
Required PE to certifiy to the adequacy of control measures for VOC and fugitive emissions.



This is not specificly addressed.


Facility conditions 7 – 10:
Established rolling twelve month limits for VOC’s (53.8 TPY), HAPs (12.5 TPY),  Xylene (H186, 8.5 TPY), and NOX (49.8 TPY).  


Facility condition 11:  Limited fuel oil usage to 165,000 gallons per rolling  twelve months of 0.3%S fuel oil.  


Facility condition 12:  Requires record keeping showing:

 include the information necessary to evaluate the data. 

Identification of the raw materials (solvents, coatings) used,

Quantity, and composition of the materials used identifying total VOC content, total HAP content, and individual HAP content for each material used. 

VOC, HAPs, and individual HAP emissions based on materials usage.

The application includes logs showing the emissions in tons per month of VOCs, HAPs, Xylene, and sand blasting material consumed.  The logs do not identify the derivation of  these figures  – ie. quantity of materials used, material content, emissions, etc.  Additionally, the application includes logs showing  fuel consumption and associated NOX and VOC emissions.

The permit includes two emission units.  EU 001 includes painting activities, and EU 002 includes the shipyard blasting activities, including operation of five fuel oil powered blasting compressors.  Specific conditions associated with these emission units included:


EU 001 (Painting Activities)


A.1:
Limits paint usage to 1500 gpd and 27,500 gpy.


A.3-5:
Limits emissions of  VOCs (49.7 tons per rolling twelve months), HAPs. (12.5 tons per rolling twelve months) Xylene (8.5 tons per rolling twelve months).


EU 002 (Outdoor Abrasive Blasting Activities)

B.1:
Limits consumptive use of blasting abrasive to 16,000 tons per rolling twelve months.

B.2:
Limits hours of Operation to 600 am to 800 pm (settlement stipulation)

I suggest we advise that the application is incomplete, requesting P.E. evaluation and certification of  the adequacy of control measures for VOC and fugitive emissions, and requesting an explanation of the derivation of the emission figures.
