Marine Vessel Loading


This is an after-the-fact final air construction permit, for an existing wood pellet marine vessel loading system.  The work is conducted at the SSA Panama City South 3 site, which is a Marine Cargo Handling (Standard Industrial Classification No. 4491).  The facility is located in Bay County at 2816 B West 11th Street in Panama City, Florida.  The UTM coordinates are Zone 16, 622.5 km East, and 3339.3 km North.  As noted in the Final Determination provided with this final permit, no changes were made to the draft permit.

Because of the technical nature of the project, the permit contains numerous acronyms and abbreviations, which are defined in Appendix A of Section 4 of this permit.

This air pollution construction permit is issued under the provisions of:  Chapter 403 of the Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297 of the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).  The permittee is authorized to conduct the proposed work in accordance with the conditions of this permit.  This project is subject to the general preconstruction review requirements in Rule 62-212.300, F.A.C., and is not subject to the preconstruction review requirements for major stationary sources in Rule 62-212.400, F.A.C., for the Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) of Air Quality.
Upon issuance of this final permit, any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statutes by filing a notice of appeal under Rule 9.110 of the Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel (Mail Station #35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida, 32399-3000) and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal.  The notice must be filed within 30 days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

Facility and Project Description
This is an after-the-fact air construction permit, for an existing marine vessel loading system. 
SSA Gulf loads wood pellets into marine vessels for the Port Panama City*.  The pellets arrive at the port in railcars and stored in a warehouse.  They are then transferred to the marine vessel loading system via a covered main conveyor permitted to the Port of Panama City.  SSA Gulf is responsible for the dust generated from the transition point from the main conveyor all the way through to the marine vessel loading DCL Dustless Spout located at the end of the B&W Aumund Ship Loader.   Particulate Matter (PM) emissions generated during the marine vessel loading process are controlled by the existing SLY RAC 8.5-150-10 Dust Collector located on the dock.
There are two additional insignificant non-regulated sources located at the base of the Ship Loader and the DCL Dustless Spout located at the end of the B&W Aumund Ship Loader.  Dust is collected at the base of the ship loader and the dustless spout by two dust suppression systems.  These systems hold the PM in suspension using a vacuum.  The dust is returned to the product stream and deposited in the hold of the receiving ship.
*SSA Gulf, Inc. is a tenant of the Port Panama City who currently holds Air Permit 0050094-001-AC for the Wood Pellet Handling and Storage System that includes the railcar unloading, wood pellet storage warehouse and the main conveyor.

1. Permitting Authority:  The permitting authority for this project is the Northwest District Waste Management/Air Resources Program, Florida Department of Environmental Protection (Department). All documents related to applications for permits to operate an emissions unit shall be submitted to the District Office at the above address.    
2. Compliance Authority:  All documents related to compliance activities such as reports, tests, and notifications shall be submitted to the District Office at the above address or nwdair@dep.state.fl.us.  
3. Appendices:  The Appendices in Section 4 are attached as part of this permit:

4. Applicable Regulations, Forms and Application Procedures:  Unless otherwise specified in this permit, the construction and operation of the subject emissions units shall be in accordance with the capacities and specifications stated in the application.  The facility is subject to all applicable provisions of: Chapter 403, F.S.; and Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from compliance with any applicable federal, state, or local permitting or regulations.
5. Asbestos:  This permit does not authorize any demolition or renovation of the facility or its parts or components which involves asbestos removal.  This permit does not constitute a waiver of any of the requirements of Chapter 62-257, F.A.C., and 40 CFR 61, Subpart M, National Emission Standard for Asbestos, adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-204.800, F.A.C.  Compliance with Chapter 62-257, F.A.C., and 40 CFR 61, Subpart M, Section 61.145, is required for any asbestos demolition or renovation at the source.  [40 CFR 61; Rule 62-204.800, F.A.C.; and, Chapter 62-257, F.A.C.]

6. New or Additional Conditions:  For good cause shown and after notice and an administrative hearing, if requested, the Department may require the permittee to conform to new or additional conditions.  The Department shall allow the permittee a reasonable time to conform to the new or additional conditions, and on application of the permittee, the Department may grant additional time.  [Rule 62-4.080, F.A.C.]

7. Modifications:  The permittee shall notify the Permitting and Compliance Authority upon commencement of construction.  Notification may be submitted by electronic mail to nwdair@dep.state.fl.us and copied to the permitting authority at epost_nwdwasteair@dep.state.fl.us.No new emissions unit shall be constructed and no existing emissions unit shall be modified without obtaining an air construction permit from the Department. SSA Gulf loads wood pellets onto marine vessels for the Port Panama City.  The pellets arrive at the port in railcars and stored in a warehouse.  They are then transferred to the marine vessel loading system via a covered main conveyor permitted to the Port of Panama City.  SSA Gulf is responsible for the dust generated from the transition point from the main conveyor all the way through to the marine vessel loading DCL Dustless Spout located at the end of the B&W Aumund Ship Loader.  Particulate Matter (PM) emissions generated during the marine vessel loading process are controlled by the existing SLY RAC 8.5-150-10 Dust Collector located on the dock.
The system has an air to cloth ratio of 5:1.  Potential PM emissions are estimated to be 4.97 tons per year.
There are two additional insignificant non-regulated sources located at the base of the Ship Loader and the DCL Dustless Spout located at the end of the B&W Aumund Ship Loader.  Dust is collected at the base of the ship loader and the dustless spout by two dust suppression systems.  These systems hold the PM in suspension using a vacuum.  The dust is returned to the product stream and deposited in the hold of the receiving ship.

2. Permitted Capacity:  The maximum ship loading rate is 1,000 tons per hour, for testing purposes only.  [Rule 62-210.200(PTE), F.A.C. and Application No. 0050095-001-AC] 
3. Restricted Operation:  The hours of operation are not limited (8760 hours per year).  [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-210.200(PTE), F.A.C.]

Emissions Standards

4. Visible Emissions: Visible emissions shall not exceed 20% opacity.  [Application No. 0050095-001-AC and Rule 62-296. 320(4)(b)1, F.A.C.]
Testing Requirements
5. Initial Compliance Tests:  The emissions unit shall be tested to demonstrate compliance with the emissions standards for Visible Emissions (VE).  VE tests shall be conducted within 60 days of the issuance of this permit.  Notification of compliance testing and completed test reports may be submitted by electronic mail to nwdair@dep.state.fl.us.  [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310(7)(a)1, F.A.C.]
6. Test Requirements:  The permittee shall notify the Compliance Authority in writing at least 15 days prior to any required tests.  Notification may be sent via e-mail to nwdair@dep.state.fl.us .  Tests shall be conducted in accordance with the applicable requirements specified in Appendix D (Common Testing Requirements) of this permit.  [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9, F.A.C.]

b. Explanation when pressure differential readings are outside the manufacturer recommended ranges

c. Date and reason of bag replacement and date and description of any conducted maintenance for the Dust Collector.  
d. Date and initials of person entering the record.
