Enclosed is Permit Number 0090035-003-AO to operate the above referenced source issued pursuant to Section(s) 403.087, Florida Statutes.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by this permit may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) in accordance with Section l20.57, Florida Statutes.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Office of General Counsel of the Department at 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station 35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, within 14 days of receipt of this Permit.  Petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above at the time of filing.  Failure to file a petition within this time period shall constitute a waiver of any right such person may have to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Section l20.57, Florida Statutes.


The petition shall contain the following information:

(a)
The name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner, the applicant's name and address, the Department permit file number and the county in which the project is proposed;

(b)
A statement of how and when each petitioner received notice of the Department's action or proposed action;

(c)
A statement of how each petitioner's substantial interests are affected by the Department's action or proposed action;

(d)
A statement of the material facts disputed by petitioner, if any;

(e)
A statement of facts which petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the Department's action or proposed action;

(f)
A statement of which rules or statutes petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the Department's action or proposed action; and

(g)
A statement of the relief sought by petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wants the Department to take with respect to the Department's action or proposed action.


If a petition is filed, the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate agency action.  Accordingly, the Department's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this permit.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any decision of the Department with regard to the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding.  The petition must conform to the requirements specified above and be filed (received) within 14 days of receipt of this notice in the Office of General Counsel at the above address of the Department.  Failure to petition within the allowed time frame constitutes a waiver of any right such person has to request a hearing under Section l20.57, F.S., and to participate as a party to this proceeding.  Any subsequent intervention will only be at the approval of the presiding officer upon motion filed pursuant to Rule 28-5.207, F.A.C.


This permit is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the Department unless a petition is filed in accordance with the above paragraphs or unless a request for extension of time in which to file a petition is filed within the time specified for filing a petition and conforms to Rule 62-103.070, F.A.C.  Upon timely filing of a petition or a request for an extension of time this permit will not be effective until further Order of the Department.


When the Order (Permit) is final, any party to the Order has the right to seek judicial review of the Order pursuant to Section 120.68, Florida Statutes, by the filing of a Notice of Appeal pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure, with the Clerk of the Department in the Office of General Counsel, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station 35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000; and by filing a copy of the Notice of Appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal.  The Notice of Appeal must be filed within 30 days from the date the Final Order is filed with the Clerk of the Department.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter(s) 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rule(s) 62-210.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents attached hereto or on file with the department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

The permittee may operate a mechanical ship unloading system, a pneumatic ship unloading system, and a cement tanker truck loading system.

   a) 
Mechanical Ship Unloading System, including a Siwertell ship unloader and a transfer point (screw conveyor to belt conveyor) equipped with a Torit Downflow Model 3DF24 central dust collector; and a transition house (belt conveyor to screw conveyor) equipped with a Dusty Dustless Model JV 36-9X baghouse.

   b)
Pneumatic Ship Unloading System, including two Industrial Clean Air       Model 500-5 baghouses with particulate reduction efficiencies of        approximately 99.5 percent.  These baghouses also operate in        association with the mechanical ship unloading system.

   c) Cement Tanker Truck Loading System, composed of a north truck        loadout and a south truck loadout.  Each loadout is equipped with a        separate Industrial Clean Air Model 7-36 baghouse.

These sources are located on 550 Dolphin Road at Port Canaveral in Cape Canaveral, Brevard County, Florida.

General Conditions, which are pages 2 and 3, are mailed only to the permittee
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OPERATING CONDITIONS

1. The mechanical ship unloading system, the pneumatic ship unloading system, and the cement tanker truck loading system are permitted to operate continuously.

The maximum permitted process rate is 1,036,800 tons per consecutive twelve month period for the mechanical ship unloading system, 518,400 tons per consecutive twelve months for the pneumatic ship unloading system, and 2,628,000 tons per consecutive twelve months for the cement tanker truck loading system.

 3.
All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not be limited to, the following [Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.]:

a)
Application of water when necessary to control emissions.

b)
Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under control of the owner or operator to prevent reentrainment, and from buildings or work areas to prevent particulate from becoming airborne.

c)
Enclosure or covering of conveyor systems.

d)
Curtailing of operation if winds are entraining unconfined particulate matter.

e)
Use of a spray bar or chute to mitigate emissions at the drop point to the truck.

 4.
No person shall circumvent any pollution control device or allow the emissions of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly.

EMISSION LIMITS
5. Emissions from silos and other enclosed storage or conveying equipment shall be controlled to the extent necessary to limit visible emissions to 5 percent opacity.

 COMPLIANCE
 6.
Each dust collector and each baghouse must be tested for visible emissions at the emission source in accordance with EPA Method 9 [Rule 62-297.401, F.A.C.] at least 90 days prior to permit expiration date.  The EPA Method 9 test shall last thirty minutes or the length of the batch/cycle.


[Rule 62-297.310(4)(a)2., F.A.C.]

7. At least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is due to begin, the permittee shall provide written notification of the test to the air compliance section of this office.  The notification must include the following information:  The date, time, and location of each test; the name and telephone number of the facility’s contact person who will be responsible for coordinating the test; and the name, company, and telephone number of the person conducting the test.

[Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9., F.A.C.]

8. Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the emissions unit operation at permitted capacity.  The maximum operating rate is 600 tons per hour for the mechanical ship unloading system, 300 tons per hour for the pneumatic ship unloading system, and 300 tons per hour for the cement tanker truck loading system for compliance testing.  Permitted capacity is defined as 90 to 100 percent of the maximum operation rate allowed by the permit.  If it is impractical to test at permitted capacity, an emissions unit may be tested at less than the minimum permitted capacity; in this case, subsequent emissions unit operation is limited to 110 percent of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than 15 consecutive days for the purpose of additional compliance testing to regain the authority to operate at the permitted capacity.

Reports of the required compliance tests shall be with the air compliance section of this office as soon as practical but no later than 45 days after the last test is completed.
