	Enclosed is Permit Number 0090038-001-AO to operate the above referenced source issued pursuant to Section(s) 403.087, Florida Statutes.





	A person whose substantial interests are affected by this permit may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) in accordance with Section l20.57, Florida Statutes.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Office of General Counsel of the Department at 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station 35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, within 14 days of receipt of this Permit.  Petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above at the time of filing.  Failure to file a petition within this time period shall constitute a waiver of any right such person may have to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Section l20.57, Florida Statutes.





	The petition shall contain the following information; (a) the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner, the applicant's name and address, the Department permit file number and the county in which the project is proposed; (b) a statement of how and when each petitioner received notice of the Department's action or proposed action; (c) a statement of how each petitioner's substantial interests are affected by the Department's action or proposed action; (d) a statement of the material facts disputed by petitioner, if any; (e) a statement of facts which petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the Department's action or proposed action; (f) a statement of which rules or statutes petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the Department's action or proposed action;  and (g) a statement of the relief sought by petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wants the Department to take with respect to the Department's action or proposed action.

	If a petition is filed, the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate agency action.  Accordingly, the Department's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this permit.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any decision of the Department with regard to the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding.  The petition must conform to the requirements specified above and be filed (received) within 14 days of receipt of this notice in the Office of General Counsel at the above address of the Department.  Failure to petition within the allowed time frame constitutes a waiver of any right such person has to request a hearing under Section l20.57, F.S., and to participate as a party to this proceeding.  Any subsequent intervention will only be at the approval of the presiding officer upon motion filed pursuant to Rule 28-5.207, F.A.C.





	This permit is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the Department unless a petition is filed in accordance with the above paragraphs or unless a request for extension of time in which to file a petition is filed within the time specified for filing a petition and conforms to Rule 62-103.070, F.A.C.  Upon timely filing of a petition or a request for an extension of time this permit will not be effective until further Order of the Department.





	When the Order (Permit) is final, any party to the Order has the right to seek judicial review of the Order pursuant to Section 120.68, Florida Statutes, by the filing of a Notice of Appeal pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure, with the Clerk of the Department in the Office of General Counsel, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station 35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000; and by filing a copy of the Notice of Appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal.  The Notice of Appeal must be filed within 30 days from the date the Final Order is filed with the Clerk of the Department.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter(s) 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rule(s) 62-210.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents attached hereto or on file with the department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:





The permittee can operate an asphalt batch plant no. 2 equipped with a cyclone followed by a Stan-Kleen baghouse which has a particulate matter (PM) reduction efficiency of approximately 99.9 percent.





This facility is located 1000 feet south of Broad Boulevard in Frontenanc, Brevard County, Florida.




















General Conditions, which are pages 2 and 3, are mailed only to the permittee.
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SPECIFIC CONDITIONS:


Operating Conditions





 1.	The emission unit maximum operating limits are as follows:


 


a)	The process rate shall not exceed 18,420 tons per month.





b)	The heat input of natural gas or propane shall not exceed 104,000 MMBTU in any consecutive twelve month period.





c)	The operation hours shall not exceed 2,600 hours in any consecutive 12 month period.





 2.	The emission unit will be fired with natural gas or propane only.





 3.	No person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow the emissions of unconfined particulate matter from any source whatsoever, including, but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrially related activities such as loading, unloading, storing or handling, without taking reasonable precautions to prevent such emissions [Rule 62-296.320(4)(c),F.A.C.].  The area must be watered down should unconfined emissions occur.





 4.	The emission unit must be properly operated and maintained [Rule 62�210.300(2), F.A.C.].  No person shall circumvent any pollution control device or allow the emissions of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly.

 5.	The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.

Emission Limits





 6.	The visible emissions from each emission unit must comply with Rule 62-296.320(4)(b)1., F.A.C. (limited to less than 20% opacity).





 7.	The asphalt plant is subject to Rule 62-296.320(4)(a) Process Weight Table 296.320-1, F.A.C. For process weight rates up to 30 tons per hour, P1, and for process weights greater than 30 tons per hour, P2, the respective allowable emission rates, E1 and E2 in pounds per hour are given below:





 		E1 = 3.59 (P10.62)		E2 = 17.31 (P20.16)





	The maximum process rate of 85 tons/hour results in an allowable emission rate of 35.2 lbs/hr or 45.8 tons per year.








Compliance Testing





 8.	Pursuant to Rule 62-297.620(4), F.A.C., the yearly EPA Method 5 test for particulate emissions is waived, and an alternate limit of 5% opacity is substituted to provide reasonable assurance the source is properly maintained to meet the process weight limitation.  The 5% opacity limit now becomes the compliance limit for the duration of this permit.  Once a year compliance with the 5% opacity limit shall be determined by a one-hour DEP Method 9 test for visible emissions, on or within 60 days prior to June 1 of each year.  However, on or with 60 days prior to June 1, 2003, an EPA Method 5 test and a DEP Method 9 test must be conducted simultaneously.  A one-hour visible emissions test must be conducted during each of the three one-hour particulate emissions runs.  If, at any time in the duration of this permit, the Department has reason to believe that the particulate emissions limit is not being met, it shall require that the compliance be demonstrated by the EPA Method 5 for particulate emissions.


	


9.	The permittee shall notify the Department’s Central District Office, in writing, at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin.  Said notification shall include the date, time, and place of such test, as well as the name of the contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such tests conducted for the owner.

10.	The maximum operation rate is 85 tons/hour of asphalt.  Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the emissions unit operation at permitted capacity.  Permitted capacity is defined as 90 to 100 percent of the maximum operation rate.  If it is impractical to test at permitted capacity, an emissions unit may be tested at less than the minimum permitted capacity;  in this case, subsequent emissions unit operation is limited to 110 percent of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than 15 consecutive days for the purpose of additional compliance testing to regain the authority to operate at the permitted capacity.

11.	The stack sampling facility must comply with Rule 62-297.310(6), F.A.C., regarding minimum requirements that include but are not limited to:  location of sampling ports, work platform area hand rails and toe rails, caged ladder, access and electrical power.





12.	A water flow meter, water pressure gauge and a differential pressure gauge is required to measure water flow and pressure to the scrubber and pressure drop through the scrubber,  a minimum of 10 days before the stack test is performed.

Recordkeeping and Document Submittal





13.	The owner or operator shall maintain records on site to document the monthly and the twelve month rolling totals of tons of asphaltic concrete produced, tons per hour of asphaltic concrete produced, the BTU of natural gas or propane consumed, and the hours of operation.  The records shall be retained for five years.





14.	The owner or operator shall submit a copy of the compliance test results to the Department’s Central District Office within 45 days after the last sampling run of each test is completed.

15.	The owner or operator shall complete DEP Form No. 62-210.900(5), F.A.C. "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility", including the Emissions Report, for each calendar year and submit to the Department Central District Office on or before March 1 of the following year.

Administrative Requirements





16.	Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapter 62-297 or any other requirements under federal, state or local law. Additional regulations may impact this facility at some future date. The permittee shall comply with any applicable future regulations when they become effective.

17.	If the Department of Environmental Protection has reason to believe that any applicable emission standard is being violated, the Department may require the permittee to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions, and to provide a report on the results of said tests.
