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1. GENERAL PROJECT INFORMATION
Air Pollution Regulations
Projects at stationary sources with the potential to emit air pollution are subject to the applicable environmental laws specified in Section 403 of the Florida Statutes (F.S.).  The statutes authorize the Department of Environmental Protection (Department) to establish regulations regarding air quality as part of the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), which includes the following applicable chapters:  62-4 (Permits); 62-204 (Air Pollution Control – General Provisions); 62-210 (Stationary Sources – General Requirements); 62-212 (Stationary Sources – Preconstruction Review); 62-213 (Operation Permits for Major Sources of Air Pollution); 62-296 (Stationary Sources - Emission Standards); and 62-297 (Stationary Sources – Emissions Monitoring).  Specifically, air construction permits are required pursuant to Chapters 62-4, 62-210 and 62-212, F.A.C.
In addition, the U. S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) establishes air quality regulations in Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).  Part 60 specifies New Source Performance Standards (NSPS) for numerous industrial categories.  Part 61 specifies National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) based on specific pollutants.  Part 63 specifies NESHAP based on the Maximum Achievable Control Technology (MACT) for numerous industrial categories.  The Department adopts these federal regulations in Rule 62-204.800, F.A.C.
Glossary of Common Terms
Because of the technical nature of the project, the permit contains numerous acronyms and abbreviations, which are defined in Appendix A of this permit.
Facility Description and Location
The SAPA Precision Tubing, Rockledge facility is an existing Minor Source, which is categorized under Standard Industrial Classification Code No. 99993354.  The existing Rockledge facility is located in Brevard County at 100 Gus Hipp Boulevard in Rockledge, Florida.  The UTM coordinates are Zone 17, 528.61 km East, and 3131.0 km North.  This site is in an area that is in attainment (or designated as unclassifiable) for all air pollutants subject to Ambient Air Quality Standards (AAQS).
Facility Regulatory Categories
· The facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAP).
· The facility is not a Title V major source of air pollution in accordance with Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.
· The facility is not a major stationary source in accordance with Rule 62-212.400, F.A.C. for the Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) of Air Quality.
· This facility is a natural minor source of air pollution, based on new emission limits for HAPs accepted by the facility established in Construction Permit 0090078-008-AC.  These limits are incorporated in this Operation Permit renewal.
Project Description
This project renews Operation Permit 0090078-006-AF for the facility and incorporates Conditions from Construction Permits 0090078-008-AC and 0090078-009-AC.  Permit 0090078-008-AC was issued on March 6, 2015.  It authorized an increase in production for emission unit EU 008 located on-site, and established higher Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) limits and lower HAP emission limits in order to classify the facility as a minor source so that it no longer requires a Federally Enforceable State Operating Permit (FESOP).  Permit 0090078-009-AC was issued on July 23, 2015.  It authorized an increase in production for emission unit EU 007 located on-site, and established higher VOC emission limits in order to allow for the higher production rate.

2. PSD APPLICABILITY
The project is located in Brevard County which is an area that is currently in attainment with the AAQS or is otherwise designated as unclassifiable.  The proposed project will not increase emissions for any PSD pollutant; therefore, the project is not subject to a PSD preconstruction review.

1. The potential emissions for EU 007 as provided in the Construction Permit 0090078-009-AC Application, received June 15, 2015.  Emissions assume daily usage of 213 pounds per day of VOCs based on Silflux 1 coating application. The Silflux 1 coating application has the highest VOC content of the four coatings expected to be applied within this coating line emission unit.  The 213 pounds per day consists of:
i. 116.5 pounds per day from fugitive emissions from the application of precoating material to tubing products prior to coating.
ii. 96.05 pounds per day from the Silflux 1 coating mixture application process (comprised of: 6.57 pounds per day from the applicator enclosure, 33.67 pounds per day from fugitive emissions, and 55.81 pounds per day from the drying oven).
iii. 0.4 Pounds per day from applicator cleaning operations.
iv. 0.2 pounds per day from natural gas combustion in the drying oven and the thermal oxidizer for EU 007
2. The potential emissions for EU 008 as provided in the Construction Permit 0090078-009-AC Application, received December 31, 2014.  Emissions assume daily usage of 79.2 pounds per day of VOCs based on Silflux 1 coating application. The Silflux 1 coating application has the highest VOC content of the four coatings expected to be applied within this coating line emission unit.  The 79.2 pounds per day consists of:
v. 34.6 pounds per day from fugitive emissions from the application of precoating material to tubing products prior to coating.
vi. 44.3 pounds per day from the Silflux 1 coating mixture application process (comprised of: 2.47 pounds per day from the applicator enclosure, 20.77 pounds per day from fugitive emissions, and 21.01 pounds per day from the drying oven).
vii. 0.3 pounds per day from natural gas combustion in the drying oven and the thermal oxidizer for EU 008.
3. The total HAP and individual HAP limitations were established in Construction Permit 0090078-008-AC.  The facility currently does not use HAP containing coatings, but the HAP limits were established in order to allow for potential future usage of HAP containing coating mixtures to respond to customer requirements.  The applicant accepted the 8 ton per year individual HAP limit so that the facility can be considered a natural minor source.
4. The tracking of VOC and HAP emissions based on total coating usage and the production rates for the two coating lines will ensure that the VOC, total HAP and individual HAP emission limits contained in the permit will remain significantly less than the major source threshold limits and the facility can be considered a natural minor source.  Submission of an Annual Operating Report in order to confirm that annual emissions remain less than major source threshold limits is not required.  Instead, the record keeping requirements in the permit will be used to ensure the emissions remain less than major source threshold limits.
