Dear Mr. Radesi:



	Enclosed is Permit Number 0090092-003-AO to operate the above referenced source issued pursuant to Section(s) 403.087, Florida Statutes.



	A person whose substantial interests are affected by this permit may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) in accordance with Section l20.57, Florida Statutes.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Office of General Counsel of the Department at 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station 35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, within 14 days of receipt of this Permit.  Petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above at the time of filing.  Failure to file a petition within this time period shall constitute a waiver of any right such person may have to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Section l20.57, Florida Statutes.



	The petition shall contain the following information; (a) the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner, the applicant's name and address, the Department permit file number and the county in which the project is proposed; (b) a statement of how and when each petitioner received notice of the Department's action or proposed action; (c) a statement of how each petitioner's substantial interests are affected by the Department's action or proposed action; (d) a statement of the material facts disputed by petitioner, if any; (e) a statement of facts which petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the Department's action or proposed action; (f) a statement of which rules or statutes petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the Department's action or proposed action;  and (g) a statement of the relief sought by petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wants the Department to take with respect to the Department's action or proposed action.



	If a petition is filed, the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate agency action.  Accordingly, the Department's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this permit.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any decision of the Department with regard to the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding.  The petition must conform to the requirements specified above and be filed (received) within 14 days of receipt of this notice in the Office of General Counsel at the above address of the Department.  Failure to petition within the allowed time frame constitutes a waiver of any right such person has to request a hearing under Section l20.57, F.S., and to participate as a party to this proceeding.  Any subsequent intervention will only be at the approval of the presiding officer upon motion filed pursuant to Rule 28-5.207, F.A.C.



	This permit is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the Department unless a petition is filed in accordance with the above paragraphs or unless a request for extension of time in which to file a petition is filed within the time specified for filing a petition and conforms to Rule 62-103.070, F.A.C.  Upon timely filing of a petition or a request for an extension of time this permit will not be effective until further Order of the Department.



	When the Order (Permit) is final, any party to the Order has the right to seek judicial review of the Order pursuant to Section 120.68, Florida Statutes, by the filing of a Notice of Appeal pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure, with the Clerk of the Department in the Office of General Counsel, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station 35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000; and by filing a copy of the Notice of Appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal.  The Notice of Appeal must be filed within 30 days from the date the Final Order is filed with the Clerk of the Department.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter(s) 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rule(s) 62-210.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents attached hereto or on file with the department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:



The permittee can operate the following sources of air emissions at the printer manufacturing operation:



a)	Richpak Unit 1, 2, and 3 - Insulation is formed by combining two chemicals A and B, in a mix gun.  There are three identical Richpak stations (Building 11).



b)	Metal Etching Operation - Metal bands are processed through one of two chemcut etching machines which utilize ferric chloride.  Two stripper tanks and a developer are also utilized.  Ferric chloride fumes from the etchers and VOC's from the strippers are passed through a Widwest Air Products Co., Model HW-100D packed bed scrubber which is approximately 95 percent efficient to remove ferric chloride.  The scrubber is followed by a mist eliminator (Building 1).



c)	Painting Operation - Consists of paint spray booths no. 1, 2, and 4 and a curing oven.  Each booth is equipped with paint filters which have a particulate reduction efficiency of approximately 98 percent for particles 1 micron and larger. (Building 2)



d)	Band Polishing Operation - Metal printer bands are polished at three stations.  Particulate emissions are collected and controlled with a Torit Model 20 cyclone with a particulate reduction efficiency of approximately 80 percent for particles 10 microns and larger (Building 1).



e)	Roll Coater Process - application and cure of Teflon to a heat roller.
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The facility is a synthetic minor facility.



This facility is located at 2725 Kirby Avenue, NE, Palm Bay, Brevard County, Florida.

SPECIFIC CONDITIONS:



OPERATING LIMITS



 1.	Combined volatile organic compound (VOC) usage by the sources at the facility is limited to less than 15.0 tons per consecutive twelve month period.

	[Rule 62�210.200, (PTE), F.A.C.]



 2.	Hazardous air pollutant (HAPS), as defined by Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., usage by the sources at the facility shall:



a)	individually be limited to less than 10.0 tons per any consecutive twelve month period,



b)	combined be limited to less than 15.0 tons per any consecutive twelve month period.

[Rule 62-210.200, (PTE), F.A.C.].



 3.	Each source is permitted to operate continuously, per the application.



 4.	Each source must be properly operated and maintained (Rule 62�210.300, F.A.C.).  No person shall circumvent any pollution control device or allow the emissions of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly (Rule 62-210.650, F.A.C.).



 5.	No person shall store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department [Rule 62�296.320(1)(a), F.A.C.]. To comply, procedures to minimize pollutant emissions should include but not be limited to the following:



a)	tightly cover or close all VOC containers when they are not in use,



b)	tightly cover, where possible, all open troughs, basins, baths, tanks, etc. when they are not in use,



c)	maintain all piping, valves, fittings, etc. in good operating condition,



d)	prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOC's, and



e)	immediately confine and clean up VOC spills and make sure certain wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal.



EMISSION LIMITS



 6.	The visible emissions from sources b), c), and d) on permit page no. 1  must comply with Rule 62-296.320(4)(b)1., F.A.C. (limited to less than 20% opacity).

 7.	No objectionable odors will be allowed, as per Rule 62�296.320(2), F.A.C.



 8.	The maximum facility volatile organic compound (VOC) emission rate is limited to less than 15.0 tons per consecutive twelve months [construction permit application received May 30, 1997].



COMPLIANCE TESTING



 9.	Sources b), c), and d) must be tested for visible emissions in accordance with DEP Method 9 for 30 minutes or the length of the batch/cycle at least 90 days prior to permit expiration date.  For any other approved method to be utilized, the Department must give prior written approval.



10.	At least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is due to begin, the permittee shall provide written notification of the test to the air compliance section of this office.  The notification must include the following information:  the date, time, and location of each test;  the name and telephone number of the facility's contact person who will be responsible for coordinating the test; and the name, company, and telephone number of the person conducting the test [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9., F.A.C.].



11.	Testing of emissions should be conducted with the unit operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of rated capacity.  If it is impractical to test at capacity, the unit may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent unit operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen consecutive calendar days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the Department [Rule 62-297.310(2), F.A.C.].



12.	The owner or operator shall submit a copy of the compliance test results to the air compliance section of this office within 45 days after the last sampling run of each test is completed [Rule 62-297.310(8)(b), F.A.C].



13.	Pursuant to Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C., a monthly log shall be kept for this facility to document compliance with the limitations of specific conditions no. 1, 2, and 8.  The log shall be completed by the end of the following month and retained on file at the facility for at least 3 years.  At a minimum, the monthly log shall:



a)	Identify and quantify each material used at the facility that has a VOC/HAP air pollution emission,



b)	Quantify the consecutive twelve month period total of emissions from VOC and each HAP.

	Documentation of each chemical reclaimed will use a mass balance method to determine usage/emissions (amount used minus amount collected for disposal or recycle). Supporting documentation (Chemical usage tracking logs, MSDS sheets, purchase orders, EPA "As Supplied" data sheets, EPA Method 24, etc.) shall be kept for each chemical and associated products which includes sufficient information to determine usage rates and emissions.  These records shall be made available to the Department upon request.



14.	A DEP Form No. 62-210.900(5), “Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility” including the Emissions Report, shall be completed for each calendar year on or before March 1 of the following year and submitted to the air compliance section of this office [Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.].





PERMIT APPLICATION



15.	At least sixty days prior to the expiration date of this operation permit, the permittee shall submit to this office four copies of the air permit application, DEP Form No. 62-210.900(2), along with the processing fee established in 62-4.050(4), F.A.C.
