Statement of Basis:  This air operation permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4 and 62-210.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

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Section I.  Facility Information.
Subsection A.  Facility Description.
This facility consists of a hardwood lumber mill capable of processing up to 40,000 board feet (BF) of lumber per day and includes log receiving and storage, log debarking, the sawmill, a wood-waste boiler, drying kiln, and product storage and shipping.  

Logs from hardwood trees harvested in the area are transported by truck to the site.  The logs are stacked into various piles, depending on the type and quality of the wood, onsite.  A sprinkler system keeps the logs wet to maintain wood quality.  Logs are transferred from the storage piles to a debarker.  The removed bark falls onto a chain conveyor that drops the bark into a truck trailer for transport off-site.  The debarked log is mechanically rolled into the sawmill building.  The debarked logs are then aligned with either a band saw or a circular saw.  The cut lumber is either sent to the resaw or to the trim saw at this point. The resaw is used for cutting certain sizes of lumber.  The lumber from the trim saw is manually graded and stored on pallets.  The sawdust generated by these saws falls onto a chain conveyor and is transported to a separate truck trailer for shipment off-site.  The waste wood from all the saws is mechanically fed, via a chain conveyor, to a chipper.  The chipper reduces the waste wood into wood chips and a blower conveys them to an open cyclone.  As the wood chips are generally an inch or larger, the cyclone merely acts as a gathering device, not as an air pollution control device.  A vibrating screen sorts the chips with the oversized chips being fed back to the chipper while the others are conveyed to a separate truck trailer for delivery off-site.  Air emissions from the sawmill consist of unconfined particulate matter (PM), most of which settles inside the mill building.  A 7.2 MMBtu/hr, heat input, carbonaceous fuel fired boiler utilizes sawdust, wood chips, and bark (wood-waste) generated by the mill to produce steam for a three chamber lumber drying kiln.  The boiler fuel or wood-waste is stored under roof next to the boiler, with the remaining wood-waste being shipped off-site.  The air emissions from the boiler consist of combustion products with PM (fly ash) emission controlled by a multicyclone collector.  The drying kiln provides the capability to dry approximately 60 percent of the mill’s lumber production.  The lumber is stacked in the drying chambers of the kiln and batch processed, over a period of several days, to the desired moisture content.  Air emissions from the drying kiln consist primarily of volatile organic compounds (VOC).  The dry lumber is stored under roof until it is loaded on truck trailer and shipped off-site.

The sawmill and drying kiln operations are not subject to any unit-specific applicable emissions criteria, and have potential emissions less than the levels identified in Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)1, F.A.C., Generic Emissions Unit Exemption with a maximum potential throughput of 5 million board feet of lumber per year through the drying kiln, and 117,000 tons of logs through the mill.  As such, these activities are exempt from permitting.

The 7.2 MMBtu/hr carbonaceous fuel fired boiler is subject to the requirements of Rule 62-296.410, F.A.C., Carbonaceous Fuel Burning Equipment, which imposes a tiered opacity limit on new burners less than 30 MMBtu/hr, heat input.

Based on the permit application received January 10, 2006, this facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).

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Section II.  Facility-wide Conditions.

The following conditions apply facility-wide:
1.  APPENDIX G-1, GENERAL CONDITIONS, is a part of this permit.

2.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards. Objectionable Odor Prohibited.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.

3.  General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards.  General Visible Emissions Standard.  Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.

4. General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards. Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) Emissions or Organic Solvents (OS) Emissions.  The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems to minimize emissions.  This shall include keeping containers of organic compounds and solvents closed and properly stored.

5. Reasonable precautions to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter at this facility include the application of water and dust suppressants to unpaved roads, yard and open stock piles, landscaping and planting vegetation, and the use of enclosures and wind breaks where practical.

6.  When appropriate, any recording, monitoring, or reporting requirements that are time-specific shall be in accordance with the effective date of the permit, which defines day one.

7.  Facility Record Keeping.  The permittee shall maintain monthly and rolling twelve-month records of the board feet processed, and dried in the kiln by the mill.  These records shall be maintained and made available for Department inspection.

This emission unit consists of a carbonaceous fuel fired boiler, which will utilize sawdust generated by the mill to produce steam for a three chamber lumber drying kiln.  The boiler is a Hurst Model Number HYB-975-WWF package unit with a maximum heat input of 7.2 MMBtu/hr, heat input.  Fly ash is removed from the flue gas by a multiclone collector.  The boiler has a vertical stack 27 feet high and 1.1 feet in diameter, with a flow of 3,500 acfm and an exit temperature of 400ºF.  

The wood-waste fired boiler is subject to the requirements of Rule 62-296.410, F.A.C., Carbonaceous Fuel Burning Equipment, which imposes a tiered opacity limit on new burners less than 30 MMBtu/hr heat input.  This boiler is not subject to the requirements of 40 CFR 60 Subpart Dc, since the maximum heat input is less than the applicable heat input threshold of 10 MMBtu/hr.  

The following specific conditions apply to the emissions unit listed above:
Essential Potential to Emit (PTE) Parameters
A.1.  Capacity.  The maximum heat input shall not exceed 7.2 MMBtu/hr, based on a maximum throughput rate of 0.78 tons/hour of wood-waste with a typical heat content of 9.2 MMBtu per ton.

A.2.  Hours of Operation.  This emissions unit is allowed to operate continuously, i.e., 8,760 hours/year.

Emission Limitations and Standards
A.3.  Visible Emissions.  Visible emissions are limited to a maximum of 20% opacity, except that up to 40% opacity is permissible for not more than two minutes in any one hour.

Test Methods and Procedures

A.4.  Visible emission testing is required to show compliance with the standards of the Department.  The test results must provide reasonable assurance that the source is capable of compliance at the permitted maximum operating rate (See condition A.1).  Such tests shall be conducted once during each federal fiscal year (October 1st through September 30th), shall be 60 minutes in duration, and conducted in accordance with EPA Method 9.  The Department shall be notified at least 15 days prior to testing to allow witnessing.  Results shall be submitted to the Department within 45 days after testing.

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A.5.  The test reports shall comply with applicable portions of Rule 62-297.310, F.A.C., Test Reports.  The Department can require special compliance tests in accordance with Rule 62-297.310(7) F.A.C.  Other test methods and alternate compliance procedures may be used only after prior Departmental approval has been obtained in writing.

A.6.  Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity (See condition A.1).  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of rated capacity.  If it is impractical to test at capacity, then sources may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than 15 days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the Department.

Monitoring of Operations
A.7. The permittee shall maintain daily records of tonnage of wood-waste burned in the boiler and the average hourly heat input to the boiler (9.2 MMBtu per ton heat content basis).  These records shall be maintained and made available for Department inspection.

Excess Emissions

A.8.  Excess emissions resulting from startup, shutdown or malfunction shall be permitted provided that best operational practices to minimize emissions are adhered to and the duration of excess emissions shall be minimized but in no case exceed two hours in any 24-hour period unless specifically authorized by the Department for longer duration.

A.9.  Excess emissions which are caused entirely or in part by poor maintenance, poor operation, or any other equipment or process failure that may reasonably be prevented during startup, shutdown or malfunction shall be prohibited.

A.10.  In cases of excess emissions resulting from malfunctions, each owner or operator shall notify the Department in accordance with Rule 62-4.130, F.A.C.  A full written report on the malfunctions shall be submitted in a quarterly report, if requested by the Department.

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1.  The terms, conditions, requirements, limitations, and restrictions set forth in this permit are "permit conditions", and are binding and enforceable pursuant to Sections 403.141, 403.727, or 403.859 through 403.861, Florida Statutes.  The permittee is placed on notice that the Department will review this permit periodically and may initiate enforcement action for any violation of these conditions.

2.  This permit is valid only for the specific processes and operations applied for and indicated in the approved drawings or exhibits.  Any unauthorized deviation from the approved drawings, exhibits, specifications, or conditions of this permit may constitute grounds for revocation and enforcement action by the Department.

3.  As provided in Subsections 403.087(6) and 403.722(5), Florida Statutes, the issuance of this permit does not convey any vested rights or any exclusive privileges.  Nor does it authorize any injury to public or private property or any invasion of personal rights, nor any infringement of federal, state or local laws or regulations.  This permit does not constitute a waiver of or approval of any other Department permit that may be required for other aspects of the total project that are not addressed in the permit.

4.  This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute state recognition or acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the state.  Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express state opinion as to title.

5.  This permit does not relieve the permittee from liability for harm or injury to human health or welfare, animal, or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this permitted source, or from penalties therefore; nor does it allow the permittee to cause pollution in contravention of Florida Statutes and Department rules, unless specifically authorized by an order from the Department.

6.  The permittee shall properly operate and maintain the facility and systems of treatment and control (and related appurtenances) that are installed and used by the permittee to achieve compliance with the conditions of this permit, are required by Department rules.  This provision includes the operation of backup or auxiliary facilities or similar systems when necessary to achieve compliance with the conditions of the permit and when required by Department rules.

7.  The permittee, by accepting this permit, specifically agrees to allow authorized Department personnel, upon presentation of credentials or other documents as may be required by law, access to the premises, at reasonable times, where the permitted activity is located or conducted for the purpose of:

    a.
 Having access to and copying any records that must be kept under the conditions of this permit;

 Inspecting the facility, equipment, practices, or operations regulated or required under this permit; and,

    c.
 Sampling or monitoring any substances or parameters at any location reasonably necessary to assure compliance with this permit or Department rules.

8.  If, for any reason, the permittee does not comply with or will be unable to comply with any condition or limitation specified in this permit, the permittee shall immediately provide the Department with the following information:

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recurrence of the noncompliance.  The permittee shall be responsible for any and all damages that may result and may be subject to enforcement action by the Department for penalties or for revocation of this permit.

9.  In accepting this permit, the permittee understands and agrees that all records, notes, monitoring data and other information relating to the construction or operation of this permitted source which are submitted to the Department may be used by the Department as evidence in any enforcement case involving the permitted source arising under the Florida Statutes or Department rules, except where such use is proscribed by Sections 403.73 and 403.111, Florida Statutes.  Such evidence shall only be used to the extent it is consistent with Florida Rules of Civil Procedure and appropriate evidentiary rules.

10.  The permittee agrees to comply with changes in Department rules and Florida Statutes after a reasonable time for compliance, provided however, the permittee does not waive any other rights granted by Florida Statutes or Department rules.

11.  This permit is transferable only upon Department approval in accordance with Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-4.120 and 62-730.300, as applicable.  The permittee shall be liable for any noncompliance of the permitted activity until the Department approves the transfer.

12.  This permit is required to be kept at the work site of the permitted activity during the entire period of construction or operation.

13.  The permittee shall comply with the following:

 Upon request, the permittee shall furnish all records and plans required under Department rules.  During enforcement actions, the retention period for all records will be extended automatically unless otherwise stipulated by the Department.

 The permittee shall hold at the facility or other location designated by this permit records of all monitoring information (including all calibration and maintenance records and all original strip chart recordings for continuous monitoring instrumentation) required by the permit, copies of all reports required by this permit, and records of all data used to complete the application for this permit.  These materials shall be retained at least three years from the date of the sample, measurement, report or application unless otherwise specified by Department rule.

 Records of monitoring information shall include:

14.  When requested by the Department, the permittee shall within a reasonable time furnish any information required by law that is needed to determine compliance with the permit.  If the permittee becomes aware the relevant facts were not submitted or were incorrect in the permit application or in any report to the Department, such facts or information shall be corrected promptly.
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
