This non-metallic processing plant is subject to Rule 62-296.711, F.A.C. for Materials Handling, Sizing, Screening, Crushing and Grinding Operations, Rule 62-296.320 f.a.c., General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards, and New Source Performance Standards under 40 CFR 60 Subpart OOO for Nonmetallic Mineral Processing Plants.  This facility is located at 911 5th Street SW, Naples, Collier County, Florida.  This permit is issued pursuant to Section(s) 403.087, Florida Statutes. 


Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under section 120.68 of the Florida Statutes, by filing a notice of appeal under Rule 9.110 of the Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

Unconfined emissions that might be generated by vehicular traffic or wind shall be controlled by applying water (by water trucks equipped with spray bars) or effective dust suppressant(s) on a regular basis to all stockpiles, roadways and work-yards where this nonmetallic mineral processing plant is located.

Routine maintenance of equipment will not constitute a modification of this permit.  The Department may request additional relevant information subsequent to this notice.

Test Methods and Procedures

Performance Tests.


(a) Within 60 days after achieving the maximum production rate at which the non-metallic mineral processing plant will be operated, but not later than 180 days after initial startup of the non-metallic mineral processing plant and at such other times as may be required by the Department, the permittee shall conduct performance test(s) and furnish the Department a written report of the results of such performance test(s).

    

(b) Performance tests shall be conducted and data reduced in accordance with the test methods and procedures contained in the applicable part of 40 CFR 60 Subpart OOO unless the Department (1) specifies or approves, in specific cases, the use of a reference method with minor changes in methodology, (2) approves the use of an equivalent method, (3) approves the use of an alternative method the results of which he has determined to be adequate for indicating whether a specific source is in compliance, (4) waives the requirement for performance tests because the permittee of a source has demonstrated by other means to the Department’s satisfaction that the non-metallic mineral processing plant is in compliance with the standard, or (5) approves shorter sampling times and smaller sample volumes when necessitated by process variables or other factors. Nothing in this paragraph shall be construed to abrogate the Department’s authority to require testing under section 114 of the Act.

    

(c) Performance tests shall be conducted under such conditions as the Department shall specify to the permittee based on representative performance of the non-metallic mineral processing plant.  The permittee shall make available to the Department such records as may be necessary to determine the conditions of the performance tests.  Operations during periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction shall not constitute representative conditions for the purpose of a performance test nor shall emissions in excess of the level of the applicable emission limit during periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction be considered a violation of the applicable emission limit unless otherwise specified in 40 CFR 60 Subpart OOO.

   

(d) The permittee shall provide the Department at least 30 days prior notice of any performance test, except as specified under 40 CFR 60 Subpart OOO, to afford the Department the opportunity to have an observer present.  If after 30 days notice for an initially scheduled performance test, there is a delay (due to operational problems, etc.) in conducting the scheduled performance test, the permittee shall notify the Department as soon as possible of any delay in the original test date, either by providing at least 7 days prior notice of the rescheduled date of the performance test, or by arranging a rescheduled date with the Department by mutual agreement.

(b) Compliance with opacity standards shall be determined by conducting observations in accordance with EPA Method 9 in 40 CFR 60 Appendix A or any alternative method that is approved by the Department. For purposes of determining initial compliance, the minimum total time of observations shall be 3 hours (30 6-minute averages) for the performance test or other set of observations (meaning those fugitive-type emission sources subject only to an opacity standard).



(c) The opacity standards set forth in this part shall apply at all times except during periods of startup, shutdown, malfunction, and as otherwise provided in the 40 CFR 60 Subpart OOO.

    

(d) At all times, including periods of startup, shutdown, and malfunction, the permittee shall, to the extent practicable, maintain and operate any emissions units of the non-metallic mineral processing plant including associated air pollution control equipment in a manner consistent with good air pollution control practice for minimizing emissions. Determination of whether acceptable operating and maintenance procedures are being used will be based on information available to the Department which may include, but is not limited to, monitoring results, opacity observations, review of operating and maintenance procedures, and inspection of the source.



(e)(1) For the purpose of demonstrating initial compliance, opacity observations shall be conducted concurrently with the initial performance test required in Specific Condition 17 unless one of the following conditions apply. If no performance test under Specific Condition 17 is required, then opacity observations shall be conducted within 60 days after achieving the maximum production rate at which the non-metallic mineral processing plant will be operated but no later than 180 days after initial startup of this plant. If visibility or other conditions prevent the opacity observations from being conducted concurrently with the initial performance test required under Specific Condition 17, the permittee shall reschedule the opacity observations as soon after the initial performance test as possible, but not later than 30 days thereafter, and shall advise the Department of the rescheduled date. In these cases, the 30-day prior notification to the Department required in Specific Conditions 28(a)(6) shall be waived. The rescheduled opacity observations shall be conducted (to the extent possible) under the same operating conditions that existed during the initial performance test conducted under Specific Condition 16. The visible emissions observer shall determine whether visibility or other conditions prevent the opacity observations from being made concurrently with the initial performance test in accordance with procedures contained in EPA Method 9 of 40 CFR 60 Appendix B. Opacity readings of portions of plumes which contain condensed, uncombined water vapor shall not be used for purposes of determining compliance with opacity standards. The permittee shall make available, upon request by the Department, such records as may be necessary to determine the conditions under which the visual observations were made and shall provide evidence indicating proof of current visible observer emission certification. 

(2) Except as provided in paragraph (e)(3) of this Specific Condition, the permittee of an non-metallic mineral processing plant to which an opacity standard applies shall conduct opacity observations in accordance with paragraph (b) of this Specific Condition, shall record the opacity of emissions, and shall report to the Department the opacity results along with the results of the initial performance test required under Specific Condition 17.  The inability of the permittee to secure a visible emissions observer shall not be considered a reason for not conducting the opacity observations concurrent with the initial performance test.

   
(3) The permittee of an non-metallic mineral processing plant to which an opacity standard applies may request the Department to determine and to record the opacity of emissions from the non-metallic mineral processing plant during the initial performance test and at such times as may be required. The permittee shall report the opacity results. Any request to the Department to determine and to record the opacity of emissions from an non-metallic mineral processing plant shall be included in the notification required in Specific Condition 28(a)(6). If, for some reason, the Department cannot determine and record the opacity of emissions from the non-metallic mineral processing plant during the performance test, then the provisions of paragraph (e)(1) of this Specific Condition shall apply.

GENERAL CONDITIONS:

1.
The terms, conditions, requirements, limitations, and restrictions set forth in this permit are “Permit Conditions" and are binding and enforceable pursuant to Sections 403.161, 403.727, or 403.859 through 403.861, Florida Statutes.  The permittee is placed on notice that the Department will review this permit periodically and may initiate enforcement action for any violation of these conditions.

2.
This permit is valid only for the specific processes and operations applied for and indicated in the approved drawings or exhibits.  Any unauthorized deviation from the approved drawings or exhibits, specifications, or conditions of this permit may constitute grounds for revocation and enforcement action by the Department.

3.
As provided in Subsections 403.087(6) and 403.722(5), Florida Statutes, the issuance of this permit does not convey any vested rights or any exclusive privileges.  Neither does it authorize any injury to public or private property or any invasion of personal rights, nor any infringement of federal, state, or local laws or regulations.  This permit is not a waiver or approval of any other Department permit that may be required for other aspects of the total project which are not addressed in the permit.

4.
This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute State recognition or acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the State.  Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express State opinion as to title.

5.
This permit does not relieve the permittee from liability for harm or injury to human health or welfare, animal, or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this permitted source, or from penalties therefore; nor does it allow the permittee to cause pollution in contravention of Florida Statutes and Department rules, unless specifically authorized by any order from the Department.

6.
The permittee shall properly operate and maintain the facility and systems of treatment and control (and related appurtenances) that are installed or used by the permittee to achieve compliance with the conditions of this permit, as required by Department rules.  This provision includes the operation of backup or auxiliary facilities or similar systems when necessary to achieve compliance with the conditions of the permit and when required by Department rules.

7.
The permittee, by accepting this permit, specifically agrees to allow authorized Department personnel, upon presentation of credentials or other documents as may be required by law and at a reasonable time, access to the premises, where the permitted activity is located or conducted to:

Have access to and copy any records that must be kept under the conditions of the permit;

Inspect the facility, equipment, practices, or operations regulated or required under this permit, and,

Sample or monitor any substances or parameters at any location reasonably necessary to assure compliance with this permit or Department rules.

The period of noncompliance, including dates and times; or, if not corrected, the anticipated time the noncompliance is expected to continue, and steps being taken to reduce, eliminate, and prevent recurrence of the non-compliance.


The permittee shall be responsible for any and all damages which may result and may be subject to enforcement action by the Department for penalties or revocation of this permit.

In accepting this permit, the permittee understands and agrees that all records, notes, monitoring data and other information relating to the construction or operation of this permitted source which are submitted to the Department may be used by the Department as evidence in any enforcement case involving the permitted source arising under the Florida Statutes or Department rules, except where such use is prescribed by Sections 403.73 and 403.111, Florida Statutes.  Such evidence shall only be used to the extent it is consistent with the Florida Rules of Civil Procedure and appropriate evidentiary rules.

The permittee agrees to comply with changes in Department rules and Florida Statutes after a reasonable time for compliance, provided, however, the permittee does not waive any other rights granted by Florida Statutes or Department rules.
