Administrative Modifications to a previously issued permit to the Edron Fixture Corp. facility located at 3595 NW 125 Street.

Dear Mr. Rodriguez:

This construction permit incorporates the terms and conditions of expired Permit No.  AC 13-146478.  This permit also removes the following permit conditions as listed below.  The administrative modifications that are established in this construction permit will be incorporated into the Title V Air Operation Permit, under permit number 0250510-005-AV.  The changes are as follows:


1.
Specific Condition No. 4 on page 4 (listed below) was removed:
4. 
The operation of the sources covered by this permit shall be limited to 16 hours/day, 6 days/week and 52 weeks/year.

2. Specific Condition No. 6 on page 4 (listed below) was removed:

6. 
This source shall not emit more than 60 tons per year (24 pounds per hour) of volatile organic compound including cleanup solvents.  The facility shall keep a log on site with the monthly purchase records of the volatile organic compounds, the amount of the volatile organic compounds on hand at the beginning of the month, and the amount on hand at the end of the month.
The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) has permitting jurisdiction under Section 403.087, Florida Statutes (F.S.).  However, in accordance with Section 403.182, F.S., the FDEP recognizes the DERM as the approved local air pollution control program of Miami-Dade County.  Through a Specific Operating Agreement, the FDEP delegated to the DERM the authority to issue or deny permits for this type of air pollution source located in Miami-Dade County.
This permit (letter) is issued under the provisions of Chapter 24, Code of Miami-Dade County, Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Rules 62-4, and 62-204 through 62-297, and in conformance with all existing regulations of the FDEP and the DERM rules.  Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68, F.S., by filing a notice of appeal under Rule 9.110 of the Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) in the Office of General Counsel, Mail Station #35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida, 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the FDEP.
