TO:      VOC Emissions:  Emissions of volatile organic compounds (VOCs), including hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) shall not equal or exceed 100 tons in any consecutive 12 month period.

2.  Specific Condition No. 1.3 is hereby changed:

FROM: Total HAP Emissions:  Total emissions of all hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) shall not exceed 6.91TPY in any consecutive 12 month period.

Total HAP Emissions: Total emissions of all hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) shall not equal or exceed 25 tons in any consecutive 12 month period.

Individual HAP Emissions: Emissions of any individual HAP shall not equal or exceed 10 tons in any consecutive 12-month period.
