PROJECT

This is the final air operation permit, which authorizes the operation of Packaging Corporation of America, which is a corrugated packaging facility engaging in flexographic printing and adhesive application (Standard Industrial Classification No. 2653, NAICS Code 924110).  This project is for the after-the-fact renewal of the facility’s air operation permit. The facility is located in Miami-Dade County at 15600-A NW 15th Avenue in Miami Gardens, Florida.  The Lat/Long coordinates are 25° 55' 02'' N / 80° 13' 30" W. The UTM coordinates are Zone 17; 577.62 km East, and 2866.75 km North.  

This final permit is organized into the following sections:  Section 1 (General Information); Section 2 (Administrative Requirements); Section 3 (Emissions Unit Specific Conditions); and Section 4 (Appendices).  Because of the technical nature of the project, the permit contains numerous acronyms and abbreviations, which are defined in Appendix A of Section 4 of this permit.
Permitting Authority: Applications for air operation permits are subject to review in accordance with the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Chapters 62-4 and 62-210 of the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), and Chapter 24, Code of Miami-Dade County. The Permitting Authority responsible for making a permit determination for this project is the Miami-Dade County Department of Regulatory and Economic Resources (RER), Division of Environmental Resources Management.  The RER’s physical address is:  701 NW 1 Court, Suite 200, Miami, Florida 33136. The RER’s mailing address is: 701 NW 1 Court, Suite 400, Miami, Florida 33136. The RER’s telephone number is 305-372-6925. 
Petitions.  A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed decision may petition for an administrative hearing in accordance with Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Miami-Dade County Department of Regulatory and Economic Resources (RER), Division of Environmental Resources Management, Air Quality Management, 701 NW 1 Court, Suite 400, Miami, Florida 33136.  Petitions filed by the applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 days of receipt of this notice.  Petitions filed by any other person must be filed within 14 days of receipt of this proposed action.  A petitioner must mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205, F.A.C.
A petition that disputes the material facts on which the RER’s action is based must contain the following information:  (a) The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number, if known; (b) The name, address, any email address, telephone number and any facsimile number of the petitioner; the name, address, any email address, telephone number and any facsimile number of the petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceeding; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the agency determination; (c) A statement of how and when each petitioner received notice of the agency action or proposed action; (d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact.  If there are none, the petition must so indicate; (e) A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, as well as the rules and statutes which entitle the petitioner to relief; (f) A statement of the specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action; and, (g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the agency to take with respect to the agency’s proposed action.  
A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the RER’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above, as required by Rule 28-106.301, F.A.C.
Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the Department’s final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the permitting authority on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.
Mediation:  Mediation is not available in this proceeding.
Effective Date:  This permitting decision is final and effective on the date filed with the clerk of the RER unless a petition is filed in accordance with the above paragraphs or unless a request for extension of time in which to file a petition is filed within the time specified for filing a petition pursuant to Rule 62-110.106, F.A.C., and the petition conforms to the content requirements of Rules 28-106.201 and 28-106.301, F.A.C.  Upon timely filing of a petition or a request for extension of time, this action will not be effective until further order of the RER.

Judicial Review:  Any party to this permitting decision (order) has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68, F.S., by filing a notice of appeal under Rule 9.110 of the Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure with the clerk of the Miami-Dade County Department of Regulatory and Economic Resources (RER), Division of Environmental Resources Management, Air Quality Management, 701 NW 1 Court, Suite 400, Miami, Florida 33136, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal.  The notice must be filed within 30 days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

Facility Description
The Packaging Corporation of America facility purchases corrugated sheets and converts them into shipping containers or cardboard boxes. The corrugated sheets are fabricated to customer specifications using a particular combination of scoring, slotting, printing, and gluing. The exact combination of steps depends on the customers’ requirements. The corrugated sheets are initially cut, slotted, and folded. These activities generate scrap-corrugated material in the form of pieces and paper dust which is collected by the cyclone scrap handling system. Next, the corrugated sheets are printed and adhesives are applied to fabricate the finished product. Volatile organic compounds (VOCs), and hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) are emitted from the printing, and gluing operations and particulate matter (PM) is emitted from the scrap paper collection.

3. Appendices:  The following Appendices are attached as a part of this permit:  Appendix A (Citation Formats and Glossary of Common Terms); Appendix B (General Conditions); Appendix C (Common Conditions); Appendix D (Common Testing Requirements – If applicable).
4. Applicable Regulations, Forms and Application Procedures:  Unless otherwise specified in this permit, the construction and operation of the subject emissions units shall be in accordance with the capacities and specifications stated in the application.  The facility is subject to all applicable provisions of: Chapter 403, F.S.; and Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, F.A.C., and Chapter 24, Code of Miami-Dade County. Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from compliance with any applicable federal, state, or local permitting or regulations.
5. New or Additional Conditions:  For good cause shown and after notice and an administrative hearing, if requested, the RER may require the permittee to conform to new or additional conditions.  The RER shall allow the permittee a reasonable time to conform to the new or additional conditions, and on application of the permittee, the RER may grant additional time.

6. Modifications:  No new emissions unit shall be constructed and no existing emissions unit shall be modified without obtaining an air construction permit from the RER.  Such permit shall be obtained prior to beginning construction or modification.

7. Source Obligation:

(a)
At such time that a particular source or modification becomes a major stationary source or major modification (as these terms were defined at the time the source obtained the enforceable limitation) solely by virtue of a relaxation in any enforceable limitation which was established after August 7, 1980, on the capacity of the source or modification otherwise to emit a pollutant, such as a restriction on hours of operation, then the requirements of subsections 62-212.400(4) through (12), F.A.C., shall apply to the source or modification as though construction had not yet commenced on the source or modification.

At such time that a particular source or modification becomes a major stationary source or major modification (as these terms were defined at the time the source obtained the enforceable limitation) solely by exceeding its projected actual emissions, then the requirements of subsections 62-212.400(4) through (12), F.A.C., shall apply to the source or modification as though construction had not yet commenced on the source or modification.

8. Renewal:  Prior to 60 days before the expiration date of this permit, the permittee shall apply for a renewal of the permit.  A renewal application shall be timely and sufficient.  If the application is submitted prior to 60 days before expiration of the permit, it will be considered timely and sufficient.  If the renewal application is submitted at a later date, it will not be considered timely and sufficient unless it is submitted and made complete prior to the expiration of the operation permit.  When the application for renewal is timely and sufficient, the existing permit shall remain in effect until the renewal application has been finally acted upon by the RER.

9. County Permit Renewal:  A request for renewal of the Miami-Dade County annual air operating permit must be submitted annually to the RER Air Quality Management Division on the appropriate form, by May 31st of each calendar year, along with the appropriate Miami-Dade County permit fee.

d. A rolling consecutive 12-month total emission rate for VOCs, calculated from the monthly totals for the previous twelve calendar months.

12. Individual & Total HAP Content and Emissions: The owner or operator shall determine the total and individual HAP contents of all materials, including solvents, and shall monitor the usage of such materials at the referenced emission unit(s), by recording and maintaining the following information:
a. The individual and total HAP contents for each material containing or emitting HAPs. 
b. The material utilization rate on a monthly basis, for all materials containing or emitting HAPs used at the referenced emission unit(s).

c. The individual and total monthly HAP emission rates for each material, calculated from the monthly material utilization rates and the individual and total HAP content, calculated for the preceding month no later than 10 days after the end of that month.
d. A rolling consecutive I 2-month total emission rate for individual and total HAPs, calculated from the monthly totals for the previous twelve calendar months.

13. Ink & Glue Usage Records: The owner or operator shall maintain records to document the monthly and 12 month rolling totals of tons of glue and ink used at the facility.

14. Record keeping and recycling: The permittee shall maintain a log of the amount of chemicals manifested to recyclers, the manufacturer, or the dump.

Supporting Documentation: The permittee shall maintain supporting documentation,  such as Material Safety  Data  Sheets,  purchase  orders,  usage  and  disposal  records,  etc.,  and  shall  include  sufficient information to determine compliance. The log and documents shall be kept at the facility and made available for DERM inspection for a minimum of three (3) years from the date of such records. Monthly logs shall be completed within 10 calendar days after completion of the preceding month.

Control Equipment: The permittee shall visually inspect Emissions Unit 004 and associated dust collector daily to ensure that each dust collector is operating properly, and shall record the condition of each dust collector and pressure drop when inspected. The permittee shall perform a detailed inspection of each dust collector at least monthly and record the inspection results. Such inspections shall include general conditions of the emissions control equipment, condition of the filter cartridges and appurtenances, and verification of proper operation of the filter cartridge cleaning cycle if applicable.
