Section III. Emissions Unit(s) and Conditions: Emissions Unit 031- Biogas Flare and Emissions Unit 032- Backup Biogas Flare

Response: 
As a result of this comment the Department has determined that emissions limits described in Specific Condition 4. of both Permit Nos. AC16-170993 and AC16-170994 for pollutants other than visible emissions shall not be applicable to EU-031 and EU-032. The emissions resulting from the combustion of biogas in EU-031 and EU-032 shall be included in the determination of the facility wide emissions for the combustion of biogas.
The changes that have been made are insignificant in nature and do not impose additional public noticing requirements. The final action of the Department will be to issue Construction Permit 0310006-006-AC as proposed in the Technical Evaluation and Preliminary Determination and the changes noted above.
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
