Air Construction Permit, which authorizes these modifications: (EU108) Wallboard Line 1 will no longer produce wallboard.  This project will modify (EU108) Wallboard Production Line No.1, by installing a wallboard coating booth that will be used to apply a coating to finished wallboard produced in the other Wallboard Production Lines Nos. 2 an 3.   The Dryer Burners/Kiln associated with Wallboard Production Line 1 and the use of the existing End Saws at EU077 will continue to be used in the Wallboard Coating Booth process.  This project also will increase the firing rates of the burners (EU092) for the production of heat at the calcining kettles associated with MBR Kettle Nos. 1 and 4 from 15 MMBtu/hr to 20 MMBtu/hr.  
NOTICE AND PUBLICATION

The Department distributed a draft minor source air construction permit package on September 13, 2013.  The applicant published the Public Notice in the Florida Times Union on September 23, 2013.  The Department received the proof of publication on September 30, 2013.  No requests for administrative hearings or requests for extensions of time to file a petition for administrative hearing were received.
