B. PROJECT 

On December 23, 2002, Canam Steel Corporation submitted a construction permit application to construct and modify Emissions Unit 005 – Dip Tank Coating Process. The addition of the new dip tank will not generate a significant increase in actual emissions. The current application of specialty color paint is performed in the spray coating process. Actual emissions in the spray coating process are higher than with dip coating because of the low transfer efficiency on open-web steel joists. The existing Dip Tank Coating Process consists of three (3) dip tanks. The proposed construction of No. 4 dip tank will result in a modification to Emissions Unit 005 – Dip Tank Coating Process.

II.
FINAL DETERMINATION
The Technical Evaluation and Preliminary Determination for the project described above was distributed on March 7, 2003. The Notice of Intent to Issue was published in The Florida Times-Union on March 27, 2003.

Copies of the evaluation were available for public inspection at the Regulatory and Environmental Services Department, Air & Water Quality Division (Department), and Department of Environmental Protection, Northeast District offices.

No comments were submitted on the Intent to Issue a permit.
