Facility and Location

Armstrong World Industries’ Pensacola Facility is located at 300 South Myrick Street, Pensacola, Escambia County; UTM Coordinates:  Zone 16, 475.9 km East and 3363.5 km North; Latitude:  30(24’19” North and Longitude:  87(15’00” West.

This construction permit allows replacement of an existing tile drying kiln (kiln burner and oven, stacks 30 and 31) of emission unit 076, and increases the allowable process rate for the kiln line, included in emission unit 014, from 2.7 to 3.0 boards per minute.  The existing tile drying kiln (EU 076) has reached the end of its service life and will be replaced with an identically-rated unit. The kiln is not subject to any specific emission limits and is included in an unregulated emission unit with a number of other natural gas fired tile dryers.  An analysis of past actual emissions with future potential emissions indicates no applicable regulatory thresholds (PSD/NSR) are affected by the replacement.  The increased allowable process rate for the Kiln Line (included in emission unit 014) from 2.7 to 3.0 boards per minute is accomplished by decreasing spacing between boards with no increase in line speed.  Allowable emissions are not increased, and the increased process rate will result in a negligible increase in actual emissions.
Regulatory Classification

Title III: The existing facility is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAP).

Title IV: The existing facility has no units subject to the acid rain provisions of the Clean Air Act.

Title V: The existing facility is a Title V major source of air pollution (Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.).

PSD:  The existing facility is a PSD-major source of air pollution (Rule 62-212.400, F.A.C.).

Specific Conditions

1. Previous Permits:  This permit supplements previously issued facility-wide air construction permit 0330006-007-AC issued April 26, 2002, previously issued Title V Air Operation Permit 0330006-001-AV issued May 12, 1999, and Title V Air Operation Permit Revision 0330006-008-AV issued June 26, 2002.  Except for the changes noted below, the unit remains subject to the conditions of all other valid air construction and operation permits.  [Rule 62-4.070, F.A.C.]

2. Dust sources controlled by Scrubber 5 (Emissions Unit No. 014):  The process/operation rate for the kiln line shall not exceed 16 feet/minute (3.0 boards/min).  This requirement supersedes the process/operation rate included in specific condition A.1 of Title V Air Operation Permit Revision 0330006-008-AV issued June 26, 2002.  {Permitting Note:  This change does not result in any increase in potential emissions of particulate matter.  All other standards of Title V Air Operation Permit Revision 0330006-008-AV remain unaffected.} 
3. Unregulated emission unit 076.  Natural Gas Fired Tile Drying including the Line 22 dryer (stacks 14 and 14a), PIF Line drying ovens (stacks 26 and 26a), Travertone line pyrojet burners and drying ovens (stacks 68, 69, 72, and 73), Kiln burner and oven (stacks 30 and 31), FMS line prime and finish drying ovens (stacks 76 and 78), 

4. and the Mylar Line drying oven (stack 42).  No change in wording.  {Permitting Note:  This permit allows the replacement of the kiln burner and oven (stacks 30 and 31) with an identically-rated unit, a 5.25 MMBtu/hr heat input natural gas fired double deck roller hearth curing kiln manufactured by Seco Warwick.  The stacks will be unaffected.}

Statement of Basis

This air pollution construction permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403 of the Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-212 of the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).
