Statement of Basis:  This air construction permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-213.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the permitting authority, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

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Section I.  Facility Information.
Subsection A.  Facility Description.
Solutia makes nylon and various nylon intermediate chemicals.  This permit is for the phased construction of a new process using benzene feedstock to synthesize phenol to support increased intermediates and Adipic acid production.  This new process construction is part of a plant-wide expansion (see permitting notes below).

This new process (ALPHOX) will react Benzene with Nitrous Oxide in a gas phase hydroxylation reaction for conversion to Phenol.  Process emissions will be primarily NOx, PM, VOC and CO.  The raw material and product storage tank emissions will be VOC/HAP; primarily benzene and phenol.

The primary VOC and CO emission control equipment for the hydroxylation reactor and product refining processes will be the existing Thermal Reduction Unit (TRU) or equivalent.  The TRU is used in common with EU 020, Area I Cyclohexane Oxidation (Halcon) and Area II Intermediates, Adipic Acid permit AC17-262486, and Title V application.  As part of this expansion and a consent order, the existing TRU will be coupled with a new Selective Catalytic Reduction Unit designated SCR1 (or equivalent) and a TRU backup designated SCR2 (or equivalent) will be added. The TRU/SCR1 will bring NOx emissions down to 150 ppm.  A backup NOx compressor will be added to ensure continuous low NOx emissions control from the Area II process.

The secondary VOC and CO emission control equipment for the Area 471 process and the Area I Halcon stream will be the Organic Back-Up Device (OBUD).  Preliminary design is a combustion unit, perhaps a flare.  The final design shall be submitted for Department approval.  There will be no steam generation from this unit.

VOC/HAP emissions from the storage tanks and process relief valves will be controlled by flares or equivalent to comply with 40 CFR 60 Kb and 40 CFR 63 HON.

Permitting Notes:  Solutia has filed permit applications with the Northwest District office for an expansion of its nylon intermediates production capacity, consisting of four related projects--the New Hydrogen Plant #2, Area II Expansion (Adipic Acid), New Area 471 (Phenol) and Area 480 Expansion (KA) projects.  These expansions are being done in conjunction with an overall emission reduction plan involving the addition of Selective Catalytic Reduction (or equivalent) to the existing NOx Thermal Reduction Unit (TRU, at the Adipic Acid Process) and a backup to the TRU.  Because of associated control equipment and process improvements, emissions of most pollutants will show a net decrease, but potential emissions of PM10 will increase 14.7 T/yr, just below the 15 T/yr PSD threshold.  Solutia provided the Department with sufficient information to provide reasonable assurance that the PM10 increase will be below the PSD significance threshold for modifications to major sources by adherence to specified operating parameters.

Based on the permit application received June 12, 1998, this project is being constructed at a facility which is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).

INTENT TO ISSUE PERMIT

The Department of Environmental Protection (permitting authority) gives notice of its intent to issue an air construction permit (copy of DRAFT Permit enclosed) for the source detailed in the application specified above, for the reasons stated below.


The applicant, Solutia Inc., applied on June 12, 1998, to the permitting authority for four air construction permits for a Nylon Intermediates expansion at the facility located at Gonzalez, Escambia County.


The permitting authority has permitting jurisdiction under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-213.  This source is not exempt from permitting procedures.  The permitting authority has determined that an air construction permit is required to commence or continue operations at the described facility.


The permitting authority intends to issue this permit based on the belief that reasonable assurances have been provided to indicate that operation of the source will not adversely impact air quality, and the source will comply with all appropriate provisions of Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-256, 62-257, 62-281, 62-296, and 62-297, F.A.C.

For the purpose of these rules, "publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the area affected" means publication in a newspaper meeting the requirements of Sections 50.011 and 50.031, F.S., in the county where the activity is to take place.  Where there is more than one newspaper of general circulation in the county, the newspaper used must be one with significant circulation in the area that may be affected by the permit.  If you are uncertain that a newspaper meets these requirements, please contact the permitting authority at the address or telephone number listed below.  The applicant shall provide proof of publication to the permitting authority’s office, Northwest District, 160 Governmental Center, Pensacola, FL 32501-5794 (Telephone:  850/595-8364; Fax:  850/595-8417), within 7 (seven) days of publication.  Failure to publish the notice and provide proof of publication within the allotted time may result in the denial of the permit pursuant to Rule 62-110.106, F.A.C.

The permitting authority will issue the permit unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  Mediation under Section 120.573, F.S., will not be available for this proposed action.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative hearing in accordance with Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Office of General Counsel of the Department of Environmental Protection, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, FL 32399-3900 (Telephone:  850/488-9735; Fax:  850/487-4938).  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any other person must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of publication of the public notice or within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent, whichever occurs first.  A petitioner must mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-5.207, F.A.C.


A petition must contain the following information:


(a) The name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner, the applicant’s name and address, the Permit File Number, and the county in which the project is proposed;


(b) A statement of how and when each petitioner received notice of the permitting authority’s action or proposed action;


(c) A statement of how each petitioner’s substantial interests are affected by the permitting authority’s action or proposed action;


(d) A statement of the material facts disputed by the petitioner, if any;


(e) A statement of the facts that the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the permitting authority’s action or proposed action;


(f) A statement identifying the rules or statutes that the petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the permitting authority’s action or proposed action; and,
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(g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action that the petitioner wants the permitting authority to take with respect to the action or proposed action addressed in this notice of intent.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the permitting authority’s final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice of intent.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the permitting authority on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


In addition to the above, a person subject to regulation has a right to apply to the Department of Environmental Protection for a variance from or waiver of the requirements of particular rules, on certain conditions, under Section 120.542, F.S.  The relief provided by this state statute applies only to state rules, not statutes, and not to any federal regulatory requirements.  Applying for a variance or waiver does not substitute or extend the time for filing a petition for an administrative hearing or exercising any other right that a person may have in relation to the action proposed in this notice of intent.


The application for a variance or waiver is made by filing a petition with the Office of General Counsel of the Department of Environmental Protection, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000.  The petition must specify the following information:


(a) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner;


(b) The name, address, and telephone number of the attorney or qualified representative of the petitioner, if any;


(c) Each rule or portion of a rule from which a variance or waiver is requested;


(d) The citation to the statute underlying (implemented by) the rule identified in (c) above;


(e) The type of action requested;


(f) The specific facts that would justify a variance or waiver for the petitioner;


(g) The reason why the variance or waiver would serve the purposes of the underlying statute (implemented by the rule); and,


(h) A statement whether the variance or waiver is permanent or temporary and, if temporary, a statement of the dates showing the duration of the variance or waiver requested.


The Department will grant a variance or waiver when the petition demonstrates both that the application of the rule would create a substantial hardship or violate principles of fairness, as each of those terms is defined in Section 120.542(2), F.S., and that the purpose of the underlying statute will be or has been achieved by other means by the petitioner.
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Persons subject to regulation pursuant to any federally delegated or approved air program should be aware that Florida is specifically not authorized to issue variances or waivers from any requirements of any such federally delegated or approved program.  The requirements of the program remain fully enforceable by the Administrator of the United States Environmental Protection Agency and by any person under the Clean Air Act unless and until the Administrator separately approves any variance or waiver in accordance with the procedures of the federal program.

    The Department of Environmental Protection gives notice of its intent to issue four permits to Solutia Inc., to construct a Nylon Intermediates expansion located at 3000 Old Chemstrand Road, Gonzalez, Escambia County.  These permits are:  1) A permit for the phased construction of the Hydrogen plant #2, for production of hydrogen for use in the 480 process; 2) A permit for the phased construction of Area 471, a new process for production of Area 480 feedstock, phenol, from benzene; 3) A permit for the phased construction of Area 480, a new process for production of Adipic acid synthesis feedstock, cyclohexanone/cyclohexanol; 4) A permit for the phased expansion of the existing Area II process for increased production of Adipic acid, a primary component of Nylon.

    Total plant site emissions are expected to decrease approximately 390 tons per year, upon completion of the expansion activities, as a result of emission reduction actions to be implemented.  Estimated net emissions changes are:  Nitrogen Oxides (NOx), -221 Tons/yr; Particulate Matter (PM), 14.7 Tons/yr; Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC), -92 Tons/yr; Carbon Monoxide (CO), -92 Tons/yr.  Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) thresholds will not be exceeded.

The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Office of General Counsel of the Department at 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, within 14 days of publication of this notice.  Petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above at the time of filing.  Failure to file a petition within this time period shall constitute a waiver of any right such person may have to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Section 120.57, Florida Statutes.

    The petition shall contain the following information; (a) The name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner, the applicant's name and address, the Department Permit File Number and the county in which the project is proposed; (b) A statement of how and when each petitioner received notice of the Department's action or proposed action; (c) A statement of how each petitioner's substantial interests are affected by the Department's action or proposed action; (d) A statement of the material facts disputed by petitioner, if any; (e) A statement of facts which petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the Department's action or proposed action; (f) A statement of which rules or statutes petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the Department's action or proposed action; and (g) A statement of the relief sought by petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wants the Department to take with respect to the Department's action or proposed action.

    We recommend issuing a permit to Solutia Inc. for the phased construction of a new process using benzene feedstock to synthesize additional phenol to support increased nylon intermediates production.  This new process construction is part of a plant-wide expansion (see permitting notes below).  The facility is a Major Source under Title V for emissions over major source thresholds for various criteria pollutants and HAPs from other emissions units at the plant.

Solutia has filed permit applications with the NW District office for an expansion of its nylon intermediates production capacity, consisting of four related projects--the New Hydrogen Plant #2, Area II expansion (Adipic Acid), New Area 471 (ALPHOX) and Area 480 expansion (KA) projects.  These expansions are being done in conjunction with an overall emission reduction plan involving the addition of Selective Catalytic Reduction (or equivalent) to the existing NOx Thermal Reduction Unit (TRU, at the Adipic Acid Process) and a backup NOx compressor and backup TRU.  Because of associated control equipment and process improvements, the net emissions of most pollutants will decrease, but potential emissions of PM10 will increase 14.7 T/yr, just below the 15 T/yr PSD threshold.  Solutia provided the Department with sufficient information to provide reasonable assurance that the PM10 increase will be below the PSD significance threshold for modifications to major sources by adherence to specified operating parameters.

Process Description  This new process (ALPHOX) will react Benzene with Nitrous Oxide in a gas phase hydroxylation reaction for conversion to Phenol.  Process emissions will be primarily NOx, PM, VOC and CO.  The raw material and product storage tank emissions will be VOC/HAP; benzene and phenol.

Pollution Control Equipment   The primary VOC emission control equipment for the hydroxylation reactor and product refining will be the existing Thermal Reduction Unit (TRU) or equivalent.  The TRU is used in common with EU 020, Cyclohexane Oxidation and area II Intermediates Current Area II, Adipic Acid, permit AC17-262486, TV application.  As part of this expansion and a consent order, the existing TRU will be coupled with a new Selective Catalytic Reduction Unit (SCR) or equivalent to bring its NOx emissions down to 150 ppm.  A backup NOx compressor and a back-up TRU/SCR (or equivalent) will be added to ensure continuous NOx emissions control from this unit.

The secondary VOC emission control equipment for the process will be the Organic Backup  Unit Device (OBUD).  Preliminary design is to be some sort of combustion unit, perhaps an afterburner or catalytic oxidation.  The final design shall be submitted for Department approval.  There will be no steam generation from this unit.

VOC/HAP emissions from the storage tanks will be controlled by tank flares or equivalent.

Environmental Impact    Estimated emissions are: NOx, 129.53 T/yr; PM, 2.26 T/yr; VOC, 3.87 T/yr; CO, 5.92 T/yr.  PSD Thresholds not exceeded by net reduction from concurrent emissions.

Emissions offset from Area II expansion are: NOx, -396.57 T/yr; PM, 5.89 T/yr; CO, -123.68 T/yr; VOC, -107.39 T/yr.

Applicable Rules & Regulations  This source is regulated in accordance with FAC Rule 62-296.320(4) General VE Standard - 20%, 62-296.320(2) Objectionable Odor Prohibited,  40 CFR 60 NSPS, and 40 CFR 61 & 63 NESHAP.  PM & NOx  restrictions avoid PSD for emissions of concurrent projects in Areas II, 471 and 480. 

Compliance Monitoring   Initial compliance testing to verify NOx and PM emissions.  Recordkeeping of fuel types and amounts.

Compliance History    None, new emission unit.
