Facility and Location

Solutia Inc.’s Pensacola Plant is an existing facility located 3000 Old Chemstrand Road in Gonzalez, Escambia, Florida.  The UTM coordinates are Zone 16, 476.01 km East, and 33.84.99 km North.

Regulatory Classification

Title III: The existing facility is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAP).

Title IV: The existing facility has no units subject to the acid rain provisions of the Clean Air Act.

Title V: The existing facility is a Title V major source of air pollution (Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.).

PSD:  The existing facility is a PSD-major source of air pollution (Rule 62-212.400, F.A.C.).

Specific Conditions

1. Previous Permits:  This permit supplements all previously issued air construction and operation permits for this emissions unit.  Except for the change noted below, the unit remains subject to the conditions of all other valid air construction and operations permits.  [Rule 62-4.070, F.A.C.]

2. Continuous Nylon Polymerization Lines 28 and 29 (Emissions Unit No. 081):  Continuous nylon polymerization lines (CP) 28 and 29 are two of twelve existing CP lines at the Pensacola Plant.  This permitting action will convert the finished product processing of CP 28 and CP 29 from nylon fiber to a flake (pellet) product.  The proposed CP Lines 28 and 29 modifications will consist of the removal of the fiber spinning components and commingling of the CP 28 and CP 29 nylon polymer output and use of a strand pelletizer.  The strand pelletizer is not a source of suspended particulate emissions as the unit is inside of a building and not vented to the atmosphere and the cutting employs a water flow at the cutter head, addition of a dewatering dryer, addition of an air convey system, a continuous dryer (with inert gas flow).  The addition of an air conveying system to four new blenders (silos) and addition of two air conveying system to a new bulk, box and bag packaging area. PM emissions from the pellet drying and conveying are estimated using 0.003 grains of particulate per scf from test report TRC Report No. 39596-0010 and the proposed flow rates.  The proposed flow rates CP lines 28 and 29 are 4000 scfm dewatering dryer air flow rate, 250 scfm continuous dryer inert gas flow rate, 2000 scfm air conveying system to continuous dryer air flow rate, 2200 scfm air conveying system to four new blenders air flow rate, a total of 4400 scfm for two air conveying systems from the four new blenders to a new bulk, box & bagging packaging area.   The proposed flows will result in a total PM emissions increase of 1.45 tons per year uncontrolled.  VOC emissions from nylon polymerization for EU Nos. 081 and 082 are controlled by Distillation Column.  The VOC emissions limitation of 715 pounds per day, as a rolling annual average, contained in Specific Condition H.2 of Title V air permit 0330040-002-AV, remains unchanged. 
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3.  Title V Incorporation:  The applicant shall retain a Professional Engineer, registered in the State of Florida, for the inspection of this project.  Upon completion, the engineer shall inspect for conformity to the permit application and associated document.  An application for a Title V Operation Permit revision shall be submitted within 180 days of initial operations.  [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]
Statement of Basis

This air pollution construction permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403 of the Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-212 of the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).
