a.  FIMAG (Nebilo) model Chroma 45 and one Thermo Electron Thermofoil drying system, OF-4762, Model 2004.  VOC emissions are controlled by a Thermo Electron Model 2000 Thermocat Catalytic system using a heated catalyst.  The pollution control device is capable of destroying over 90% of the captured emissions.

A.2.  Hours of Operation.  This emission unit is allowed to operate continuously, i.e., 8,760 hours/year.

Tests shall be conducted on each Web press subject to this permit in accordance with EPA method 9.  Such tests shall be conducted for 30 minutes once per year between October 1 and November 30.  An additional test is required within 30 days of startup of the new Heidelberg Model Sunday 2000 press.  Results shall be submitted to the Department within 45 days after testing.  The Department shall be notified at least 15 days prior to testing to allow witnessing.

A.7.  VOC catalyst efficiency tests using a Thermo Environmental VOC analyzer model 580B (or equivalent) shall be conducted on each Web press subject to this permit in accordance with the letter dated April 17, 1990, except the test frequency shall be once per year.  Records of the catalyst efficiency tests and catalyst changeouts shall be maintained and be available for inspection by the Department.  Such tests shall be conducted for 30 minutes once per year between October 1 and November 30.  An additional test is required within 30 days of startup of the new Heidelberg Model Sunday 2000 press.  Results shall be submitted to the Department within 45 days after testing.  The Department shall be notified at least 15 days prior to testing to allow witnessing.

A.8.  Test reports shall comply with F.A.C. Rule 62-297.310(8), Test Reports.  The Department can require special compliance tests in accordance with F.A.C. Rule 62-297.310(7)(b).  Other test methods and alternate compliance procedures may be used only after prior Departmental approval has been obtained in writing.  





Conditions during the required tests shall be representative of routine printing operations.  Maximum rates as stated earlier in this permit may not be achievable during testing since this would require both maximum ink usage rates and maximum content VOC inks.  (These conditions are determined by the materials being published.)  It is not intended that printing of special test (non-usable) materials be performed during the test in order to attain the maximum rates.  However, the permittee shall make every reasonable effort to schedule the tests during the printing of materials that are representative of heavy ink usage rates.

Recordkeeping





A.9.  The permittee shall maintain records sufficient to verify compliance with the conditions of this permit.  This shall include, at a minimum: monthly records of ink usage for each Web Printing press, and routine maintenance and repair of the pollution control devices (i.e., catalyst replacement).  These records shall be kept for a minimum of 3 years and be made available for inspection by the Departmental upon request.

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1.  The terms, conditions, requirements, limitations, and restrictions set forth in this permit are "permit conditions", and are binding and enforceable pursuant to Sections 403.141, 403.727, or 403.859 through 403.861, Florida Statutes.  The permittee is placed on notice that the Department will review this permit periodically and may initiate enforcement action for any violation of these conditions.





2.  This permit is valid only for the specific processes and operations applied for and indicated in the approved drawings or exhibits.  Any unauthorized deviation from the approved drawings, exhibits, specifications, or conditions of this permit may constitute grounds for revocation and enforcement action by the Department.





3.  As provided in Subsections 403.087(6) and 403.722(5), Florida Statutes, the issuance of this permit does not convey any vested rights or any exclusive privileges.  Nor does it authorize any injury to public or private property or any invasion of personal rights, nor any infringement of federal, state or local laws or regulations.  This permit does not constitute a waiver of or approval of any other Department permit that may be required for other aspects of the total project which are not addressed in the permit.





4.  This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute state recognition or acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the state.  Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express state opinion as to title.





5.  This permit does not relieve the permittee from liability for harm or injury to human health or welfare, animal, or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this permitted source, or from penalties therefore; nor does it allow the permittee to cause pollution in contravention of Florida Statutes and Department rules, unless specifically authorized by an order from the Department.





6.  The permittee shall properly operate and maintain the facility and systems of treatment and control (and related appurtenances) that are installed and used by the permittee to achieve compliance with the conditions of this permit, are required by Department rules.  This provision includes the operation of backup or auxiliary facilities or similar systems when necessary to achieve compliance with the conditions of the permit and when required by Department rules.





7.  The permittee, by accepting this permit, specifically agrees to allow authorized Department personnel, upon presentation of credentials or other documents as may be required by law, access to the premises, at reasonable times, where the permitted activity is located or conducted for the purpose of:


    a.	 Having access to and copying any records that must be kept under the conditions of this permit;


    b.	 Inspecting the facility, equipment, practices, or operations regulated or required under this permit; and,


    c.	 Sampling or monitoring any substances or parameters at any location reasonably necessary to assure compliance with this permit or Department rules.


    Reasonable time may depend on the nature of the concern being investigated.





8.  If, for any reason, the permittee does not comply with or will be unable to comply with any condition or limitation specified in this permit, the permittee shall immediately provide the Department with the following information:


    a.	 A description of and cause of noncompliance; and


    b.	 The period of noncompliance, including exact dates and times; or, if not corrected, the anticipated time the noncompliance is expected to continue, and steps being taken to reduce, eliminate, and prevent
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recurrence of the noncompliance.  The permittee shall be responsible for any and all damages which may result and may be subject to enforcement action by the Department for penalties or for revocation of this permit.





9.  In accepting this permit, the permittee understands and agrees that all records, notes, monitoring data and other information relating to the construction or operation of this permitted source which are submitted to the Department may be used by the Department as evidence in any enforcement case involving the permitted source arising under the Florida Statutes or Department rules, except where such use is proscribed by Sections 403.73 and 403.111, Florida Statutes.  Such evidence shall only be used to the extent it is consistent with Florida Rules of Civil Procedure and appropriate evidentiary rules.





10.  The permittee agrees to comply with changes in Department rules and Florida Statutes after a reasonable time for compliance, provided however, the permittee does not waive any other rights granted by Florida Statutes or Department rules.





11.  This permit is transferable only upon Department approval in accordance with Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-4.120 and 62-730.300, as applicable.  The permittee shall be liable for any noncompliance of the permitted activity until the transfer is approved by the Department.





12.  This permit is required to be kept at the work site of the permitted activity during the entire period of construction or operation.





13.  The permittee shall comply with the following:


     a.	 Upon request, the permittee shall furnish all records and plans required under Department rules.  During enforcement actions, the retention period for all records will be extended automatically unless otherwise stipulated by the Department.


     b.	 The permittee shall hold at the facility or other location designated by this permit records of all monitoring information (including all calibration and maintenance records and all original strip chart recordings for continuous monitoring instrumentation) required by the permit, copies of all reports required by this permit, and records of all data used to complete the application for this permit.  These materials shall be retained at least three years from the date of the sample, measurement, report or application unless otherwise specified by Department rule.


     c.	 Records of monitoring information shall include:


    	 - the date, exact place, and time of sampling or measurement;


    	 - the person responsible for performing the sampling or


    	   measurement;


    	 - the date(s) analyses were performed;


    	 - the person responsible for performing the analyses;


    	 - the analytical techniques or methods used; and


    	 - the results of such analyses.





14.  When requested by the Department, the permittee shall within a reasonable time furnish any information required by law which is needed to determine compliance with the permit. INTENT TO ISSUE PERMIT





	The Department of Environmental Protection (permitting authority) gives notice of its intent to issue an air construction permit (copy of DRAFT Permit enclosed) for the source detailed in the application specified above, for the reasons stated below.


	The applicant, Pensacola Christian College, applied on November 27, 2000, to the permitting authority for an air construction permit for the Pensacola Campus Printing Operation located at 118 St. John Street, Pensacola, Escambia County.  This permit will authorize the applicant to install a second Web Printing Press in addition to the existing one that is already authorized by the Title V operating permit.  The new press will include a pollution control device for control of the air emissions.  This control device is being installed voluntarily.

	A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative hearing in accordance with Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S. A petitioner must mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it. The petition must conform to the requirements specified above and be filed (received) within 14 days of publication of this notice in the Office of General Counsel at the above address of the Department.  Failure to petition within the allowed time frame constitutes a waiver of any right such person has to request a hearing under Section 120.57, Florida Statutes, and to participate as a party to this proceeding.  Any subsequent intervention will only be at the approval of the presiding officer upon motion filed pursuant to Rule 28-5.207, F.A.C.

    We recommend issuing a permit to Pensacola Christian College to install a second web printing press manufactured by Heidelberg.  The facility already operates an existing web press (FIMAG) that is included in the current Title V operating permit as Emissions Unit #002.  The new printing press will be included in this same emissions unit.  





This construction permit is written to include both the new and the existing Web presses for administrative purposes since the applicant has indicated an interest in incorporating the printing operations as a separate entity from the rest of the Pensacola Christian College and removing it from their Title V permit.  The plan is to issue this new construction permit, then the applicant will request a transfer of this permit to the new owner of the printing operation.  Subsequent to the installation of the new Web press and required testing, an application for a minor source operating permit will be presented.  Once issued, the existing Web press will be removed from the Title V permit upon its next renewal.





A noteworthy item is that this permit will make the 11 lbs/hr limitation on max ink usage for the existing FIMAG Web press federally enforceable.  The previous federally enforceable limit was 40 lbs/hr as shown in the Title V as initially issued but was later decreased by an administrative change at the request of the permittee in order to bring it more in line with actual operations and for testing purposes.





This emissions unit is regulated under the provisions of Rules 62-210.300 and 62-296.320(1), F.A.C.





Process Description:  This permit will authorize the installation of a new Web Printing press:


Heidelberg Model Sunday 2000 with a Contiweb Ecotherm 121-1020 dryer/afterburner.  The flame type afterburner is fueled by natural gas.  VOC destruction efficiency is 95% of the emissions captured.





In addition, this permit includes the existing Web press:


FIMAG (Nebilo) model Chroma 45 and one Thermo Electron Thermofoil drying system, OF-4762, Model 2004.  VOC emissions are controlled by a Thermo Electron Model 2000 Thermocat Catalytic system using a heated catalyst.  The pollution control device is capable of destroying over 90% of the captured emissions.  





Pollution Control Equipment.  Emissions generated by the new Heidelberg Web press are controlled by an incinerator fueled by natural gas (efficiency of VOC control is 95%).  Emissions from the existing Web press are controlled by a catalytic control device. (efficiency of VOC control is 90%).

Applicable Rules & Regulations  This source is not regulated by any activity specific rule.  Therefore, it is subject to the General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards of Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.





Compliance Monitoring.  An initial test (30 days after startup) and then annual testing of the incinerator will assure it is functioning correctly.  A test identical to the one required for the existing web press is used to test both the VOC destruction efficiency of the control device as well as the quantity of VOC emissions.  This test is significantly less expensive to perform than the standard EPA method 25 stack test.  We have determined that this test is sufficient and is preferred since the facility has voluntarily installed the control device (not required by rule).





In between annual tests, monthly monitoring and recording of the ink usage as a surrogate parameter will assure that the total throughput of VOC materials (inks) does not exceed the permitted allowable emission limits. 


	


Compliance History.  Inspection of 7/27/98 found compliance status of B (in violation with regard to emissions and procedures).  This resulted in a retest on 12/8/98 of one cogen engine #3 to verify (2.3 actual vs 34 lbs/hr limit) it was meeting the emissions limits for NOx.  Also, they were not keeping records for the catalyst changeout for the Web printing press as required.  Inspection of 7/27/99 found compliance status of Non-compliant.  Cogen engine #1 had exceeded the max heat input limit on three occasions (worst case by 2.6%).  Also, no VE tests had been done in 1998.  Inspection of 2/29/00 found facility to be Compliant.  Penalties were assessed and paid.  Otherwise, file review indicates in compliance.





Fee Summary.    This is an AC-1F (less than 5 tons/yr) application.  The correct fee of $250 was submitted.
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
