The final permit for this project is attached for your approval and signature.  This construction permit authorizes the installation of oxidation catalysts, for each of the eight Caterpillar engines identified in Emissions Unit 009, to comply with the requirements of 40 CFR 63, Subpart ZZZZ.  
Also, this construction permit replaces all previous air construction permits for the facility and re-establishes facility-wide potential emissions based on the re-classification of three natural gas-fired Waukesha engines listed in emissions units 003 and 005.  These engines were previously identified as existing non-emergency stationary engines, but are being e re-classified as emergency only stationary engines, because they no longer supply on-demand additional electrical power to the campus.  The work will be performed in Escambia County at 250 Brent Lane in Pensacola, Florida.  The project results in a Title V air construction permit and is not subject to PSD preconstruction review.
The attached Final Determination summarizes the publication and comment process.  There are no pending petitions for administrative hearings or extensions of time in which to file a petition for an administrative hearing.  I recommend your approval of the attached final permit for this project.
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
