Pensacola Campus
Previous permit No. 0330114-011-AV, identified the eight caterpillar engines in emissions unit (EU) 009, as emergency only stationary engines, at the permittee’s request because the engines’ generators no longer supplied non-emergency electrical power to the campus.
[bookmark: _Hlk522004362]This proposed project will re-classify the eight engines listed in EU 009 to operate as non-emergency engines, in order to provide electrical power to the campus as needed.  Each of the engines powers a 1,300 Kilowatt Caterpillar DM5495 generator.  The engines are Model G3516B LE Caterpillar reciprocating internal combustion engines (RICE) using natural gas.  Each is a four-stroke lean-burn (4SLB) cycle engine, rated at 1,818 brake horsepower (bhp) at full load, with a maximum heat input rating of 12.5 MMBtu/hr.  The heat generated by each of these engines is disposed by an air-cooled radiator, which is part of a sealed anti-freeze filled cooling system.   
These engines are considered as “existing” because construction commenced before June 12, 2006.  The engines were started up May 2005.  As existing non-emergency RICE located at an area source of HAP, they are subject to the requirements of 40 CFR 63 Subpart ZZZZ - National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants for Stationary Reciprocating Internal Combustion Engines.  
NOTICE AND PUBLICATION
The Department distributed a draft minor air construction permit package on October 26, 2018.  The applicant published the Public Notice in the Escambia Sun Press on November 1, 2018.  The Department received the proof of publication on November 2, 2018.  No requests for administrative hearings or requests for extensions of time to file a petition for administrative hearing were received.  
COMMENTS
No comments on the Draft Permit were received from the public, the EPA Region 4 Office or the applicant.
CONCLUSION
The final action of the Department is to issue the permit as drafted.
