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Section I.  Facility Information.
Subsection A.  Facility Description.
Seed cotton is pneumatically conveyed through dryers, gins, and cleaners to remove seeds and trash.  Cleaned (lint) cotton is baled as the final product.

The process consists of a raw cotton unloading system, a seed cotton cleaning system, a lint cotton handling system, and a trash/mote system.  Particulate emissions from these systems are controlled by cyclones.  Propane-fired heaters are used to dry the seed cotton during unloading and conveying.

Seed cotton is pneumatically conveyed from the transport vehicles at an approximate rate of 32,000 pounds of seed cotton per hour.  Seed cotton, unloaded by manual suction or the module feeder, is conveyed through a feed separator to seed cotton cleaning.  Particulate emissions associated with the module feeder are controlled by cyclone C-6.  The separator conveys the seed cotton to one of two cleaning lines with emission controlled by cyclone C-1.

Seed cotton is then processed through the 1st and 2nd stage (primary & secondary) tower dryers, inclined screen cleaners and stick machines.  Heated air (produced by the facility’s three propane fired heaters) is used to dry and convey seed cotton to the primary and secondary inclined screen cleaners and through the stick machines.  Particulate emissions associated with the seed cotton cleaning process are controlled by cyclones C-2 and C-3 for primary cleaning and C-4 and C-5 for secondary cleaning.

Cleaned dried cotton is fed to a conveyor distributor system feeding gin stands 1, 2, and 3, which separate the seed, trash, and fibers from the lint cotton.  Excess cotton falls into an overflow separator and is returned to the distribution conveyor.  Particulate emissions from the distribution conveyor are controlled by the facility’s dust house while emissions from the gin stands are controlled by cyclone C-7.

Lint cotton fibers from the gin stands are pneumatically conveyed to six lint cleaners (a series of two for each gin stand) where trash is combed from the fibers.  Particulate emissions from the lint cleaners are controlled by the facility’s dust house. 

The lint cotton fibers are conveyed to the battery condenser, which collects the fibers to be baled as cleaned (lint) cotton.  Particulate emissions from the condenser are controlled by the facility’s dust house.  

The trash or mote is conveyed to cyclones C-8 and C-9.  Trash from the lint cleaners is pneumatically conveyed to cyclones C-8 and C-9.  The trash from these cyclones or mote is then processed through an incline press and packaged as a sellable by-product.  Emissions from the incline press are controlled by cyclone C-10.

Cyclones C-1, C-2, C-3, C-4, C-5, C-6, C-7, and C-10 have their trash routed to cyclone C-11 and then to the trash stacker.

The facility operates three exempt 3 MMBtu/hr propane gas fired air heaters for drying cotton during the unloading and drying processes.

West Florida Gin & Warehouse Co.
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These units (conveying/drying operation air heaters), have been determined to be exempt from permitting by Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)1., F.A.C. –“Generic Emission Unit Exemption”.  This exemption is based on the fact that the West Florida Gin facility will not process more than 12,000 lb/hr of lint cotton and will not operate more than 2,500 hours per year.  This determination may be revoked if the basis for the exemption is determined to be materially incorrect.

This operating permit modification is to include the replacement of several cyclones.  None of the changes conducted at the facility changed the general ginning process.

Based on the permit application received October 22, 2003, this facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).

1.  APPENDIX G-1, GENERAL CONDITIONS, is a part of this permit.

2.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards. Objectionable Odor Prohibited.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants that cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.

A.3.  Hours of Operation.  The hours of operation for this emissions unit shall not exceed 2,500 hours per 12-consecutive month period (year).  The Permittee shall maintain operational records available for Department inspection certifying the total hours of operation (Condition A.8).

Emission Limitations and Standards
A.4.  Visible Emissions.  Visible emissions shall be less than 20% opacity.

Test Methods and Procedures
A.5.  Visible Emissions tests are required to show compliance with the standards of the Department.  The test results must provide reasonable assurance that the source is capable of compliance at the permitted maximum operating rate/capacity.  The test shall be conducted on the one cyclone or stack from the Raw Cotton Unloading; Seed Cotton Cleaning; Lint Cotton Handling; and Mote Handling, Mote Trash, and Trash Spreader processes deemed to have the highest visible emissions (total of four VE tests).  The visible emissions tests shall be conducted in accordance with DEP Method 9 for 30 minutes.  Such tests shall be conducted annually, scheduled within 30 days of each seasonal startup.  The Department shall be notified at least 15 days prior to testing to allow witnessing.  Results shall be submitted to the Department within 45 days after testing.

A.6.  The test reports shall comply with applicable portions of Rule 62-297.310, F.A.C., Test Reports.  The Department can require special compliance tests in accordance with Rule 62-297.310(7) F.A.C.  Other test methods and alternate compliance procedures may be used only after prior Departmental approval has been obtained in writing.

A.7.  Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of rated capacity.  If it is impractical to test at capacity, then sources may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the Department.

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1.  The terms, conditions, requirements, limitations, and restrictions set forth in this permit are "permit conditions", and are binding and enforceable pursuant to Sections 403.141, 403.727, or 403.859 through 403.861, Florida Statutes.  The permittee is placed on notice that the Department will review this permit periodically and may initiate enforcement action for any violation of these conditions.

2.  This permit is valid only for the specific processes and operations applied for and indicated in the approved drawings or exhibits.  Any unauthorized deviation from the approved drawings, exhibits, specifications, or conditions of this permit may constitute grounds for revocation and enforcement action by the Department.

3.  As provided in Subsections 403.087(6) and 403.722(5), Florida Statutes, the issuance of this permit does not convey any vested rights or any exclusive privileges.  Nor does it authorize any injury to public or private property or any invasion of personal rights, nor any infringement of federal, state or local laws or regulations.  This permit does not constitute a waiver of or approval of any other Department permit that may be required for other aspects of the total project that are not addressed in the permit.

4.  This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute state recognition or acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the state.  Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express state opinion as to title.

5.  This permit does not relieve the permittee from liability for harm or injury to human health or welfare, animal, or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this permitted source, or from penalties therefore; nor does it allow the permittee to cause pollution in contravention of Florida Statutes and Department rules, unless specifically authorized by an order from the Department.

6.  The permittee shall properly operate and maintain the facility and systems of treatment and control (and related appurtenances) that are installed and used by the permittee to achieve compliance with the conditions of this permit, are required by Department rules.  This provision includes the operation of backup or auxiliary facilities or similar systems when necessary to achieve compliance with the conditions of the permit and when required by Department rules.

7.  The permittee, by accepting this permit, specifically agrees to allow authorized Department personnel, upon presentation of credentials or other documents as may be required by law, access to the premises, at reasonable times, where the permitted activity is located or conducted for the purpose of:

    a.
 Having access to and copying any records that must be kept under the conditions of this permit;

 Inspecting the facility, equipment, practices, or operations regulated or required under this permit; and,

8.  If, for any reason, the permittee does not comply with or will be unable to comply with any condition or limitation specified in this permit, the permittee shall immediately provide the Department with the following information:

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recurrence of the noncompliance.  The permittee shall be responsible for any and all damages that may result and may be subject to enforcement action by the Department for penalties or for revocation of this permit.

9.  In accepting this permit, the permittee understands and agrees that all records, notes, monitoring data and other information relating to the construction or operation of this permitted source which are submitted to the Department may be used by the Department as evidence in any enforcement case involving the permitted source arising under the Florida Statutes or Department rules, except where such use is proscribed by Sections 403.73 and 403.111, Florida Statutes.  Such evidence shall only be used to the extent it is consistent with Florida Rules of Civil Procedure and appropriate evidentiary rules.

10.  The permittee agrees to comply with changes in Department rules and Florida Statutes after a reasonable time for compliance, provided however, the permittee does not waive any other rights granted by Florida Statutes or Department rules.

11.  This permit is transferable only upon Department approval in accordance with Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-4.120 and 62-730.300, as applicable.  The permittee shall be liable for any noncompliance of the permitted activity until the Department approves the transfer.

12.  This permit is required to be kept at the work site of the permitted activity during the entire period of construction or operation.

13.  The permittee shall comply with the following:

 Upon request, the permittee shall furnish all records and plans required under Department rules.  During enforcement actions, the retention period for all records will be extended automatically unless otherwise stipulated by the Department.

 The permittee shall hold at the facility or other location designated by this permit records of all monitoring information (including all calibration and maintenance records and all original strip chart recordings for continuous monitoring instrumentation) required by the permit, copies of all reports required by this permit, and records of all data used to complete the application for this permit.  These materials shall be retained at least three years from the date of the sample, measurement, report or application unless otherwise specified by Department rule.

 Records of monitoring information shall include:

Enclosed is Permit Number 0330136-002-AO, issued pursuant to Section 403.087, Florida Statutes, for operating the West Florida Cotton Gin.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under sections 120.569 and 120.57 of the Florida Statutes.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Office of General Counsel of the Department at 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida, 32399-3000.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within fourteen days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under section 120.60(3) of the Florida Statutes must be filed within fourteen days of publication of the public notice or within fourteen days of receipt of this notice of intent, whichever occurs first. Under section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the Department for notice of agency action may file a petition within fourteen days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under sections 120.569 and 120.57 F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with rule 28-106.205 of the Florida Administrative Code.


A petition that disputes the material facts on which the Department’s action is based must contain the following information:


(a) The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number, if known;


(b) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner, the name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceeding; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the agency determination;


(c) A statement of how and when petitioner received notice of the agency action or proposed action;


(d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact.  If there are none, the petition must so indicate;


(e) A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action;

(f) A statement of the specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action; and

(g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the agency to take with respect to the agency’s proposed action.


A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the Department’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above, as required by rule 28-106.301


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the Department’s final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the Department on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


Mediation is not available in this proceeding.

Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under section 120.68 of the Florida Statutes, by filing a notice of appeal under rule 9.110 of the Florida rules of Appellate Procedure with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, Mail Station 35, 3900 Commonwealth boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida, 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate district court of appeal. The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

We recommend issuing a permit to West Florida Gin & Warehouse Co., to operate their West Florida Cotton Gin.

Process Description.  This facility accepts seed cotton (dirty cotton from the fields) and then processes it by drying, cleaning, seeding, and bailing lint cotton, finished product (500 lb/bale).  This facility is currently limited to 12,000 lb of lint cotton/hour and an operational limit of 2,500 hours.  For a detailed description of the cotton ginning process, see the facility description of this permit.  This permitting action completes the cyclone replacement project for the gin, conducted under Guidance Document DAR-PER-19.

*  PM emission calculations based on emission factors from AP42, Table 9.7-1.  Permit limits have been established to limit emissions (PM) to less than 100 tons per year and keep this facility from becoming a major source (Title V).
The other criteria pollutants from this facility are produced by the facility’s three exempt 3 MMBtu/hr propane gas fired air heaters for drying cotton during the unloading and drying processes.

Applicable Rules & Regulations.  This source is not regulated by any unit specific applicable requirements, but is limited by hours of operation and lint cotton processing to below the Title V major source thresholds for PM.  Note:  Not likely that this facility would ever exceed Title V thresholds due to the short cotton ginning season (3 to 5 months).

Compliance Monitoring.  The facility is required to have the worst case cyclone or stack from each of the above categories depicted in the pollution control section of this memo (raw cotton unloading; seed cotton cleaning; lint cotton handling; and mote handling, mote trash, and trash spreader) tested annually.  These visible emissions tests must be conducted annually within 30 days of each cotton ginning season startup.

Compliance History.  The facility has always been reported in compliance with subject requirements.  However, the old control system had met its life expectance, which was denoted in inspections with increased visible emissions (close to 20% opacity) and physical cyclone damage (holes).  Also recommended in past inspections was for the facility to maintain appropriate operational hour records.  Unfortunately the previous permit did not require the operational hour information be recorded, but this permit does contain (Not Federally Enforceable) this requirement (operational hours record keeping).

Fee Summary.  This is an AOMM ($250 fee) minor source minor modification.  This process was conducted, per the guidance provided in DARM –PER-19.
