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Dear Mr. Clemons:


In response to your letter received on December 4, 2006, requesting a modification to TransMontaigne’s Pensacola (Barrancas) Terminal Permit 0330140-008-AO regarding vapor control unit (VCU) operations and testing, it is the Department’s determination, based on the information provided, to approve the proposed modification. 

As your letter stated, TransMontaigne is requesting that the Pensacola (Barrancas) Terminal be allowed to monitor the pilot light on the VCU, in lieu of the flame stability monitor, which requires burning natural gas, even when the loading rack is not operating.  This will reduce the natural gas used.  Reasonable assurance of compliance is satisfied by increasing the test frequency on the VCU from “once every 5 years” to “once every Federal Fiscal Year (October 1 – September 30)”.  TransMontaigne operates this site in accordance with the relevant standards of 40CFR Part 60 Subpart Kb, to maintain a non-Title V status.  Based on the information provided, this request will not cause the Pensacola (Barrancas) Terminal to exceed its annual throughput or emission limitations of its current permit 0330140-008-AO.
The Department hereby approves the proposed changes to the following conditions:

1.) Specific Condition No. C.2., (a) is changed from:

The VCU (flare) shall operate with a flame present at all times.  The presence of a flare pilot flame shall be continuously monitored using an ultraviolet (UV) detection system or equivalent. In the event the PLC fails to verify the presence of a pilot flame, loading rack operations shall cease immediately and not be returned to operation until the flame is operating properly.
