Facility and Location

Specific Conditions

1. Previous Permits:  This permit supplements all previously issued air construction and operation permits for this emissions unit.  Except for the change noted below, the unit remains subject to the conditions of all other valid air construction and operations permits.  [Rule 62-4.070, F.A.C.]

2. Air Construction Permit 0330251-005-AC (Emission Unit 002):  This construction permit allowed the installation of three (3) small printing presses for specialty printing applications.  The largest of the three presses, a Komori S226P, has been installed; however, the two smaller AB Dick presses have not been.  Therefore, to allow Gannett Printing & Publishing the option to install these two presses at a future date, the expiration date of Air Permit 0330251-005-AC has been extended from November 30, 2005 to September 29, 2008.  All other standards of Air Permit 0330251-005-AC remain unaffected.
