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Section I.  Facility Information.



Subsection A.  Facility Description.



This is an operating shipyard.  Areas of the facility are used for sanding and/or sandblasting, painting, and repair operations.  The facility rents space to independent contractors to perform boat repairs and painting.  Some of the waterfront is used as a marina where tenants moor their boats.  Other yard activities include tugboat operations, salvage barge operations and marine engine repair work.



The associated shipyard activities include onsite fiberglass and gelcoat repairs of vessels, followed by preparing hulls for painting by use of abrasive materials (sanding, sandblasting). 2.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards. Objectionable Odor Prohibited.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.

3.  General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards.  General Visible Emissions Standard.  Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity). The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.

The following specific conditions apply to the emissions unit listed above:



Recordkeeping Requirements



A.1.  Assurance that annual VOC emissions from the Boatyard Activities remain less than 5.0 tons per year shall be provided by maintaining records of materials used.  For each bottom job the following information shall be recorded: the quantity (gallons), the weight (pounds per gallon), and the VOC content (wt %) for each material used that has a VOC content greater than 5% by weight.  By January 31st of each year the permittee shall calculate and summarize the total VOC emissions for the previous calendar year.  This summary of VOC emissions and the supporting information shall be kept and maintained for Department inspection for at least five years.  Annual summaries shall be certified by a responsible company representative to be accurate and truthful calculated representations of actual VOC emissions.  

[Rules 62-4.160(2), 62-210.200(PTE), and 62-296.320(1), F.A.C.]
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1.  The terms, conditions, requirements, limitations, and restrictions set forth in this permit are "permit conditions", and are binding and enforceable pursuant to Sections 403.141, 403.727, or 403.859 through 403.861, Florida Statutes.  The permittee is placed on notice that the Department will review this permit periodically and may initiate enforcement action for any violation of these conditions.



2.  This permit is valid only for the specific processes and operations applied for and indicated in the approved drawings or exhibits.  Any unauthorized deviation from the approved drawings, exhibits, specifications, or conditions of this permit may constitute grounds for revocation and enforcement action by the Department.



3.  As provided in Subsections 403.087(6) and 403.722(5), Florida Statutes, the issuance of this permit does not convey any vested rights or any exclusive privileges.  Nor does it authorize any injury to public or private property or any invasion of personal rights, nor any infringement of federal, state or local laws or regulations.  This permit does not constitute a waiver of or approval of any other Department permit that may be required for other aspects of the total project which are not addressed in the permit.



4.  This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute state recognition or acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the state.  Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express state opinion as to title.



5.  This permit does not relieve the permittee from liability for harm or injury to human health or welfare, animal, or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this permitted source, or from penalties therefore; nor does it allow the permittee to cause pollution in contravention of Florida Statutes and Department rules, unless specifically authorized by an order from the Department.



6.  The permittee shall properly operate and maintain the facility and systems of treatment and control (and related appurtenances) that are installed and used by the permittee to achieve compliance with the conditions of this permit, are required by Department rules.  This provision includes the operation of backup or auxiliary facilities or similar systems when necessary to achieve compliance with the conditions of the permit and when required by Department rules.



7.  The permittee, by accepting this permit, specifically agrees to allow authorized Department personnel, upon presentation of credentials or other documents as may be required by law, access to the premises, at reasonable times, where the permitted activity is located or conducted for the purpose of:



    a.	 Having access to and copying any records that must be kept under the conditions of this permit;

    b.	 Inspecting the facility, equipment, practices, or operations regulated or required under this permit; and,

    c.	 Sampling or monitoring any substances or parameters at any location reasonably necessary to assure compliance with this permit or Department rules.



    Reasonable time may depend on the nature of the concern being investigated.



8.  If, for any reason, the permittee does not comply with or will be unable to comply with any condition or limitation specified in this permit, the permittee shall immediately provide the Department with the following information:



    a.	 A description of and cause of noncompliance; and
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     b.	 The period of noncompliance, including exact dates and times; or, if not corrected, the anticipated time the noncompliance is expected to continue, and steps being taken to reduce, eliminate, and prevent recurrence of the noncompliance.  The permittee shall be responsible for any and all damages which may result and may be subject to enforcement action by the Department for penalties or for revocation of this permit.



9.  In accepting this permit, the permittee understands and agrees that all records, notes, monitoring data and other information relating to the construction or operation of this permitted source which are submitted to the Department may be used by the Department as evidence in any enforcement case involving the permitted source arising under the Florida Statutes or Department rules, except where such use is proscribed by Sections 403.73 and 403.111, Florida Statutes.  Such evidence shall only be used to the extent it is consistent with Florida Rules of Civil Procedure and appropriate evidentiary rules.



10.  The permittee agrees to comply with changes in Department rules and Florida Statutes after a reasonable time for compliance, provided however, the permittee does not waive any other rights granted by Florida Statutes or Department rules.



11.  This permit is transferable only upon Department approval in accordance with Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-4.120 and 62-730.300, as applicable.  The permittee shall be liable for any noncompliance of the permitted activity until the transfer is approved by the Department.



12.  This permit is required to be kept at the work site of the permitted activity during the entire period of construction or operation.



13.  The permittee shall comply with the following:



     a.	 Upon request, the permittee shall furnish all records and plans required under Department rules.  During enforcement actions, the retention period for all records will be extended automatically unless otherwise stipulated by the Department.

     b.	 The permittee shall hold at the facility or other location designated by this permit records of all monitoring information (including all calibration and maintenance records and all original strip chart recordings for continuous monitoring instrumentation) required by the permit, copies of all reports required by this permit, and records of all data used to complete the application for this permit.  These materials shall be retained at least three years from the date of the sample, measurement, report or application unless otherwise specified by Department rule.

     c.	 Records of monitoring information shall include:

    	 - the date, exact place, and time of sampling or measurement;

    	 - the person responsible for performing the sampling or

    	   measurement;

    	 - the date(s) analyses were performed;

    	 - the person responsible for performing the analyses;

    	 - the analytical techniques or methods used; and

    	 - the results of such analyses.



14.  When requested by the Department, the permittee shall within a reasonable time furnish any information required by law which is needed to determine compliance with the permit.  If the permittee becomes aware the relevant facts were not submitted or were incorrect in the permit application or in any report to the Department, such facts or information shall be corrected promptly.

    We recommend issuing an initial air operating permit to Brown Marine Service, Inc., for their marina/shipyard facility.  This operating permit is being processed simultaneously with the issuance of an amendment to the construction permit.  We do not recommend an exemption because, based on the potential for the facility to expand and the history of environmental issues, recordkeeping to monitor the level of activity is warranted.  The facility is a natural minor source of emissions.  



Process Description   The facility rents space to independent contractors to perform boat repairs and painting. Associated shipyard activities include onsite styrene resin and gelcoat repairs of vessels, followed by preparing hulls for painting by use of abrasive materials (sanding, sandblasting).  Following the preparation of each vessel, the facility utilizes a variety of primers, thinners and paints to complete all painting required.  The facility and contractors store paints, primers and thinners, and their wastes at the site.



Pollution Control Equipment    VOCs and HAPs are emitted uncontrolled.  Unconfined PM is controlled by hanging screens and tarps during painting and sandblasting, use of high volume/low pressure spray gun equipment (as available), mechanical sanders equipped with vacuum devices (as available) and good housekeeping.



Environmental Impact    Potential emissions are estimated to be <5.0 TPY of VOCs, <2.0 TPY of HAPs (principally MEK, Xylene, Toluene, Perchloroethylene and Glycol Ethers), and < 5.0 TPY of PM.  Actual emissions are estimated to be less than half the potential emissions.



Applicable Rules & Regulations  This source is regulated in accordance with FAC Rule 62-296.320, General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards.



Compliance Monitoring   VOC emissions will be calculated on an annual basis by materials usage records organized by paint bottom jobs.  The permittee’s response letter (received on 11/9/00) to the Department’s incompleteness letter of 8/10/00 recommended recordkeeping by paint bottom jobs as a reasonable method to account for the non trivial quantities of materials used.



Compliance History   The facility has been subject to formal enforcement for HW violations and is paying the resulting fines over time.  Also, in March of 1999 an inspection in response to a complaint found open burning of treated timbers.  Escambia County Environmental Enforcement issued a citation.



Fee Summary   This is an AO Minor Source-No Sample.   The correct fee of $750 was submitted with the application.
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
