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Section I.  Facility Information.
Subsection A.  Facility Description.
This facility consists of two offset printing web presses, three offset printing sheet presses, roller cleaning activities for the sheet-fed printing and web printing presses, and book binding activities.  Offset printing web press No. 1 (EU 001) is a FIMAG (nebilo) Model Chroma 45 with a Thermo Electron Thermofoil drying system (OF-4762, Model 2004).  Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) emissions from this press are controlled by a Thermo Electron Model 2000 Thermocat Catalytic system with a VOC destruction efficiency of 90% of the emissions captured.  Offset printing web press No. 2 (EU 002) is a Heidelberg Model Sunday 2000 with a Contiweb Ecotherm 121-1020 dryer/afterburner.  The dryer/afterburner has a destruction efficiency of 95% of the emissions captured.  The inks utilized by the two offset printing web presses contain VOC but do not contain Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAP), per a Web Prestige Inks, LTD., letter dated February 14, 2000 (supplied with application).  The facility also operates three offset printing sheet-fed presses, roller cleaning activities, and book binding (EU 003).  Sheet-fed press #1 is a Heidelburg two color press, sheet-fed press #2 is a Heidelberg five color press, and sheet-fed press #3 is an eight color press.  EU 003 uses VOC and HAP containing inks, cleaners and glues to clean the presses and bind books.  The emissions from these activities (EU 003) are released as fugitive emissions into the building and released to the atmosphere through building exhaust vents.  Calculated emissions indicate that individual HAPs emitted by EU 003 are less than 1,000 lb/yr and the total HAPs emitted are less than 2,500 lb/yr.  Therefore, HAP emissions are exempt from permitting by Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)1, F.A.C.  The facility will maintain monthly usage records of VOC and HAP containing products and rolling 12-month usage and emission totals for EU 003.

Based on ink usage limits for the two (EU 001 and 002) offset printing web presses of 10 lb/hr for EU 001 and 20 lb/hr for EU 002, the associated VOC emission from each of these units is 0.47 lb/hr (2.06 ton/year).  The facility has denoted that the estimated annual VOC emissions for EU 003 (offset sheet-fed printing, roller cleaning, and book binding) should be 30 ton/year.  Therefore, the estimated facility-wide emissions of VOC should be 34.2 ton/year (facility proposed limitations on web presses and estimated EU 003 emissions).

This facility is now operating as an independent company and is no longer part of Pensacola Christian College.

Based on the permit application received April 19, 2002, this facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs).

Nor does it authorize any injury to public or private property or any invasion of personal rights, nor any infringement of federal, state or local laws or regulations.  This permit does not constitute a waiver of or approval of any other Department permit that may be required for other aspects of the total project which are not addressed in the permit.

4.  This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute state recognition or acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the state.  Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express state opinion as to title.

5.  This permit does not relieve the permittee from liability for harm or injury to human health or welfare, animal, or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this permitted source, or from penalties therefore; nor does it allow the permittee to cause pollution in contravention of Florida Statutes and Department rules, unless specifically authorized by an order from the Department.

6.  The permittee shall properly operate and maintain the facility and systems of treatment and control (and related appurtenances) that are installed and used by the permittee to achieve compliance with the conditions of this permit, are required by Department rules.  This provision includes the operation of backup or auxiliary facilities or similar systems when necessary to achieve compliance with the conditions of the permit and when required by Department rules.

7.  The permittee, by accepting this permit, specifically agrees to allow authorized Department personnel, upon presentation of credentials or other documents as may be required by law, access to the premises, at reasonable times, where the permitted activity is located or conducted for the purpose of:

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recurrence of the noncompliance.  The permittee shall be responsible for any and all damages which may result and may be subject to enforcement action by the Department for penalties or for revocation of this permit.

9.  In accepting this permit, the permittee understands and agrees that all records, notes, monitoring data and other information relating to the construction or operation of this permitted source which are submitted to the Department may be used by the Department as evidence in any enforcement case involving the permitted source arising under the Florida Statutes or Department rules, except where such use is proscribed by Sections 403.73 and 403.111, Florida Statutes.  Such evidence shall only be used to the extent it is consistent with Florida Rules of Civil Procedure and appropriate evidentiary rules.

10.  The permittee agrees to comply with changes in Department rules and Florida Statutes after a reasonable time for compliance, provided however, the permittee does not waive any other rights granted by Florida Statutes or Department rules.

11.  This permit is transferable only upon Department approval in accordance with Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-4.120 and 62-730.300, as applicable.  The permittee shall be liable for any noncompliance of the permitted activity until the transfer is approved by the Department.

12.  This permit is required to be kept at the work site of the permitted activity during the entire period of construction or operation.

13.  The permittee shall comply with the following:

INTENT TO ISSUE PERMIT

The Department of Environmental Protection (permitting authority) gives notice of its intent to issue an air construction permit (copy of DRAFT Permit enclosed) for the source detailed in the application specified above, for the reasons stated below.


The applicant, PCC Print Shop, Inc., applied on April 19, 2002, to the permitting authority for an air construction permit for the Pensacola, Florida located at 118 St. John Street in Pensacola, Escambia County.


The permitting authority has permitting jurisdiction under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-213.  This source is not exempt from permitting procedures.  The permitting authority has determined that an air construction permit is required to commence or continue operations at the described facility.


The permitting authority intends to issue this permit based on the belief that reasonable assurances have been provided to indicate that operation of the source will not adversely impact air quality, and the source will comply with all appropriate provisions of Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-256, 62-257, 62-281, 62-296, and 62-297, F.A.C.

The permitting authority will issue the permit unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  Mediation under Section 120.573, F.S., will not be available for this proposed action.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative hearing in accordance with Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Office of General Counsel of the Department of Environmental Protection, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, FL 32399-3900 (Telephone:  850/488-9735; Fax:  850/487-4938).  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any other person must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of publication of the public notice or within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent, whichever occurs first.  A petitioner must mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-5.207, F.A.C.


A petition must contain the following information:


(a) The name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner, the applicant’s name and address, the Permit File Number, and the county in which the project is proposed;


(b) A statement of how and when each petitioner received notice of the permitting authority’s action or proposed action;


(c) A statement of how each petitioner’s substantial interests are affected by the permitting authority’s action or proposed action;


(d) A statement of the material facts disputed by the petitioner, if any;


(e) A statement of the facts that the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the permitting authority’s action or proposed action;


(f) A statement identifying the rules or statutes that the petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the permitting authority’s action or proposed action; and,
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(g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action that the petitioner wants the permitting authority to take with respect to the action or proposed action addressed in this notice of intent.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the permitting authority’s final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice of intent.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the permitting authority on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


In addition to the above, a person subject to regulation has a right to apply to the Department of Environmental Protection for a variance from or waiver of the requirements of particular rules, on certain conditions, under Section 120.542, F.S.  The relief provided by this state statute applies only to state rules, not statutes, and not to any federal regulatory requirements.  Applying for a variance or waiver does not substitute or extend the time for filing a petition for an administrative hearing or exercising any other right that a person may have in relation to the action proposed in this notice of intent.


The application for a variance or waiver is made by filing a petition with the Office of General Counsel of the Department of Environmental Protection, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000.  The petition must specify the following information:


(a) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner;


(b) The name, address, and telephone number of the attorney or qualified representative of the petitioner, if any;


(c) Each rule or portion of a rule from which a variance or waiver is requested;


(d) The citation to the statute underlying (implemented by) the rule identified in (c) above;


(e) The type of action requested;


(f) The specific facts that would justify a variance or waiver for the petitioner;


(g) The reason why the variance or waiver would serve the purposes of the underlying statute (implemented by the rule); and,


(h) A statement whether the variance or waiver is permanent or temporary and, if temporary, a statement of the dates showing the duration of the variance or waiver requested.


The Department will grant a variance or waiver when the petition demonstrates both that the application of the rule would create a substantial hardship or violate principles of fairness, as each of those terms is defined in Section 120.542(2), F.S., and that the purpose of the underlying statute will be or has been achieved by other means by the petitioner.
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Persons subject to regulation pursuant to any federally delegated or approved air program should be aware that Florida is specifically not authorized to issue variances or waivers from any requirements of any such federally delegated or approved program.  The requirements of the program remain fully enforceable by the Administrator of the United States Environmental Protection Agency and by any person under the Clean Air Act unless and until the Administrator separately approves any variance or waiver in accordance with the procedures of the federal program.

    This facility is now operating as an independent company and is no longer part of Pensacola Christian College.  This facility consists of two offset printing web presses with pollution control equipment, three offset printing sheet presses, roller cleaning activities for the sheet printing and web printing presses, and book binding activities.  The facility’s primary emitted air pollutant is Volatile Organic Compounds, which have been limited to a maximum of 34.2 tons per year.

    A person whose substantial interests are affected by the Department's proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) in accordance with Section 120.57, Florida Statutes.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Office of General Counsel of the Department at 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, within 14 days of publication of this notice.  Petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above at the time of filing.  Failure to file a petition within this time period shall constitute a waiver of any right such person may have to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Section 120.57, Florida Statutes.

    The petition shall contain the following information; (a) The name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner, the applicant's name and address, the Department Permit File Number and the county in which the project is proposed; (b) A statement of how and when each petitioner received notice of the Department's action or proposed action; (c) A statement of how each petitioner's substantial interests are affected by the Department's action or proposed action; (d) A statement of the material facts disputed by petitioner, if any; (e) A statement of facts which petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the Department's action or proposed action; (f) A statement of which rules or statutes petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the Department's action or proposed action; and (g) A statement of the relief sought by petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wants the Department to take with respect to the Department's action or proposed action.

    If a petition is filed, the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate agency action.  Accordingly, the Department's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this Notice.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any decision of the Department with regard to the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding.  The petition must conform to the requirements specified above and be filed (received) within 14 days of publication of this notice in the Office of General Counsel at the above address of the Department.  Failure to petition within the allowed time frame constitutes a waiver of any right such person has to request a hearing under Section 120.57, Florida Statutes, and to participate as a party to this proceeding.  Any subsequent intervention will only be at the approval of the presiding officer upon motion filed pursuant to Rule 28-5.207, F.A.C.

Evaluation Summary for PCC Print Shop, Inc., Pensacola, Florida 0330271-001-AC, Escambia County
We recommend issuing a permit to PCC Print Shop, Inc. for a construction permit to incorporate the facility’s sheet-fed printing presses (three), roller cleaning activities, and book binding activities into a permit and remove the print shop operations out of the Pensacola Christian College’s Title V permit.

Process Description  This facility consists of two offset printing web presses, three offset printing sheet presses, roller cleaning activities for the sheet-fed printing and web printing presses, and book binding activities.  Offset printing web press No. 1 (EU 001) is a FIMAG (nebilo) Model Chroma 45 with a Thermo Electron Thermofoil drying system (OF-4762, Model 2004).  Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) emissions from this press are controlled by a Thermo Electron Model 2000 Thermocat Catalytic system with a VOC destruction efficiency of 90% of the emissions captured.  Offset printing web press No. 2 (EU 002) is a Heidelberg Model Sunday 2000 with a Contiweb Ecotherm 121-1020 dryer/afterburner.  The dryer/afterburner has a destruction efficiency of 95% of the emissions captured.  The inks utilized by the two offset printing web presses contain VOC but do not contain Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAP), per a Web Prestige Inks, LTD., letter dated February 14, 2000 (supplied with application).  The facility also operates three offset printing sheet-fed presses, roller cleaning activities, and book binding (EU 003).  Sheet-fed press #1 is a Heidelburg two color press, sheet-fed press #2 is a Heidelberg five color press, and sheet-fed press #3 is an eight color press.  EU 003 uses VOC and HAP containing inks, cleaners and glues to clean the presses and bind books.  The emissions from these activities (EU 003) are released as fugitive emissions into the building and released to the atmosphere through building exhaust vents.  Calculated emissions indicate that individual HAPs emitted by EU 003 are less than 1,000 lb/yr and the total HAPs emitted are less than 2,500 lb/yr.  Therefore, HAP emissions are exempt from permitting by Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)1, F.A.C.  The facility will maintain monthly usage records of VOC and HAP containing products and rolling 12-month usage and emission totals for EU 003.

Based on ink usage limits for the two (EU 001 and 002) offset printing web presses of 10 lb/hr for EU 001 and 20 lb/hr for EU 002, the associated VOC emission from each of these units is 0.47 lb/hr (2.06 ton/year).  The facility has denoted that the estimated annual VOC emissions for EU 003 (offset sheet-fed printing, roller cleaning, and book binding) should be 30 ton/year.  Therefore, the estimated facility-wide emissions of VOC should be 34.2 ton/year (facility proposed limitations on web presses and estimated EU 003 emissions).

Pollution Control Equipment  Offset printing web press No. 1’s VOC emissions are controlled by a Thermo Electron Model 2000 Thermocat Cataltic control system with a destruction efficiency of 90%.  Offset printing web press No. 2’s VOC emissions are controlled by a Contweb Ecotherm 121-1020 dryer/afterburner control system with a destruction efficiency of 95%.

Compliance Monitoring  VOC from the two web presses are monitored by maintaining ink usage records.  VOC and HAPs associated with the three sheet fed presses, roller cleaning, and book binding activities are monitored through product usage and rolling 12-month emission totals.  Compliance with the requested web press VOC emission limits (0.47 lb/hr each) are verified annual by emission testing, using a Thermo Environmental VOC analyzer model 580B (or equivalent).  The Department has determined that this testing is sufficient since the facility has voluntarily installed the control device (not required by rule).

Compliance History  No significant compliance issues were discovered during my file review.

Fee Summary  A fee of $1,000 (AC1E) was submitted for this project.
