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Section I.  Facility Information.
Subsection A.  Facility Description.
Coastal Lumber Company is an existing softwood plywood manufacturing facility.  The plywood is made by spraying glue between layers of softwood veneer forming a un-pressed and un-trimmed 4x8 sheet of plywood.  The unfinished sheet is put into a hot press which applies pressure and heat to complete the curing process.  The pressed plywood is then trimmed, finished and packaged for shipment.  

This construction permit is for a modification to the plywood lay-up and hot press process areas of the facility.  The modification includes the replacement of the current plywood lay-up line with a more efficient one, and the addition of a third hot press unit which will be the same type and size as the other two existing presses.  The modification will not produce more plywood but will be capable of producing the same amount of plywood in less time and will use approximately 5% less glue than the old lay-up unit.

The replacement lay-up line will be a Coe eight foot wide double five ply automatic lay-up line, with six sheet laying stations, eight stainless steel glue spraying booths, and four core laying stations.  The new hot press will be a Williams, White and Company 30 opening 4x8 foot hot press.  The majority of the emissions associated with this process come from the hot presses.  The emissions from the lay-up and hot presses are eliminated through four exhaust fans located on the roof. 

This emissions unit is not subject to any emission limiting standard except for the general visible emissions standard of 20% opacity (FAC Rule 62-296.320(4)(b)1).  The plywood production is limited to 227,760 MSF of 3/8 inch plywood per year to escape prevention of significant deterioration issues.  Potential emissions from this emissions unit (plywood lay-up and three hot presses) include 12.5 tons per year (TPY) of particulate matter and 35 TPY of volatile organic compounds (VOC).  Approximately 17 TPY of the VOC emissions are hazardous air pollutants (HAP).  The majority (16 TPY) of the HAP emissions are comprised of methanol.  The difference between the current actual emissions and the future potential emissions associated with this upgrade is an increase of 2.9 and 1.2 TPY of VOC and particulate matter, respectively.

INTENT TO ISSUE PERMIT

The Department of Environmental Protection (permitting authority) gives notice of its intent to issue an air construction permit (copy of DRAFT Permit enclosed) for the source detailed in the application specified above, for the reasons stated below.


The applicant, Coastal Lumber Company, applied on January 31, 2001 to the permitting authority for an air construction permit for their facility located at Highway 27 North, Gadsden County.


The permitting authority has permitting jurisdiction under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-213. Where there is more than one newspaper of general circulation in the county, the newspaper used must be one with significant circulation in the area that may be affected by the permit.  If you are uncertain that a newspaper meets these requirements, please contact the permitting authority at the address or telephone number listed below.  The applicant shall provide proof of publication to the permitting authority’s office, Northwest District, 160 Governmental Center, Pensacola, FL 32501-5794 (Telephone:  850/595-8364; Fax:  850/595-8417), within 7 (seven) days of publication.  Failure to publish the notice and provide proof of publication within the allotted time may result in the denial of the permit pursuant to Rule 62-110.106, F.A.C.

A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative hearing in accordance with Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Office of General Counsel of the Department of Environmental Protection, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, FL 32399-3900 (Telephone:  850/488-9735; Fax:  850/487-4938).  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any other person must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of publication of the public notice or within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent, whichever occurs first.  A petitioner must mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-5.207, F.A.C.

(g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action that the petitioner wants the permitting authority to take with respect to the action or proposed action addressed in this notice of intent.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the permitting authority’s final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice of intent.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the permitting authority on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


In addition to the above, a person subject to regulation has a right to apply to the Department of Environmental Protection for a variance from or waiver of the requirements of particular rules, on certain conditions, under Section 120.542, F.S.  The relief provided by this state statute applies only to state rules, not statutes, and not to any federal regulatory requirements.  Applying for a variance or waiver does not substitute or extend the time for filing a petition for an administrative hearing or exercising any other right that a person may have in relation to the action proposed in this notice of intent.


The application for a variance or waiver is made by filing a petition with the Office of General Counsel of the Department of Environmental Protection, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000.  The petition must specify the following information:


(a) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner;


(b) The name, address, and telephone number of the attorney or qualified representative of the petitioner, if any;


(c) Each rule or portion of a rule from which a variance or waiver is requested;


(d) The citation to the statute underlying (implemented by) the rule identified in (c) above;


(e) The type of action requested;


(f) The specific facts that would justify a variance or waiver for the petitioner;


(g) The reason why the variance or waiver would serve the purposes of the underlying statute (implemented by the rule); and,
