Facility and Location

Compressor Station 14 is an existing facility located eight miles southwest of Quincy on State Road 65 in Gadsden County, Florida.  The UTM coordinates are Zone 16, 719.97 km East, and 3377.39 km North.

Regulatory Classification

Title III: The existing facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAP).

Title IV: The existing facility has no units subject to the acid rain provisions of the Clean Air Act.

Title V: The existing facility is a Title V major source of air pollution (Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.).

PSD:  The existing facility is a PSD-major source of air pollution (Rule 62-212.400, F.A.C.).

Specific Conditions

1. Previous Permits:  This permit supplements all previously issued air construction and operation permits for this emissions unit.  Except for the change noted below, the unit remains subject to the conditions of all other valid air construction and operations permits.  [Rule 62-4.070, F.A.C.]

2. Unit 1406 (Emissions Unit No. 006):  This unit is an existing compressor engine consisting of a 2,700 bhp reciprocating internal combustion engine.  Particulate matter emissions are minimized by good combustion design with the exclusive firing of natural gas.  This requirement supersedes the particulate matter standards (TSP and PM10) in Specific Condition No. 1 of Air Permit No. PSD-FL-159 as amended.  {Permitting Note:  This change does not result in any increases in actual or potential emissions of particulate matter.  All other standards of Air Permit No. PSD-FL-159 remain unaffected.}
Statement of Basis

This air pollution construction permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403 of the Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Chapters 62-4, 62-210, and 62-212 of the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).
