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Section I.  Facility Information.
Subsection A.  Facility Description.
This facility is a heatset offset printing operation, containing three presses with ink dryers and one perfect binder.  The facility has three, continuous-web, (i.e., continuous roll of paper), heatset offset printing presses.  The presses use inks, which contain from 30% to 39% weight Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs), and various other fountain solutions and cleaning solutions, which contain VOCs and Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs).  Each press heat-sets the inks by passing the web through a gas-fired dryer.  The facility also utilizes a UV Curable Glass Blanket and Screen Coating Machine to provide a gloss finish to items printed at the facility.  The machine applies a thin layer of non-VOC, non-HAP coating and cures it with ultra-violet light.  The machine is vented to the atmosphere.  The web is then cut into sheets, which are folded and trimmed to the customer’s needs.

Some of the work is collated into booklets and the sheets bound with glue by a hot-melt glue perfect binder.  VOCs emitted during the heat-set process and from the hot-melt glue pot are vented to the atmosphere by four individual stacks through the facility roof.

Potential combustion related emissions associated with the ink drying process are less than five tons per year and are exempt from permitting pursuant to Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)1., F.A.C., Generic Emissions Unit Exemption.

Based on the permit application received June 11, 2004, this facility is not a major source of VOCs or HAPs.  Restrictions were requested by permittee to maintain emissions below major thresholds and remain a minor facility.

2.  This permit is valid only for the specific processes and operations applied for and indicated in the approved drawings or exhibits.  Any unauthorized deviation from the approved drawings, exhibits, specifications, or conditions of this permit may constitute grounds for revocation and enforcement action by the Department.

3.  As provided in Subsections 403.087(6) and 403.722(5), Florida Statutes, the issuance of this permit does not convey any vested rights or any exclusive privileges.  Nor does it authorize any injury to public or private property or any invasion of personal rights, nor any infringement of federal, state or local laws or regulations.  This permit does not constitute a waiver of or approval of any other Department permit that may be required for other aspects of the total project that are not addressed in the permit.

4.  This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute state recognition or acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the state.  Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express state opinion as to title.

5.  This permit does not relieve the permittee from liability for harm or injury to human health or welfare, animal, or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this permitted source, or from penalties therefore; nor does it allow the permittee to cause pollution in contravention of Florida Statutes and Department rules, unless specifically authorized by an order from the Department.

6.  The permittee shall properly operate and maintain the facility and systems of treatment and control (and related appurtenances) that are installed and used by the permittee to achieve compliance with the conditions of this permit, are required by Department rules.  This provision includes the operation of backup or auxiliary facilities or similar systems when necessary to achieve compliance with the conditions of the permit and when required by Department rules.

7.  The permittee, by accepting this permit, specifically agrees to allow authorized Department personnel, upon presentation of credentials or other documents as may be required by law, access to the premises, at reasonable times, where the permitted activity is located or conducted for the purpose of:

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recurrence of the noncompliance.  The permittee shall be responsible for any and all damages that may result and may be subject to enforcement action by the Department for penalties or for revocation of this permit.

9.  In accepting this permit, the permittee understands and agrees that all records, notes, monitoring data and other information relating to the construction or operation of this permitted source which are submitted to the Department may be used by the Department as evidence in any enforcement case involving the permitted source arising under the Florida Statutes or Department rules, except where such use is proscribed by Sections 403.73 and 403.111, Florida Statutes.  Such evidence shall only be used to the extent it is consistent with Florida Rules of Civil Procedure and appropriate evidentiary rules.

10.  The permittee agrees to comply with changes in Department rules and Florida Statutes after a reasonable time for compliance, provided however, the permittee does not waive any other rights granted by Florida Statutes or Department rules.

11.  This permit is transferable only upon Department approval in accordance with Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-4.120 and 62-730.300, as applicable.  The permittee shall be liable for any noncompliance of the permitted activity until the Department approves the transfer.

12.  This permit is required to be kept at the work site of the permitted activity during the entire period of construction or operation.

13.  The permittee shall comply with the following:

 Upon request, the permittee shall furnish all records and plans required under Department rules.  During enforcement actions, the retention period for all records will be extended automatically unless otherwise stipulated by the Department.

 The permittee shall hold at the facility or other location designated by this permit records of all monitoring information (including all calibration and maintenance records and all original strip chart recordings for continuous monitoring instrumentation) required by the permit, copies of all reports required by this permit, and records of all data used to complete the application for this permit. Enclosed is Permit Number 0390031-002-AF, issued pursuant to Section 403.087, Florida Statutes, for operating The Printing House.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under sections 120.569 and 120.57 of the Florida Statutes.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Office of General Counsel of the Department at 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida, 32399-3000.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within fourteen days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under section 120.60(3) of the Florida Statutes must be filed within fourteen days of publication of the public notice or within fourteen days of receipt of this notice of intent, whichever occurs first. Under section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the Department for notice of agency action may file a petition within fourteen days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under sections 120.569 and 120.57 F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with rule 28-106.205 of the Florida Administrative Code.


A petition that disputes the material facts on which the Department’s action is based must contain the following information:


(a) The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number, if known;


(b) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner, the name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceeding; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the agency determination;


(c) A statement of how and when petitioner received notice of the agency action or proposed action;


(d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact.  If there are none, the petition must so indicate;


(e) A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action;

(f) A statement of the specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action; and

(g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the agency to take with respect to the agency’s proposed action.


A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the Department’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above, as required by rule 28-106.301


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the Department’s final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the Department on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


Mediation is not available in this proceeding.

Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under section 120.68 of the Florida Statutes, by filing a notice of appeal under rule 9.110 of the Florida rules of Appellate Procedure with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, Mail Station 35, 3900 Commonwealth boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida, 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate district court of appeal. The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

We recommend issuing a Federally Enforceable State Operating permit to The Printing House, Ltd., to operate their Heatset Offset Printing facility.

Process Description
This facility is a heatset offset printing operation, containing three presses with ink dryers and one perfect binder.  The facility has three, continuous-web, (i.e., continuous roll of paper), heatset offset printing presses.  The presses use inks, which contain from 30% to 39% weight Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs), and various other fountain solutions and cleaning solutions, which contain VOCs and Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs).  Each press heat-sets the inks by passing the web through a gas-fired dryer.  The facility also utilizes a UV Curable Glass Blanket and Screen Coating Machine to provide a gloss finish to items printed at the facility.  The machine applies a thin layer of non-VOC, non-HAP coating and cures it with ultra-violet light.  The machine is vented to the atmosphere.  The web is then cut into sheets, which are folded and trimmed to the customer’s needs.

Some of the work is collated into booklets and the sheets bound with glue by a hot-melt glue perfect binder.  VOCs emitted during the heat-set process and from the hot-melt glue pot are vented to the atmosphere by four individual stacks through the facility roof.

Potential combustion related emissions associated with the ink drying process are less than five tons per year and is exempt from permitting pursuant to Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)1., F.A.C., Generic Emissions Unit Exemption.

Pollution Control Equipment
None.  VOCs and HAPs emitted from the three dryers during the heat-set process and from the hot-melt glue pot are vented to the atmosphere through four individual vents.  VOCs and HAPs are controlled by limiting annual materials usage.

Applicable Rules & Regulations
This source is regulated in accordance with FAC Rule 62-296.320 General Pollutant Emission Standard (VOC Emissions, and Objectionable Odors) requested maximum allowable limits on VOCs and HAPs to stay below Major Source thresholds.

Compliance Monitoring
VOC and HAP emissions will be determined by materials usage records on a monthly basis.

Compliance History
Previous inspections from 2003-2000, note the facility to be “In Compliance”.  Previous permit condition stated the facility had an opacity limit of 20%.  The 1999 compliance inspection report noted the facilities opacity limit was reported at 23% and received a status of “Non-Compliance”.  In addition, this renewal application was not submitted 60 days prior to the permit expiration data as required by Rule 62-4.090, F.A.C.  The compliance/enforcement group was notified of the late application on July 07, 2004.

Fee Summary
This is an AF2C ($750 fee) minor source with no stack test.

Additional Notes

The following emission units were combined to consolidate the requirements of this permit and to make it more consistent with other NWD printing operation permits.
· Emission units 001 through 003 combined to form Emission Unit 006

· Emission units 004 and 005 combined to form Emission Unit 007

In addition, the VOC and HAP emission limits and record keeping requirements for this facility were changed from tons/year to tons/ consecutive 12-month rolling totals.  This change makes this permits requirements more consistent with other NWD printing operation permits and makes the VOC and HAP emission limits practically enforceable (allows a monthly verification of compliance as opposed to only an annual verification).
