b. Reasonable precautions to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter at this facility include:

Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under the control of the owner or operator of the emission unit to prevent reentrainment, and from buildings or work areas to prevent particulate from becoming airborne.

Landscaping or planting of vegetation.

Use of hoofs, fans, filters, and similar equipment to contain, capture and /or vent particulate matter.

Confining abrasive blasting where possible.

the duration of excess emissions shall be minimized but in no case shall exceed two hours in any 24 hour period unless specifically authorized by the Department for longer duration

Excess emissions which are caused entirely or in part by poor maintenance, poor operation, or any other equipment or process failure which may reasonably be prevented during startup, shutdown, or malfunction shall be prohibited.

Alternate Visible Emissions Limitation In Lieu of PM Testing for EU 005 (Finish Mil Nos. 1 and 2) (Baghouses G-23-1 and G-23-2) - The maximum allowable emission rate for particulate matter (PM) for this source is set by Construction Permit 0530010-018-AC.  Due to the expense and complexity of conducting a stack test on a minor source of particulate matter, and because these sources are equipped with baghouse dust control devices, the Department, pursuant to the authority granted under Rule 62-297.620(4), F.A.C., hereby establishes a baghouse exhaust visible emission (VE) limitation not to exceed an opacity of 5% in lieu of particulate matter stack testing (applies to Baghouses G-23-1 and G-23-2).    [Rule 62-297.620(4), F.A.C.; as authorized in Construction Permit 0530010-018-AC and requested by applicant in construction permit application dated 03/19/08 (Project 0530010-037-AC)]
