Enclosed is Final Permit Number 0550006-003-AC.  This permit authorizes Genpak LLC an increase of the volatile organic compound (VOC) emissions limit from butane usage from the four extruders and fugitive emissions to 289.4 tons in any consecutive twelve-month period, the decrease of the VOC emissions limit from the six ink printers to 1.2 tons in any consecutive twelve-month period, and the construction of a new 1300 pounds per hour extruder to replace Emissions Unit 002 (350 pounds per hour extruder #2).  The permittee requested a facility-wide limit of 290.60 tons of VOC emissions in any consecutive 12-month period.  These limits were requested by the permittee to avoid Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) review.  This facility is located at 116 Shicane Drive #917, Sebring, Highlands County, Florida. Facility Description:

This facility produces a range of polystyrene foam packaging materials for the food service industry, including egg cartons and fast-food containers.  The emissions units include four continuous extruders, six flexographic printers, two virgin resin silos, eight reclaim resin silos, eight fluff silos, and two reclaim resin pelletizers.  All volatile organic compounds (VOCs) are fugitive emissions and have no emission points.  There are also 7 thermo-formers, three grinders, and an 18,000-gallon tank for butane storage.

Emissions Unit 001 is a 120mm primary extruder and a 4.5” secondary extruder manufactured by Berstorf, together designated as Extruder #4.  Emissions Unit 002 is a 3.5” primary extruder and a 4.5” secondary extruder manufactured by NRM, together designated as Extruder #2.  Emissions Unit 003 is a 4.5” primary extruder and a 6” secondary extruder manufactured by NRM Pace Maker, together designated as Extruder #1.  Emissions Unit 004 is a 4.5” primary extruder and a 6” secondary extruder manufactured by NRM Pace Maker 70, together designated as Extruder #3.  Emissions Unit 010 is 8 fluff silos with a central MAC – Wedge Cartridge Filter baghouse, Model 7 x 2 WF 6720.
Facility-wide Conditions:

1. General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards.  Objectionable Odor Prohibited.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.

General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards.  Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) Emissions or Organic Solvents Emissions.  The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying know and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions, and spills of solvent materials.  The Preventative 

Maintenance Checks (Greig C. Drury memo to Charley Odle, dated May 23, 1995) and the Purging Procedure (Greig C. Drury memo to All Maintenance Personnel, dated April 6, 1995) shall become part of this permit and shall be followed unless the Department is notified and written approval given for a new procedure.

Changes/Modifications.  The permittee shall submit to the Department, for review any changes in, or modifications to: the method of operations; process or pollution control equipment; increase in hours of operation; equipment capacities; or any change which would result in an increase in potential/actual emissions.  Depending on the size and scope of the modification, it may be necessary to submit an application for, and obtain, an air construction permit prior to making the desired change.  Routine maintenance of equipment will not constitute a modification of this permit.

Test Methods and Procedures

The test results must provide reasonable assurance that the central baghouse for the eight fluff silos is capable of compliance with the permitted maximum operating rate.  Tests shall be conducted in accordance with EPA Method 9 as published in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A, or State approved equivalent method.  Such tests shall be conducted once per year within 60 days prior to the 19th day of June.  Results shall be submitted to the Department within 45 days after testing.

Visible emissions tests are required to show continuing compliance with the standards of the Department.  The test results must provide reasonable assurance that the two virgin resin silos and the eight reclaim resin silos are capable of compliance with the permitted maximum operating rate.  Tests shall be conducted in accordance with EPA Method 9 as published in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A, or State approved equivalent method.  Such tests shall be conducted within 60 days prior to the renewal of the operation permit.  Results shall be submitted to the Department within 45 days after testing.

Operating Rate During Testing.  Unless otherwise stated in the applicable emission limiting standard rule, testing of emissions shall be conducted with the emissions unit operating at permitted capacity as defined below.  If it is impracticable to test at permitted capacity, an emissions unit may be tested at less than the maximum permitted capacity; in this case, subsequent emissions unit operation is limited to 110 percent of the test rate until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than 15 consecutive days for the purpose of additional compliance testing to regain the authority to operate at the permitted capacity.  Permitted capacity is defined as 90 to 100 percent of the maximum operation rate allowed by the permit.

Recordkeeping and Reporting Requirements

The permittee shall notify the Department, at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin, of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted for the permittee.

In order to document assumptions made during the permitting process, which allowed the permittee to avoid Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) review, the permittee shall maintain the following records of the material usage.  The records shall be based upon either vendor provided as-shipped analyses or upon analyses of as-received samples, such as the Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) and indicate the composition of the VOCs emitted on a monthly basis to calculate the consecutive twelve-month rolling average by assuming that all VOC in butane are based on 59% of the total butane usage and the remaining 41% is assumed to be retained in the product.  At a minimum, the records shall indicate:

(a) the quantity of butane utilized in pounds,

(b) the quantity of inks utilized in pounds,

(c) the quantity of organic solvents utilized in pounds,

(d) the quantity of VOC emissions emitted in pounds from the butane (four extruders and fugitive emissions), ink, and organic solvents,

(e) a rolling consecutive twelve-month total, in pounds, for ink and organic solvents from the six printers, and for butane from the four extruders and fugitive emissions. 

The file must be maintained on site and made available for inspection upon request.  The permittee shall have until the 15th day of the following month to complete these records.

Records shall be maintained for a minimum of five (5) years and shall be made available to the Department upon request.

All proposals shall be certified by a professional engineer registered in the State of Florida and shall be field-tested at this facility.

This emissions unit is replacing Emissions Unit 002 (350 pounds per hour Extruder #2).  The maximum production rate shall not exceed 1,300 pounds per hour of resin usage.

Neither does it authorize any injury to public or private property or any invasion of personal rights, nor any infringement of federal, state, or local laws or regulations.  This permit is not a waiver or approval of any other Department permit that may be required for other aspects of the total project which are not addressed in the permit.

4.
This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute State recognition or acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the State.  Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express State opinion as to title.

5.
This permit does not relieve the permittee from liability for harm or injury to human health or welfare, animal, or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this permitted source, or from penalties therefore; nor does it allow the permittee to cause pollution in contravention of Florida Statutes and Department rules, unless specifically authorized by any order from the Department.

6.
The permittee shall properly operate and maintain the facility and systems of treatment and control (and related appurtenances) that are installed or used by the permittee to achieve compliance with the conditions of this permit, as required by Department rules.  This provision includes the operation of backup or auxiliary facilities or similar systems when necessary to achieve compliance with the conditions of the permit and when required by Department rules.

The permittee, by accepting this permit, specifically agrees to allow authorized Department personnel, upon presentation of credentials or other documents as may be required by law and at a reasonable time, access to the premises, where the permitted activity is located or conducted to:

The permittee shall be responsible for any and all damages which may result and may be subject to enforcement action by the Department for penalties or revocation of this permit.

In accepting this permit, the permittee understands and agrees that all records, notes, monitoring data and other information relating to the construction or operation of this permitted source which are submitted to the Department may be used by the Department as evidence in any enforcement case involving the permitted source arising under the Florida Statutes or Department rules, except where such use is prescribed by Sections 403.73 and 403.111, Florida Statutes.  Such evidence shall only be used to the extent it is consistent with the Florida Rules of Civil Procedure and appropriate evidentiary rules.
