Enclosed is Final Permit Number 0550006-006-AC. This permit authorizes Genpak LLC to construct four (4) new reclaim silos.  There are no particulate matter (PM) or volatile organic compounds (VOC) emissions from these reclaim silos.  Emissions from these reclaim silos are fugitive emissions only.

In addition, this construction permit eliminates the emission test requirements for the reclaim silos (EU-008) and the virgin silos (EU-007) specified in Specific Condition No.: 13 of Permit No.: 0550006-003-AC and in Specific Condition No.: A.11 in Permit No.: 05500006-004-AV.  
The visible emission test requirements for the extruders (EU-001, EU-002, EU-003, and EU-004) in Specific Condition A.11 of Permit No.: 0550006-004-AV is also eliminated.  This facility is located at 116 Shicane Drive #917, Sebring, Highlands County, Florida.  This permit is issued pursuant to Section(s) 403.087, Florida Statutes.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403.087, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Rules 62-4, 62-296, and 62-297.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

The permit authorizes Genpak LLC to construct the installation of four (4) new reclaim silos that are 12’ diameter x 42’ high complete with 20 inch vent.  The construction of these four (4) reclaim silos are in addition to the ten (10) existing reclaim silos (EU-008) at the facility which are operating under Title V Permit No.: 0550006-004-AV.  There are no particulate matter (PM) or volatile organic compound (VOC) emissions from these reclaim silos.  Therefore, no emission control device is required.  Emissions from these reclaim silos are fugitive emissions only.

This construction permit eliminates the emission test requirements defined for the reclaim silos (EU-008) and virgin silos (EU-007) as listed in Specific Condition No: 13 of Permit No.: 0550006-003-AC and in Specific Condition A.11 in Permit No.: 05500006-004-AV, since these are minimal fugitive emissions only.  This is determined because no control device is required for these units and they operate only a few hours or days per month.  
This permit also eliminates the visible emission test requirements for the four (4) extruders (EU-001, EU-002, EU-003, and EU-004) as originally defined in Specific Condition A.11 of Permit No.: 0550006-004-AV.  These tests are eliminated because the minimal emissions are fugitive and no stack exists.

Facility Description:

This facility produces a range of polystyrene foam packaging materials for the food service industry, including egg cartons and fast-food containers.  The existing emissions units include four continuous extruders, six flexographic printers, two virgin resin silos, ten reclaim resin silos, eight fluff silos, and two reclaim resin pelletizers.  All volatile organic compounds (VOCs) are fugitive emissions and have no emission points.  There are also 7 thermo-formers, three grinders, and an 18,000-gallon tank for butane storage.

Facility-wide Conditions:

1.
General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards.  Objectionable Odor Prohibited.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants that cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  [Rule 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.]

2.
Additional General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards. Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) Emissions or Organic Solvents Emissions.  The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying know and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions, and spills of solvent materials.  [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]

3.
Changes/Modifications.  The permittee shall submit to the Department, for review any changes in, or modifications to: the method of operations; process or pollution control equipment; increase in hours of operation; equipment capacities; or any change which would result in an increase in potential/actual emissions.  Depending on the size and scope of the modification, it may be necessary to submit an application for, and obtain, an air construction permit prior to making the desired change. Routine maintenance of equipment will not constitute a modification of this permit.  [Rules 62-4.030, 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]


4.
Hours of Operation.  The hours of operation for this emissions unit shall not exceed 8760 hours/year.  [Rules 62-4.160(2) and 62-210.200(PTE), F.A.C.]

5.
Circumvention.  The owner or operator shall not circumvent any air pollution control equipment or allow the emission of air pollutants without this equipment operating properly.  [Rule 62-210.650, F.A.C.]

6. The Department shall be notified and prior approval shall be obtained for any modifications or revisions deviating from the permittee’s application during this construction project.  [Rules 62-4.030, 62-4.070(1), and 62-4.160(2), f.a.c.]

7.
Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter.  Reasonable precautions to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter at this facility include:

a.)
paving and maintenance of roads, parking areas and yards

b.)
application of water or Department approved suppressants to unpaved roads, C&D debris, materials recovery facility, and the mining of cells 

c.)
control emissions at the facility by posting and enforcing a reasonable speed on landfill roads 

d.)
landscaping or planting of vegetation.

e.)
removal of particulate matter from roads and other unpaved areas

[Rule 62-296.320(4)(c)2., F.A.C.]

8.
The applicant shall retain a Florida registered Professional Engineer for the inspection of the construction of this project.  Upon completion, the engineer shall inspect for conformity to construction permit applications and associated documents.  To apply for a revised Title V Air Operation Permit, an “Application For Air Permit – Long Form” (DEP Form 62‑210.900(1) shall be submitted with the initial Notification of Compliance Status report and the Florida Registered Professional Engineer sealed results no later than 30 calendar days after the end of the compliance date.  The compliance date is specified in Specific Condition A.9.  [Rules 62‑4.030, 62-4.070(3), 62-4.220, and 62-210.300(1), F.A.C.]
Emission Limitations and Standards

9. This construction permit eliminates the emission test requirements defined for the reclaim silos (EU-008) and virgin silos (EU-007) as listed in Specific Condition No.: 13 of Permit No. 0550006-003-AC and in Specific Condition No.: A.11 in Permit No.: 05500006-004-AV, since these are minimal fugitive emissions only.  This is determined because no control device is required for these units and they operate only a few hours or days per month.

10. This permit also eliminates the visible emission test requirements for the four (4) extruders (EU-001, EU-002, EU-003 and EU-004 as originally defined in specific condition A11 of permit No. 0550006-004-AV.  These tests are eliminated because the minimal emissions are fugitive and no stack exists.

Test Methods and Procedures

11.
Emission tests for reclaim silos, EU-008 are not required.  See paragraph 9 above.

12.
If the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in a Department rule or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it shall require the permittee of the emissions unit to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the emissions unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department.  [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]

Recordkeeping and Reporting Requirements

13.
Recordkeeping and Reports.  Records shall be maintained for a minimum of five (5) years and shall be made available to the Department upon request.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
14.
Annual Operating Report.  The permittee shall submit an Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility (DEP Form No. 62-210.900(5)) to the Department annually by March 1 of the following year unless otherwise indicated by permit condition or Department request.  The amounts of butane used and the calculated VOC emissions from the four extruders and fugitive emissions combined, and also from the six ink printers shall be included in the Annual Operating Report (AOR).  [Rules 62-210.300(3)(c)1.h., 62-4.070(3), and 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.]

General Conditions:


An integral part of this permit is the attached 15 General Conditions.  [Rule 62‑4.160, F.A.C.]

GENERAL CONDITIONS:

1.
The terms, conditions, requirements, limitations, and restrictions set forth in this permit are “Permit Conditions" and are binding and enforceable pursuant to Sections 403.161, 403.727, or 403.859 through 403.861, Florida Statutes.  The permittee is placed on notice that the Department will review this permit periodically and may initiate enforcement action for any violation of these conditions.

2.
This permit is valid only for the specific processes and operations applied for and indicated in the approved drawings or exhibits.  Any unauthorized deviation from the approved drawings or exhibits, specifications, or conditions of this permit may constitute grounds for revocation and enforcement action by the Department.

3.
As provided in Subsections 403.087(6) and 403.722(5), Florida Statutes, the issuance of this permit does not convey any vested rights or any exclusive privileges.  Neither does it authorize any injury to public or private property or any invasion of personal rights, nor any infringement of federal, state, or local laws or regulations.  This permit is not a waiver or approval of any other Department permit that may be required for other aspects of the total project which are not addressed in the permit.

4.
This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute State recognition or acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the State.  Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express State opinion as to title.

5.
This permit does not relieve the permittee from liability for harm or injury to human health or welfare, animal, or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this permitted source, or from penalties therefore; nor does it allow the permittee to cause pollution in contravention of Florida Statutes and Department rules, unless specifically authorized by any order from the Department.

6.
The permittee shall properly operate and maintain the facility and systems of treatment and control (and related appurtenances) that are installed or used by the permittee to achieve compliance with the conditions of this permit, as required by Department rules.  This provision includes the operation of backup or auxiliary facilities or similar systems when necessary to achieve compliance with the conditions of the permit and when required by Department rules.

7.
The permittee, by accepting this permit, specifically agrees to allow authorized Department personnel, upon presentation of credentials or other documents as may be required by law and at a reasonable time, access to the premises, where the permitted activity is located or conducted to:

(a)
Have access to and copy any records that must be kept under the conditions of the permit;

(b)
Inspect the facility, equipment, practices, or operations regulated or required under this permit, and,

(c)
Sample or monitor any substances or parameters at any location reasonably necessary to assure compliance with this permit or Department rules.

GENERAL CONDITIONS:

Reasonable time may depend on the nature of the concern being investigated.

8.
If, for any reason, the permittee does not comply with or will be unable to comply with any condition or limitation specified in this permit, the permittee shall immediately provide the 

Department with the following information:

(a)
A description of and cause of non-compliance; and

(b)
The period of noncompliance, including dates and times; or, if not corrected, the anticipated time the noncompliance is expected to continue, and steps being taken to reduce, eliminate, and prevent recurrence of the non-compliance.


The permittee shall be responsible for any and all damages which may result and may be subject to enforcement action by the Department for penalties or revocation of this permit.

9.
In accepting this permit, the permittee understands and agrees that all records, notes, monitoring data and other information relating to the construction or operation of this permitted source which are submitted to the Department may be used by the Department as evidence in any enforcement case involving the permitted source arising under the Florida Statutes or Department rules, except where such use is prescribed by Sections 403.73 and 403.111, Florida Statutes.  Such evidence shall only be used to the extent it is consistent with the Florida Rules of Civil Procedure and appropriate evidentiary rules.

10.
The permittee agrees to comply with changes in Department rules and Florida Statutes after a reasonable time for compliance, provided, however, the permittee does not waive any other rights granted by Florida Statutes or Department rules.

11.
This permit is transferable only upon Department approval in accordance with Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-4.l20 and 62-730.300, F.A.C. as applicable.  The permittee shall be liable for any non-compliance of the permitted activity until the transfer is approved by the Department.

12.
This permit or a copy thereof shall be kept at the work site of the permitted activity.

13.
This permit incorporates the following previously issued determinations:

Determination of Best Available Control Technology (not applicable);

(b)
Determination of Prevention of Significant Deterioration (not applicable); and

(c)
Compliance with New Source Performance Standards (not applicable).

The permittee shall comply with the following:

Upon request, the permittee shall furnish all records and plans required under Department rules.  During enforcement actions, the retention period for all records will be extended automatically unless otherwise stipulated by the Department.

The permittee shall hold at the facility or other location designated by this permit records of all monitoring information (including all calibration and maintenance records and all original strip chart recordings for continuous monitoring instrumentation) required by the permit, copies of all reports required by this permit, and records of all data used to complete the application or this permit.  These materials shall be retained at least three years from the date of the sample, measurement, report, or application unless otherwise specified by Department rule.

Records of monitoring information shall include:

These tests are eliminated because the minimal emissions are fugitive and no stack exists.
