Enclosed is the “Administrative Corrected Final Permit” Number 0550032-008-AO.  This permit is an Operating Permit that combines the renewal of previous Facility Operating Permit No. 0550032-004-AO (Dated February 2000) and Remote Fertilizer Loading Station Operating Permit No. 055032-007-AO (Dated February 16, 2005).  This permit authorizes LESCO, Inc. to operate the Pesticide and Fertilizer Blending Facility and Remote Fertilizer Loading Station at the facility located at 425 Haywood Taylor Blvd., Sebring, Highlands County, Florida.  

The Blending Facility utilizes baghouses and thermal oxidizer for emissions control.  The facility wide emissions of particulate matter (PM) is limited to a maximum of ninety-five (95) tons per year.  The facility wide emissions of Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) shall not exceed 78.1 tons per year, Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs) shall not exceed nine (9) tons per year and Nitrogen Oxides (NOx) shall not exceed fifty-seven (57) tons per year.

The Remote Fertilizer Loading Station, complete with receiving hopper, chain conveyor, bucket elevator and (99% Control Efficiency) dust collector system.  Particulate Matter (PM) emissions shall be limited under the pre-established facility-wide emission limit not to exceed 95 tons per year.  This permit is issued pursuant to Section(s) 403.087, Florida Statutes. 


Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under section 120.68 of the Florida Statutes, by filing a notice of appeal under Rule 9.110 of the Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

Testing of emissions should be conducted with the source operating within 10 percent of its rated capacity.  Testing may be conducted at less than 90 percent of rated capacity, if so, subsequent source operation is limited to up to 110 percent of the test load.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain rated capacity in the permit with prior notification to the Department's South District.  For emission unit EU 010, the maximum throughput rate is 5170 cfm and emission unit EU 011 has a maximum heat input rate, 4 MMBtu/hr at 1600 degrees F, maximum incinerator rate of 12.0 lb/hr and 0.14 tons/day.

Required Sampling Time.

Opacity Compliance Tests.  When EPA Method 9 is specified as the applicable opacity test method, the required minimum period of observation for a compliance test shall be sixty (60) minutes for emissions units which emit or have the potential to emit 100 tons per year or more of particulate matter, and thirty (30) minutes for emissions units which have the potential emissions less than 100 tons per year of particulate matter and are not subject to a multiple-valued opacity standard.  The opacity test observation period shall include the period during which the highest opacity emissions can reasonably be expected to occur.

Visible emissions tests are required to show continuing compliance with the standards of the Department.  The test results must provide reasonable assurance that the unit is capable of compliance at the permitted maximum operating rate.  Tests shall be conducted in accordance with EPA Method 9 as published in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A, or a State approved equivalent method.  Such tests shall be conducted annually within 60 days of the established frequency base date.  The frequency base date is the date of initial compliance testing.

No visible emissions (5 percent opacity), except for visible emissions not exceeding 20 percent opacity, are allowed for up to three (3) minutes in any one (1) hour period for emission unit EU 011.  The test method for visible emissions shall be DEP Method 9.

The owner or operator shall notify the Department, at least fifteen (15) days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin, of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted for the owner or operator.

Tests shall be conducted in accordance with EPA Method 25 or 25A as published in 40 CFR-60, appendix A, or State approved equivalent method.  The Department shall be notified at least fifteen (15) days prior to testing tallow witnessing.  Results shall be submitted to the Department within forty-five (45) days after testing.

These tests shall be in accordance with EPA Method 18 as published in 40CFR-60, Appendix A, or State approved equivalent method.  The Department shall be notified at least fifteen (15) days prior to testing to allow witnessing.  Results shall be submitted to the Department within forty-five (45) days after testing.

GENERAL CONDITIONS:

1.

Any unauthorized deviation from the approved drawings or exhibits, specifications, or conditions of this permit may constitute grounds for revocation and enforcement action by the Department.

3.
As provided in Subsections 403.087(6) and 403.722(5), Florida Statutes, the issuance of this permit does not convey any vested rights or any exclusive privileges.  Neither does it authorize any injury to public or private property or any invasion of personal rights, nor any infringement of federal, state, or local laws or regulations.  This permit is not a waiver or approval of any other Department permit that may be required for other aspects of the total project which are not addressed in the permit.

4.
This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute State recognition or acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the State.  Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express State opinion as to title.

5.
This permit does not relieve the permittee from liability for harm or injury to human health or welfare, animal, or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this permitted source, or from penalties therefore; nor does it allow the permittee to cause pollution in contravention of Florida Statutes and Department rules, unless specifically authorized by any order from the Department.

6.
The permittee shall properly operate and maintain the facility and systems of treatment and control (and related appurtenances) that are installed or used by the permittee to achieve compliance with the conditions of this permit, as required by Department rules.  This provision includes the operation of backup or auxiliary facilities or similar systems when necessary to achieve compliance with the conditions of the permit and when required by Department rules.

7.
The permittee, by accepting this permit, specifically agrees to allow authorized Department personnel, upon presentation of credentials or other documents as may be required by law and at a reasonable time, access to the premises, where the permitted activity is located or conducted to:

The period of noncompliance, including dates and times; or, if not corrected, the anticipated time the noncompliance is expected to continue, and steps being taken to reduce, eliminate, and prevent recurrence of the non-compliance.


The permittee shall be responsible for any and all damages which may result and may be subject to enforcement action by the Department for penalties or revocation of this permit.

9.
In accepting this permit, the permittee understands and agrees that all records, notes, monitoring data and other information relating to the construction or operation of this permitted source which are submitted to the Department may be used by the Department as evidence in any enforcement case involving the permitted source arising under the Florida Statutes or Department rules, except where such use is prescribed by Sections 403.73 and 403.111, Florida Statutes.  Such evidence shall only be used to the extent it is consistent with the Florida Rules of Civil Procedure and appropriate evidentiary rules.

10.
The permittee agrees to comply with changes in Department rules and Florida Statutes after a reasonable time for compliance, provided, however, the permittee does not waive any other rights granted by Florida Statutes or Department rules.

This permit is transferable only upon Department approval in accordance with Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-4.l20 and 62-730.300, F.A.C. as applicable.  The permittee shall be liable for any non-compliance of the permitted activity until the transfer is approved by the Department.
