General Project INFORMATION

Air Pollution Regulations

Projects at stationary sources with the potential to emit air pollution are subject to the applicable environmental laws specified in Section 403 of the Florida Statutes (F.S.).  The statutes authorize the Department of Environmental Protection (Department) to establish regulations regarding air quality as part of the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), which includes the following applicable chapters:  62-4 (Permits); 62-204 (Air Pollution Control – General Provisions); 62-210 (Stationary Sources – General Requirements); 62-212 (Stationary Sources – Preconstruction Review); 62-213 (Operation Permits for Major Sources of Air Pollution); 62-296 (Stationary Sources - Emission Standards); and 62-297 (Stationary Sources – Emissions Monitoring).  Specifically, air construction permits are required pursuant to Rules 62-4, 62-210 and 62-212, F.A.C.

In addition, the U. S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) establishes air quality regulations in Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).  Part 60 specifies New Source Performance Standards (NSPS) for numerous industrial categories.  Part 61 specifies National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) based on specific pollutants.  Part 63 specifies NESHAP based on the Maximum Achievable Control Technology (MACT) for numerous industrial categories.  The Department adopts these federal regulations on a quarterly basis in Rule 62-204.800, F.A.C.

Project Summary:

This project will replace the old worn filter pans and other minor ancillary equipment, as needed, in the “A” Phosphoric Acid Plant (EU No. 004). The proposed replacement pans will increase one dimension by about 1 inch, which will result in an increase of approximately 2% in the surface area and may translate into more efficient filtration.  The project will also allow CF Industries, Inc. to the replace of the existing hood on the belt filter in the “A” Phosphoric Acid Plant. CF industries, Inc. plans to change other minor equipment, piping, valves, etc., as identified for the turnaround. This project will not result in an increase in the plant production rates and is not expected to result in a significant increase in the total fluoride emissions from the unit.
