(a)  Draft Notice of Permit Revision Letter – DEP Project No: 0570008-069-AC:
Revision to Construction Permit 0570008-065-AC for the replacement of baghouses associated with the material handling system to revise Specific Condition No. A.12.
(b)  Revised Draft TV Air Operation Permit Renewal – DEP Project No. 0570008-066-AV

Construction Permit 0570008-065-AC was issued FINAL on 5/27/2010.  The permittee wanted to revise Specific Condition A.12. in Construction Permit 0570008-065-AC through this Construction Permit 0570008-069-AC and incorporate both permits in the Title V Air Operation Renewal Permit 0570008-066-AV.  The revision to Specific Condition A.12 is to do the following:
i. Remove the “Measurement Frequency” column.
ii. Change the visible emission test from “12-minute VE observation, using EPA Method 9” to “minimum limitation of visible emissions shall be provided by VE observation using EPA Method 22”.

Since the specific condition was established by a construction permit (0570008-065-AC), a notice of permit revision is required to revise it (0570008-069-AC).
The Department received comments from EPC regarding the replacement of 12-minute VE observation using EPA Method 9 by the VE observation using EPA Method 22. The permit sets the Minimum Limitation as “No Visible Emissions” in Specific Condition No. A.12. of Construction Permit No. 0570008-065-AC.  Furthermore, the concern and suggestion Diana Lee expressed in her e-mail is addressed in Section 4, Appendix B: General Conditions 8a. and 8b. and is part of the permit 0570008-065-AC as shown below:
8. If, for any reason, the permittee does not comply with or will be unable to comply with any condition or limitation specified in this permit, the permittee shall immediately provide the Department with the following information:

a. A description of and cause of noncompliance; and

b. The period of noncompliance, including dates and times; or, if not corrected, the anticipated time the noncompliance is expected to continue, and steps being taken to reduce, eliminate, and prevent recurrence of the noncompliance. The permittee shall be responsible for any and all damages which may result and may be subject to enforcement action by the Department for penalties or for revocation of this permit.

The above general conditions 8a. and 8b. correspond to Appendix RR2.b.(1) and (2) in Title V Appendices which are part of the Title V Air Operation Permit.

Based on the above, any additional operation/corrective action plan to be applicable for only this section of the permit will be inconsistent with the rest of the permit.
As was discussed with Cindy Zhang-Torres, P.E., Air Permitting Manager, the notice of permit revision will be accomplished by a “From - To” AC revision letter in order to limit the scope of what is being opened for public comment and petition to just the proposed revisions to Specific Condition No. A.12. of Construction Permit 0570008-065-AC.
The public notice of the construction permit revision is combined with the public notice for the revised Title V Air Operation Renewal Project 0570008-066-AV.
This memo serves as the technical evaluation and preliminary determination for this project as there is no change in potential emissions; and there is no rule applicability issues associated with making the requested change to the construction permit other than what’s discussed above.
I recommend that this Draft Notice of Permit Revision and Revised Draft Title V Air Operation Permit Renewal package be sent out as attached and submit it for your review and approval.
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
