Attached is Final Permit No. 0570024-015-AC for the construction and modification of the marine vessel unloading operations at the Tampaplex terminal.  This permit is being re-issued due to the fact that the facility allowed the original construction permit to expire.  Permit No. 0570024-013-AC expired on April 1, 2008.  The current Tampa Bay Stevedores operation (Facility ID 0570377) will be incorporated into the Tampaplex facility (0570024).  

The stevedoring operation consists of three cranes, which are utilized in a bulk material loading/unloading operation.  At the Tampaplex location, only two cranes will be utilized at any given time.  The Tampaplex facility will handle all material by conveying systems to the stockpiles.
The facility published the Public Notice in The St. Petersburg Times on September 13, 2008.  No comments from the facility or the public were received.
Based on our review, we recommend approval of the above referenced permit.

         Project: Material Handling System
This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

For the construction and modification of the marine vessel unloading operations at the Tampaplex terminal.  The current Tampa Bay Stevedores operation (Facility ID 0570377) will be incorporated into the Tampaplex facility (0570024).  

The Tampa Bay Stevedoring operation is moveable between the berths described in permit 0570377-006-AO.  The Tampaplex facility will use the new unloading system (described below) at the Tampaplex site for most of its materials being handled.  However, some materials, such as polymer-applied bauxite, pose operational difficulty when handling through a conveyor system due to the material’s inability to adequately flow through the system.  If use of the conveyor system is determined to be infeasible after trial; then, Kinder Morgan will utilize the stevedoring methods to transport the material directly from crane clamshell to truck.  Under no circumstances will material be stockpiled at the dock.  The other sites will still use the stevedoring methods described in permit 0570377-006-AO.  When Kinder Morgan applies for the Title V revision, the stevedoring aspects will be incorporated for the other berths.
The stevedoring operation consists of three cranes, which are utilized in a bulk material loading/unloading operation.  At the Tampaplex location, only two cranes will be utilized at any given time.  
Tampaplex operation:

The facility will utilize two cranes to unload material via clamshell into two receiving hoppers (RH-01 and RH-02) which are located above a single belt conveyor (BC-01).  These hoppers are moveable along the belt conveyor alongside the marine vessel.  BC-01 feeds to a Radial Switch Stacker RS-01.  RS-01 feeds either Grass Hopper Belt Conveyor PC-01 or Belt Conveyor BC-02 in the following scenarios:

From PC-01, material is fed to Grass Hopper Belt Conveyor PC-02.  PC-02 feeds Radial Stacker RS-02.  Radial Stacker RS-02 then is fed to the Fines Storage Pile; or,
From BC-02, material is fed to Belt Conveyor BC-03.  BC-03 is fed to the Dual Wing Stacker.  The Dual Wing Stacker is fed to the North and/or South Storage Pile.

Particulate matter emissions from transfer points are controlled by the use of water sprays.  The conveyors will have 180 degree covers except for BC-01 and BC-03.  Conveyor BC-01 will have side skirts.  Conveyor BC-03 has side skirts only at the loading point because it is equipped with a moveable dual-wing stacker that travels along the length of the conveyor, which prevents the installation of covers or side skirts along that length.   The material shall be sufficiently wetted prior to reaching BC-03 so as to minimize emissions where covers or side skirts are not utilized.
The facility will pave the haul roads through the middle of the storage pile area and to the north of the storage pile area.  The facility will also install a truck wheel wash to remove particulate prior to haul trucks leaving the site.
Fugitive emissions from the storage piles will be controlled by spray guns.

Total particulate matter emissions from the facility are listed in the previous construction permit as 97.5 tons per 12 consecutive month period using a 1 lb/ton of material transferred emission factor and 70 percent control for water sprays and other emission controls.  The permittee has requested the installation of a covered conveyor system in addition to improved water sprays to increase the control to 90 percent, which results in a reduction in overall emissions.  In order to establish a federally enforceable throughput limitation, EU 104 (Stevedoring Operations) is limited the following throughput per 12 month consecutive period:
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Where,

X = tons of material unloaded via clamshell by Tampa Bay Stevedores, not located on the Tampaplex site proper, but at other berths listed by Permit of Tampa Bay Stevedores.
Y= tons of material unloaded via conveyor system by Tampa Bay the Stevedores at Tampaplex site

In order to establish federally enforceable limitations, the following conditions must be met:  
A)  The maximum throughput of the conveying system is 1000 tons per hour of material.

B)  The conveyors shall have 180 degree covers except for BC-01 and BC-03.  Conveyor BC-01 will have side skirts.  Conveyor BC-03 has side skirts only at the loading point because it is equipped with a moveable dual-wing stacker that travels along the length of the conveyor, which prevents the installation of covers or side skirts along that length.   The material shall be sufficiently wetted prior to reaching BC-03 so as to minimize emissions where covers or side skirts are not utilized.
C)  The hoppers shall be equipped with wind shields and the material drop height minimized to the extent practicable. In no case shall the drop height be greater than 15 feet or above the top of the wind shields.
D)  In order to determine the optimum dust suppression system settings during material unloading Kinder Morgan shall develop a Dust Suppression System Operation Plan.  This Plan shall be developed on a per-material basis and will include, but is not be limited to the recording of the following data: the material being transferred, moisture content of material, material transfer rate, weather conditions, and the water flow rate at each material transfer point, along with the number of nozzles required for operation at each transfer point to ensure compliance with the 5% opacity standard.  Visible emission testing shall be performed during the development of this Plan to determine and record the specific flow rates and number of nozzles required for operation at each material transfer point to ensure compliance with the 5% opacity standard.  The results of the visible emission testing performed during the development of the Operation Plan do not need to be submitted for review by the Environmental Protection Commission but shall be kept on-site and made available upon request.  The Operation Plan shall be updated as material unloading conditions warrant to ensure visible emission compliance.  The permittee shall install, calibrate, and maintain flow meters for Emission Points 1 through 11 of Emission Unit 104.
E)  The haul road down the middle of the storage pile area and to the north of the storage pile area shall be paved and maintained.
F)  A truck wash station shall be installed so that each truck leaving exits through a washing station.
G)  The permittee may operate a maximum of two cranes with the conveying system
H)  No blowers shall be used in the vessel holds.

I)  The permittee shall give prior notification and obtain approval from the EPCHC for the loading and/or unloading of any new material not identified in Appendix A. 

J)  Cover all trucks with tarps prior to departing the facility.
K)  The unbound (sorbed) moisture percent in petroleum coke shall not be less than 4%.

[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

In order to ensure compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 6 and 7, the permittee shall maintain a recordkeeping system.  The records shall be maintained onsite for five years and shall be made available upon request to any local, state, or federal air pollution agency upon request.   All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provision in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including, but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alterations, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling. Compliance with Specific Condition No. 5 shall be demonstrated by testing the dustiest material handled during the previous twelve months. The test shall be conducted annually on or within 60 days prior to November 30. The dustiest material routinely handled by the facility is coal/petcoke (though that material does not have to be tested, if it was not handled in the previous 12 months). The permittee shall conduct one test for each mode of material handling which is employed (i.e. shiphold, crane to hopper, hopper to conveyor etc.). Each VE observation shall be made at the point of highest opacity from each mode of material handling. For example, if more than one crane is operating, the VE observation shall be made on the crane that has the highest opacity. The same observation methodology shall apply for each of the other modes. Submit two copies of test data to the Air Management Division of the EPC within forty-five days of such testing. Testing procedures shall be consistent with the requirements of Rule 62-297, F.A.C. [Rule 62-4.070, F.A.C.]
12.
Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of rated capacity described as handling 1000 tons/hour of the material being tested.  If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the source may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  Failure to submit the input rates and actual operating conditions may invalidate the test. [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310(2)(b), F.A.C.]

13.
Compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition No. 5 shall be determined using EPA Method 9 contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  The Method 9 test shall be at least 30 minutes in duration.  The minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities, source sampling and reporting, shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A. [Rules 62-297 and 62-297.310(4)(a)2, F.A.C.]
14.
The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9., F.A.C]
15.
When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]

16.
The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200(205), F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

A)  Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment.

B)  Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.

C)  The use of materials and fuels other than those authorized in this permit.

17.
If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Air Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]

18.
Submit to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility", for the preceding calendar year.  The annual operating report for calendar year 2008 shall be submitted to the EPCHC by April 1 of 2009.  Subsequent annual operating reports following the submittal date of April 1, 2009, shall be submitted each year by May 1.  [Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.]
19.
An application for a Title V Air Operation Permit Revision shall be submitted to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County at least ninety (90) days before expiration of this air construction permit but no later than 180 days after commencing operation of the new and/or modified units, whichever occurs first.  Along with the application, the permittee shall submit final design information on the conveying and water spray systems (with drawings), including but not limited to, belt width, belt speed, motor horsepower, and range of drop heights.  [Rule 62-213.420(1)(a)2., F.A.C.]
