	Final Permit No. 0570024-016-AC

Attached is Final Permit No. 0570024-016-AC that is being issued concurrently with Permit No. 0570024-014-AV to Kinder Morgan Tampaplex located at 4801 Port Sutton Road, Tampa.  This permit establishes a new potential to emit for particulate matter (PM) emissions for the stevedoring operation and the Tampaplex Terminal; authorizes handling of new materials; and authorizes the use of a sliding scale throughput for the stevedoring operation.  The facility consists of truck and railcar unloading operations, a ship loading operation, silo and building storage for phosphate rock, animal feed ingredient (AFI), fertilizer products (MAP, DAP, GTSP) and other bulk materials.  In addition, the facility operates a marine vessel (stevedoring) loading and unloading operation of various bulk materials.  

The facility published the Public Notice in The St. Petersburg Times on August 3, 2009.  Comments were submitted by the facility and are addressed in the Final Determination.  The comments were not considered significant enough to re-issue the DRAFT Permit.

Based on our review, we recommend approval of the above referenced permit as drafted.

FINAL DETERMINATION

	The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County mailed a public notice package on June 25, 2009 that included an Intent to Issue Air Construction Permit No. 0570024-016-AC to Kinder Morgan Terminals, Tampaplex located at 4801 Port Sutton Road, Tampa, Hillsborough County.  The air construction permit establishes a new potential to emit for particulate matter (PM) emissions for the stevedoring operation and the Tampaplex Terminal; authorizes handling of new materials; and authorizes the use of a sliding scale throughput for the stevedoring operation.  

	The Public Notice of Intent to Issue was published in The St. Petersburg Times on August 3, 2009.  


COMMENTS/CHANGES

	Comments were received from the facility and the DRAFT Permit was changed.  Comments were not received from the public.  The comments were not considered significant enough to re-issue the DRAFT Permit and require another Public Notice.  Listed below is each comment and a response to each one in the order that the comment was received.  The comment(s) will not be restated but are summarized.  Where duplicative comments exist, the original response is referenced.

A.  Email from Dave Cibik on behalf of Kinder Morgan dated and received on July 17, 2009.

Comment No. 1.  The Blackpoint Storage Building was not included in the process description.  The storage building is located on a Kinder Morgan land parcel west of the Tampaplex facility, across the TECO discharge slip, and will be used to store both bulk and bagged product. 

Response:  The Blackpoint Storage Building was inadvertently left out of the process description.  The storage building is added to Paragraph 8 of the process description as shown below.  The building will only be permitted to store bagged material.  However, according to Kinder Morgan, the facility currently is storing about 1200 tons of bulk salt in the building.  The material is brought in by front end loader and loaded into trucks.  Kinder Morgan stated that this is temporary and will be submitting a permit exemption request for this one time handling of this material.  Therefore, the process description will reflect that this building can only handle bagged material, which is not a source of emissions.

Add to Paragraph 8 of the process description:
Material is also stored in the Blackpoint Storage Building, located on a Kinder Morgan land parcel west of the Tampaplex facility, across the TECO discharge slip.  The Blackpoint Storage Building is used to store bagged product only. 

Comment No. 2.  Kinder Morgan requests to change the description of EU 008 – AFI material handling to allow the handling of any material through this emission unit.  

Response:  Because the potential emissions of the Tampaplex site are based on the allowable grain loading emission rate of the baghouses and scrubbers controlling the operations, regardless of the type of material handled, the emission unit is changed as follows to allow handling of all of the materials listed in the Material Handling List through this emission unit.  In addition, Paragraph 5 of the process description, and Specific Condition Nos. D.1. and D.9. are changed as follows to incorporate this change.
From:
EU 008 - Animal Feed Ingredient Handling and Storage Silos

To:
EU 008 - Material Handling and Storage Silos

The AFI material handling and storage operation (EU 008) consists of a truck unloading station, three storage silos, and a transfer conveyor system.  AFI is conveyed from the truck unloading station to three storage silos using Conveyor Belt No. C92.  When the material is ready for shiploading, it is unloaded from the silos and conveyed to Conveyor Belt No. C12 using Conveyor Belt No. C93, and then conveyed to Conveyor Belt Nos. C13, and C14 prior to loading on the ship.  Particulate matter emissions generated during the loading of any silo are controlled by a common Mikro-Pulsaire baghouse.  Particulate matter emissions from the conveyor transfer point (C93 to C12) and the truck unloading station are controlled through the use of partial enclosures.  

To:
The material handling and storage operation (EU 008) consists of a truck unloading station, three storage silos, and a transfer conveyor system.  Material is conveyed from the truck unloading station to three storage silos using Conveyor Belt No. C92.  When the material is ready for shiploading, it is unloaded from the silos and conveyed to Conveyor Belt No. C12 using Conveyor Belt No. C93, and then conveyed to Conveyor Belt Nos. C13, and C14 prior to loading on the ship.  Particulate matter emissions generated during the loading of any silo are controlled by a common Mikro-Pulsaire baghouse.  Particulate matter emissions from the conveyor transfer point (C93 to C12) and the truck unloading station are controlled through the use of partial enclosures.

D.1.  Capacity.  The maximum material handling rate shall not exceed 120 tons per hour and 300,000 tons per year of animal feed ingredient for any 12 consecutive month period.
[Rules 62-210.200, Definitions - (PTE) and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Construction Permit AC29-22822]

To:
D.1.  Capacity.  The maximum material handling rate shall not exceed 120 tons per hour and 300,000 tons per year for any 12 consecutive month period.
[Rules 62-210.200, Definitions - (PTE) and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Construction Permit AC29-22822]

From:
D.9. Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of the maximum handling rate of 120 tons per hour of animal feed ingredient.  

To:
D.9. Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of the maximum handling rate of 120 tons per hour of material.

Comment No. 3.  Specific Condition Nos. 19. and H.2. require millscale and Group IX materials to be treated with water or a dust suppressant prior to handling at the facility.  Kinder Morgan requests that the condition be changed to allow the facility to wet the material at the first transfer point and at subsequent material transfer points as required to meet the 5% opacity standard.  
Response:   Because it may not be possible to treat the material with a water or dust suppressant prior to being unloaded from the shiphold, the conditions are changed as requested.

	B)  Millscale shall be treated with water or a dust suppressant prior to handling at the facility
C)  All materials in Group IX shall be treated with a dust suppressant prior to handling at the facility

To:
19.	The permittee shall handle the following materials at the Tampaplex site and at all Stevedoring locations.
[Rule 62-4.07(1), F.A.C. and Application Received October 8, 2007]
	
	B)  Millscale shall be treated with water or a dust suppressant at the first material transfer point and subsequent material transfer points as necessary to meet the 5% opacity standard.  
C)  All materials in Group IX shall be treated with a dust suppressant at the first material transfer point and subsequent material transfer points as necessary to meet the 5% opacity standard.

CONCLUSION
	The final action of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County is to issue the permit, with any changes noted above.

Enclosed is Permit No. 0570024-016-AC to establish a new potential to emit for particulate matter (PM) emissions for the stevedoring operation and the Tampaplex Terminal; to authorize handling additional material; and to authorize the use of a sliding scale throughput for the stevedoring operation. The Notice of Appeal must be filed within 30 days from the date this Notice is filed with the clerk of the EPC.
