Attached are DRAFT Permit Nos. 0570028-032-AC and 0570028-033-AV for the after-the-fact modification of the Gypsum Board Manufacturing Operations.  These permits are being co-issued since the changes authorized by Permit No. 0570028-032-AC are only adjustments to the limits stated in the current permit and do not require any additional compliance testing.  Permit No. 0570028-033-AV incorporates Permit Nos. 0570028-031-AC and 0570028-032-AC.  Permit No. 0570028-031-AC was issued for the use of an additional raw material to add moisture resistance to the drywall.  The raw material, silicone additive (SILRES BS 94), is added into the process at the “Pin Mixer” (EU Nos. 038 and 027) as part of the slurry which cures to make the gypsum wallboard.  This modification primarily affects the two kilns, as volatile organic compounds (VOCs) and hazardous air pollutants (HAPs), which include formaldehyde, methanol and carbon disulfide, are emitted as a result of volatilization due to the high temperatures in the kilns.
Permit No. 0570028-031-AC required testing of the kiln exhaust in order to determine site specific emission factors for VOC and HAP emissions and to calculate the potential to emit as a result of using the new additive.  The testing was performed, and based on the results the facility has requested adjustments in the throughput limits to help ensure that the facility does not become a major source of HAP emissions.  These adjustments in throughput limits and more site-specific potential-to-emit specifications for VOCs and HAPs are authorized in Permit No. 0570028-032-AC.  Therefore, Permit No. 0570028-033-AV formally recognizes the addition of the “specialty” board as part of the process and includes the changes in VOC and HAP PTEs and throughput limits specified by Permit No. 0570028-032-AC.
 Gypsum Board Manufacturing Kilns 

Stucco is conveyed from the Board Plant Storage Silos to two (2) Pin Mixers where additives are combined with the stucco and water. The slurry from the Pin Mixers, designated as the No. 1 BP Pin Mixer (EU No. 038) and the No. 2 BP Pin Mixer (EU No. 027), is gravity fed onto a paper bed, where the top paper is added and glue is applied to seal the paper sides. A flour paste is used to glue the paper ends together. Particulate matter emissions from the No. 1 BP Pin Mixer are controlled by a Ducon 2300 ACFM Scrubber. Particulate matter emissions from No. 2 BP Pin Mixer are controlled by a Ducon 800 ACFM Scrubber.

The wallboard is sent to either of two (2) kilns where it is dried and conveyed to the board sawing area, trimmed, and bundled for shipment. Kiln No. 1 (EU No. 047) has ten decks and three zones which vent through two exhaust stacks installed in zones 2 and 3. Kiln No. 2 (EU No. 034) has eight decks and four zones which vent through four exhaust stacks. Each zone in Kiln No. 2 has two natural gas fired burners and Kiln No. 1 has one natural gas burner per zone.  Emissions from each kiln are not controlled.

The new construction permit increases the permitted throughput for the specialty boards from 274,000 ton/yr (as specified in Permit No. 0570028-031-AC) to 360,000 ton/yr.  The overall wallboard production limit remained at a maximum of 600,000 ton/yr for regular and specialty boards combined.  With the new throughput limits requested in the application, and using the site-specific emission factors for VOCs and HAPs as determined by the April 2008 stack tests, the potential emissions from the kilns are calculated to be 9.5 TPY PM, 92.4 TPY NOx, 0.3 TPY SO2, 37.9 TPY VOC, 10.4 TPY total HAP, and the maximum individual HAP is formaldehyde at 8.8 TPY.
Some additional changes were made with this project as follows:

1. The opacity limit for Kiln No. 2 (EU034) was changed from 20% to 5% in both the construction and operating permits based on the requirements of Rule 62-296.712, F.A.C.

2. The total facility-wide particulate matter (PM) limit as specified in Specific Condition No. A.8. of the current operating permit (Permit No. 0570028-030-AV) states 244.1 ton/yr.  However, based on a review of that permit’s file, a calculation error was noted and the revision should have resulted in a total PM limit of 242.2 ton/yr.  Although this project doesn’t affect total PM emissions, the facility-wide total was changed to 242.2 ton/yr to correctly reflect the emission total.
3. The Renewal Application due date was changed based on rule revisions effective March 16, 2008.  The timely renewal application must now be submitted 225 days prior to the expiration of a permit rather than 180 days as previously required.
4. Also changed with the Title V permit based on recent rule revisions was the extension AOR due date to May 1st for reporting year 2008, and April 1st for reporting year 2009 and beyond.
The facility is a major source for Title V purposes because emissions from the facility has the potential to exceed 100 tons per year of PM, NOx and SO2.  
Based on our review, we recommend the issuance of this construction permit.

In addition to the emission factors above, a production rate of 360,000 tons of dry board per year for Specialty Board (with silicone additive) and a production rate of 240,000 tons of dry board per year for Regular Board were used to calculate the PTE’s.

VOCs from the kilns along with the fuel burning VOC of the facility are considered to be all the VOC emissions that are emitted from the facility.  Total facility-wide VOC PTE was calculated to be 41.7 TPY, which includes the kilns, calcidynes, and other fuel burning equipment.

Inventory of Title III pollutants is estimated to be less than 10 TPY (none) individually and less than 25 TPY (none) collectively.

INTENT TO ISSUE AN AIR CONSTRUCTION PERMIT AND A TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT REVISION

The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC), as delegated by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) gives notice of its intent to issue an Air Construction Permit and a Title V Air Operation Permit Revision (copy of DRAFT Permits attached) for the Title V source detailed in the application specified above, for the reasons stated below.

The applicant, New NGC, Inc., d/b/a National Gypsum Company, applied on June 16, 2008, to the permitting authority for an Air Construction Permit and a Title V Air Operation Permit Revision for their gypsum board manufacturing plant located at 6110 Commerce Street, Tampa, Hillsborough County.

The construction permit authorizes changes in the throughput limits at the facility including the adjustment of VOC and HAP potential-to-emit limits established based on stack testing required by Permit No. 0570028-031-AC.  The revision permit documents this change and incorporates the remainder of Construction Permit No. 0570028-031-AC.


The facility is a major source for Title V purposes because emissions from the facility has the potential to exceed 100 tons per year of PM, NOx and SO2.  

The permitting authority has permitting jurisdiction under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210 and 62-213.  This source is not exempt from Title V permitting procedures.  The permitting authority has determined that an Air Construction Permit and a Title V Air Operation Permit Revision is required to commence or continue operations at the described facility.


The permitting authority intends to issue the Air Construction Permit and thes Title V Air Operation Permit Revision based on the belief that reasonable assurances have been provided to indicate that operation of the source will not adversely impact air quality, and the source will comply with all appropriate provisions of Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-256, 62-257, 62-281, 62-296, and 62-297, F.A.C.


Pursuant to Sections 403.815 and 403.087, F.S., and Rules 62-110.106 and 62-210.350(3), F.A.C., you (the applicant) are required to publish at your own expense the enclosed “PUBLIC NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE AN Air Construction Permit AND A TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT REVISION.”  The notice shall be published one time only as soon as possible in the legal advertisement section of a newspaper of general circulation in the area affected.  For the purpose of these rules, "publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the area affected" means publication in a newspaper meeting the requirements of Sections 50.011 and 50.031, F.S., in the county where the activity is to take place.  If you are uncertain that a newspaper meets these requirements, please contact the permitting authority at the address or telephone number listed below.  The applicant shall provide proof of publication to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, 3629 Queen Palm Drive, Tampa, FL  33619 (Telephone:  813/627-2600; Fax:  813/627-2660), within 7 (seven) days of publication pursuant to Rule 62-110.106(5), F.A.C.  Failure to publish the notice and provide proof of publication may result in the denial of the permit pursuant to Rule 62-110.106(11), F.A.C.
The permitting authority will issue the Air Construction Permit and the PROPOSED Operating Permit, and subsequent FINAL Operating Permit, in accordance with the conditions of the attached DRAFT Title V Air Operation Permit Revision unless a response received in accordance with the following procedures results in a different decision or significant change of terms or conditions.


The permitting authority will accept written comments concerning the proposed Air Construction Permit issuance action for a period of 14 (fourteen) days from the date of publication of the “PUBLIC NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE AN AIR CONSTRUCTION PERMIT AND A TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT REVISION.”  Written comments should be provided to the permitting authority office.  Any written comments filed shall be made available for public inspection.  If written comments received result in a significant change in this Draft Air Construction Permit, the permitting authority shall issue a Revised Draft Construction Permit and require, if applicable, another Public Notice.

The permitting authority will accept written comments concerning the proposed Title V Air Operation Permit Revision issuance action for a period of 30 (thirty) days from the date of publication of the “PUBLIC NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE AN AIR CONSTRUCTION PERMIT AND A TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT REVISION.”  Written comments should be provided to the permitting authority office.  Any written comments filed shall be made available for public inspection.  If written comments received result in a significant change in this DRAFT Permit, the permitting authority shall issue a Revised DRAFT Permit and require, if applicable, another Public Notice.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the EPC at 3629 Queen Palm Dr., Tampa, Florida 33619, Phone 813-627-2600, Fax 813-627-2660.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of publication of the public notice or within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent, whichever occurs first.  Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.; or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205, F.A.C.


A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based must contain the following information:

(a) The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;

(b) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the EPC’s determination;

(c) A statement of how and when the petitioner received notice of the EPC action;

(d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate;

(e) A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action;

(f) A statement of specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules and statutes; and

(g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.


A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301, F.A.C.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice of intent. Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.


This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition, this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.


In addition to the above, a person subject to regulation has a right to apply to the Department of Environmental Protection for a variance from or waiver of the requirements of particular rules, on certain conditions, under Section 120.542, F.S.  The relief provided by this state statute applies only to state rules, not statutes, and not to any federal regulatory requirements.  Applying for a variance or waiver does not substitute or extend the time for filing a petition for an administrative hearing or exercising any other right that a person may have in relation to the action proposed in this notice of intent.


The application for a variance or waiver is made by filing a petition with the Office of General Counsel of the Department of Environmental Protection, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, FL  32399-3000.  The petition must specify the following information:

(a) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner,

(b) The name, address, and telephone number of the attorney or qualified representative of the petitioner, if any,

(c) Each rule or portion of a rule from which a variance or waiver is requested,

(d) The citation to the statute underlying (implemented by) the rule identified in (c) above,

(e) The type of action requested,

(f) The specific facts that would justify a variance or waiver for the petitioner,

(g) The reason why the variance or waiver would serve the purposes of the underlying statute (implemented by the rule), and

(h) A statement whether the variance or waiver is permanent or temporary and, if temporary, a statement of the dates showing the duration of the variance or waiver requested.


The Department will grant a variance or waiver when the petition demonstrates both that the application of the rule would create a substantial hardship or violate principles of fairness, as each of the those terms is defined in Section 120.542(2), F.S., and that the purpose of the underlying statute will be or has been achieved by other means by the petitioner.


Persons subject to regulation pursuant to any federally delegated or approved air program should be aware that Florida is specifically not authorized to issue variances or waivers from any requirements of any such federally delegated or approved program.  The requirements of the program remain fully enforceable by the Administrator of United States Environmental Protection Agency and by any person under the Clean Air Act unless and until the Administrator separately approves any variance or waiver in accordance with the procedures of the federal program.


Any person listed below may request to obtain additional information, a copy of the application (except for information entitled to confidential treatment pursuant to Section 403.111, F.S.), all relevant supporting materials, and all other materials available to the EPC that are relevant to the permit decision.  Interested persons may contact Diana M. Lee, P.E., at the above address or call (813) 627-2600, for additional information.


Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statues, by filing a notice of appeal under rule 9.110 of the Florida rules of Appellate Procedure with the EPC’s Legal Office at 3629 Queen Palm Dr., Tampa, Florida 33619 and with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, Mail Station 35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate district court of appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.


Finally, pursuant to 42 United States Code (U.S.C.) Section 7661d(b)(2), any person may petition the Administrator of the EPA within 60 (sixty) days of the expiration of the Administrator's 45 (forty-five) day review period as established at 42 U.S.C. Section 7661d(b)(1), to object to issuance of any permit.  Any petition shall be based only on objections to the permit that were raised with reasonable specificity during the 30 (thirty) day public comment period provided in this notice, unless the petitioner demonstrates to the Administrator of the EPA that it was impracticable to raise such objections within the comment period or unless the grounds for such objection arose after the comment period.  Filing of a petition with the Administrator of the EPA does not stay the effective date of any permit properly issued pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.  Petitions filed with the Administrator of EPA must meet the requirements of 42 U.S.C. Section 7661d(b)(2) and must be filed with the Administrator of the EPA at: U.S. EPA, 401 M Street, S.W., Washington, D.C.  20460.

A Best Available Control Technology (BACT) determination was not required.


The permitting authority will issue the Final Air Construction Permit and the PROPOSED Title V Air Operation Permit Revision and subsequent FINAL Title V Air Operation Permit Revision, in accordance with the conditions of the DRAFT Permits unless a response received in accordance with the following procedures results in a different decision or significant change of terms or conditions.

The permitting authority will accept written comments concerning the proposed Air Construction Permit issuance action for a period of 14 (fourteen) days from the date of publication of the “PUBLIC NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE AN AIR CONSTRUCTION PERMIT AND A TITLE V AIR OPERATION PERMIT REVISION.”  Written comments should be provided to the permitting authority office. Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it. (d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact.  If there are none, the petition must so indicate;

(e) A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC proposed action;

(f) A statement of specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules and statutes; and
(g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.


A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice of intent.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

This permit is for the modification of the throughput limits and associated potential emissions at the gypsum board manufacturing plant.  This modification is a follow-up to Permit No. 0580028-031-AC, which authorized the after-the-fact use of an additional raw material to add moisture resistance to the drywall.  The raw material, silicone additive (SILRES BS 94), is added into the process at the “Pin Mixer” (EU Nos. 038 and 027) as part of the slurry which cures to make the gypsum wallboard.  The addition of this additive primarily affects the two kilns, as volatile organic compounds (VOCs) and hazardous air pollutants (HAPs), which include formaldehyde, methanol and carbon disulfide, are emitted as a result of volatilization due to the high temperatures in the kilns.  Stack testing required by Permit No. 0580028-031-AC established site-specific emission factors for VOC and HAP emissions being released from the kilns.
This permit increases the permitted throughput for the specialty boards from 274,000 ton/yr (as specified in Permit No. 0570028-031-AC) to 360,000 ton/yr.  The overall wallboard production limit remains at a maximum of 600,000 ton/yr for regular and specialty boards combined. 
Gypsum Board Manufacturing Kilns 

Stucco is conveyed from the Board Plant Storage Silos to two (2) Pin Mixers where additives are combined with the stucco and water. The slurry from the Pin Mixers, designated as the No. 1 BP Pin Mixer (EU No. 038) and the No. 2 BP Pin Mixer (EU No. 027), is gravity fed onto a paper bed, where the top paper is added and glue is applied to seal the paper sides. A flour paste is used to glue the paper ends together. Particulate matter emissions from the No. 1 BP Pin Mixer are controlled by a Ducon 2300 ACFM Scrubber. Particulate matter emissions from No. 2 BP Pin Mixer are controlled by a Ducon 800 ACFM Scrubber.

The wallboard is sent to either of two (2) kilns where it is dried and conveyed to the board sawing area, trimmed, and bundled for shipment. Kiln No. 1 (EU No. 047) has ten decks and three zones which vent through two exhaust stacks installed in zones 2 and 3. Kiln No. 2 (EU No. 034) has eight decks and four zones which vent through four exhaust stacks. Each zone in Kiln No. 2 has two natural gas fired burners and Kiln No. 1 has one natural gas burner per zone.  Emissions from each kiln are not controlled.

The kilns are subject to PM-RACT (Rule 62-296.712, F.A.C.) for Miscellaneous Manufacturing Process Operations.  Both kilns exhaust are subject to a 5% opacity limit as specified in Rule 62-296.712(2), F.A.C.
