Since GAF requested emission limits to establish the facility as a synthetic minor, it is exempt from the NESHAP for Asphalt Roofing and Processing (40 CFR 63, Subpart LLLLL).

Based on our review, we recommend the permit be issued as drafted. Please note that GAF also has a construction permit application (0570056-018-AC) under review.

Enclosed is Permit Number 0570056-017-AF to operate an asphalt roofing manufacturing facility, issued pursuant to Section 403.087, Florida Statutes.  Please read this new permit thoroughly as there are changes from the previous permit.

The EPC will issue the final permit with the attached conditions unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Section 120.569 and 120.57 F.S. before the deadline for filing a petition.  The procedures for petitioning for a hearing are set forth below.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the EPC at 1900 9th Avenue, Tampa, Florida 33605, Phone 813-272-5960, Fax 813-272-5157.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent. Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this permit.  Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.
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A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205 of the F.A.C.


A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based must contain the following information:

(a)  The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;

(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the EPC’s determination;

(c)  A statement of how and when the petitioner received notice of the EPC action;

(d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate;

(e)  A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action;

(f)  A statement of specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action; and

(g)  A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.

     A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice. Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.
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This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition, this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.


Any person listed below may request to obtain additional information, a copy of the application (except for information entitled to confidential treatment pursuant to Section 403.111, F.S.), all relevant supporting materials, and all other materials available to the EPC that are relevant to the permit decision.  Interested persons may contact Alice H. Harman, P.E., at the above address or call (813) 272-5530, for additional information.

     Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statues, by filing a notice of appeal under rule 9.110 of the Florida rules of Appellate Procedure with the EPC’s Legal Office at 1900 9th Ave., Tampa, Florida 33605 and with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, Mail Station 35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate district court of appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

For a Federally Enforceable State Operating Permit for an asphalt roofing manufacturing facility.  The operation is described as follows:

A roll of fiberglass mat is unwound at a design rate of 650 ft./min. and coated with asphalt prior to the addition of sand and granules. The granulated mat is cooled, sealed and cut to size for resale.  The operation of specific processes and the associated control equipment involved are summarized as follows:

Asphalt is received by tanker trucks and stored on-site in a 120,000 gallon asphalt flux tank at 220° F.  The flux is transferred to a preheating tank (450° F) prior to oxidation in one of two blow stills (Point ID's #04 and #09).  Each 20,000 gallon batch is oxidized for 2.5 hours (average), and approximately 1,314 batches are blown per year. This corresponds to a process rate of 12 tons/hr.  Fumes generated during batch oxidation of the asphalt are directed to a 9 MMBTU/hr. natural gas fired fume incinerator (F-1).  After oxidation, the asphalt is transferred to Coating Storage and awaits production.  Coating storage consists of two banks of storage tanks.  Asphalt destined for built-up roofing application is primarily stored in the tanks located west of the still yard.  Asphalt used for mat coating is generally stored in the tanks south of the still yard.

The asphalt is pumped into the manufacturing building where it is mixed with limestone and applied to a fiberglass mat in the Asphalt Mat Coater (Point ID #01).   The asphalt/limestone mixture is spread evenly across the mat with two knives at a design rate of 32.8 tons/hr. Fumes and particulate matter emissions generated during mat coating are directed to a single bank of cells 20,000 ACFM United Air Specialists "Smog Hog" Model MS-20-119157-3 electrostatic precipitator (ESP).  The limestone is heated in the Filler Heater (Point ID #05) prior to mixing

PROCESS DESCRIPTION:  (continued)

with the asphalt in the Mat Coater.  Dust generated during transfer of limestone to the Filler Heater is collected in a 7545 ACFM Eastern Control Systems 100-C-10 baghouse.

Limestone is pneumatically pumped at a rate of 25 tons/hr. into two storage silos prior to heating in the Filler Heater.  The East Limestone Storage Silo (Point ID #08) uses a 900 ACFM Carter-Day 9 DFB 8 baghouse to control dust emissions from silo loading; the West Limestone Storage Silo (Point ID #06) uses a 1375 ACFM Torit-Day Model 9PJD6 baghouse.

The face of the coated mat is immediately covered with colored granules while the back of the mat is covered with sand in the Surfacing Section. Sand is applied at a rate of 5.0 tons/hr. (this is approximately 90% of line design capacity).  The rate of granule application is approximately 9.5 tons/hr.  Particulate matter emissions due to the application of sand and granules to the mat are vented to two baghouses, Sand Back Surfacing with East Baghouse (Point ID #02) and Sand Back Surfacing with West Baghouse (Point ID #03).  The East Baghouse is an 8000 ACFM W.W. Sly Manufacturing Co. Model M5 Sly Dynaclone #11 A-MS.  The West Baghouse is a 4400 ACFM W.W. Sly Manufacturing Co. Model Pactecon P.C. 205.

Sand is transferred at a rate of 25 tons/hr. into one of two Sand Storage Silos (Point ID #07) prior to being applied to the mat.  The sand loading system  is composed of gravity drop from trucks onto a belt conveyor (Point ID 100) which feeds into a hopper where sand is picked up by a bucket elevator.  At the top of the bucket elevator, sand (fine sand #6045) or head lap sand (coarse sand #1245) can be diverted to the appropriate silo.  Fine sand is stored in the North Silo, and coarse sand is stored in the South Silo.  Emissions generated during silo loading are controlled by a 900 ACFM Carter-Day Model 9 DFB 8.

The granules are stored in a series of outdoor storage bins and mechanically transferred to the manufacturing building.  The size and inert nature of the granules makes them virtually dustless and their handling is not considered a source of air pollution.

The mat is then cooled and directed to either a shingle cutter or a pattern cutter.  Two layers of mat are joined by a laminating resin in the pattern cutting section.  Both types of shingle are wrapped and palletized for shipment.

Since the facility has requested emission limits to establish it as synthetic minor, the facility is exempt from the NESHAP for Asphalt Roofing and Processing (40 CFR 63, Subpart LLLLL).

In order to demonstrate compliance with the emission limitations in Specific Condition No. 9 (Table 1, Point ID 01), the following shall apply: [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

A)  The maximum asphalt mat coating processing rate is 32.8 tons per hour of asphalt/limestone mixture.

B)  Maximum line speed and the asphalt mix temperature is 650 ft./min. and 480° F, respectively.

C)  The evacuation hood over the coating process shall be kept at a negative pressure and monitored by visual inspection.

D)  The particulates from the asphalt coating process shall be evacuated by a single bank of cells 20,000 ACFM electrostatic precipitator.

E)  The hot asphalt delivery and return troughs shall be kept closed at all times and vapors from the mix shall not be allowed to escape into the building.

13.
In order to demonstrate compliance with the emission limitations in Specific Condition No. 9 (Table 1, Point ID 04 and 09), the following shall apply: [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-296.800, F.A.C.]

A)  Particulate matter from the asphalt oxidizing operation shall not exceed 0.60 kilograms of particulate per megagram of asphalt charged to the still during blowing.

B)  Minimum incinerator VOC destruction efficiency:  90%

C)  Minimum temperature in the combustion chamber shall be 1200° F while oxidizing asphalt with a minimum flue retention time of 0.3 seconds in the combustion zone.

D)  Batch Size:  20,000 gallons

E)  Average Blow Time:  2.5 hours/batch

F)  Maximum Blow Time:  3,285 hours/year*
G)  Average Batch Time:  6.6 hours

H)  Number of Batches:  1,314 batches/year* (equivalent to 12 TPH and 20,000 x 1314 = 26.28 million gallons/yr.*)

I)  Hours of Operation:  24 hrs./day, 7 days/wk., for a maximum of 7,488 hours/year*
J)  The F1 incinerator/furnace shall be fired on natural gas with a maximum heat input of 9 MMBtu/hr. and shall operate continuously when a charge is in either blowstill.

K)  Both blowstill tanks shall be allowed to operate simultaneously, but only one tank shall be allowed to be blown at any given time.

L)  No catalyst shall be used.

*  In any consecutive twelve (12) month period.

All equipment with a control device shall vent its emissions through the corresponding control device. [Rule 62-210.650, F.A.C.]

15.
The permittee shall avoid pneumatic line pressures that may cause baghouse failure during loading of the storage silos covered in this permit.  If practical, the line pressure shall not exceed 12 psig. [Rules 62-210.650 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

16.
Compliance with the testing requirements in Specific Condition No. 11 shall be determined using EPA Methods 1, 2, 3, 4, 5A, 9, and 25A contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  The minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities, source sampling and reporting, shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A.

17.
Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of rated capacity described in the operation and production rate column in Table 2, Specific Condition No. 9, and under the conditions described below.  If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the source may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  Failure to submit the input rates and actual operating conditions, including the Delta P across the baghouses and the heat input rate to the asphalt oxidizer during the blowing cycle, may invalidate the test. For the pneumatic loading of silos, include the tanker/line pressure (psig) registered during the test and the resulting loading rate (TPH) at that pressure. [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310, F.A.C.]

A)  For the Asphalt Mat Coater (ESP), the test shall be conducted at the design gas flow rate of 20,000 ACFM.

B)  For the Asphalt Oxidizer Plant (Incinerator), the test shall be conducted at the rated capacity of 12 tons of asphalt oxidized per hour and while the North Blowstill tank is being blown, if during the previous compliance test the South Blowstill tank was blown or vice versa.  In the event that the tank which is due for test is not available (or inoperable) for the forthcoming scheduled test, the permittee may request from the EPC to conduct the test on the alternate available tank.

The permittee shall maintain the electrical interlock system which prevents the feed of sand to the back surfacing operation without the East and West dust collector blowers being in operation. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

23.
The permittee shall operate, and maintain the measuring devices used for determining the air pressure differential (Delta P) across the baghouses according to the manufacturers manuals. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

24.
The permittee shall record the pressure differential (Delta P) across the operating baghouses during any required compliance test. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

25.
The permittee shall not store, handle, process, or use in any process the volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems as follows and as deemed necessary and ordered by the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County: [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]

A)  Maintain tightly fitting cover, lids, etc. on all containers when they are not being handled, tapped, etc.

B)  Where possible and practical, procure/fabricate a tightly fitting cover for any open trough, basin, etc. of VOC so that it can be covered when not in use.

    C)
Immediately attend to all spills/waste as appropriate.

26.
The permittee shall operate a temperature monitor on the Asphalt Oxidizing Plant to measure and display the incinerator/furnace combustion chamber temperature.  Records shall be maintained of this temperature during each batch processed based on periodic (beginning and end of blow cycle) readings of the temperature monitor.  These records shall be retained for the most recent 12 month period and made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County upon request. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

27.
All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not be limited to, the following: [Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.]

A)  Paving or maintenance of roads, parking areas, and yards.

B)  Application of water when necessary to control emissions.

C)  Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under control of the owner or operator to prevent reentrainment, and from buildings or work areas to prevent particulates from becoming airborne.

D)  Maintenance of the material transport system.  Use additional coverings or enclosures, if necessary.

E)  Curtailing of operation if winds are entraining unconfined particulate matter.

F)  Posting of vehicle (or truck) speed limits, if necessary.

G)  Insuring that the limestone filler heater storage silo high level warning system is operational when the silo is being filled with limestone.

H)  Use wind shields or coverings around the sand truck unloading gravity drop, if necessary.

28.
The permittee shall minimize emissions from the Asphalt Oxidizing Plant at all times, including periods of startup, shutdown and malfunction in a manner consistent with good air pollution control practice. [40 CFR 60.8(b) and Rules 62-296.800 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

29.
The emissions from the Asphalt Oxidizing Plant caused during the startup, shutdown, and malfunction that are in excess of the limit in Specific Condition No. 13.A) shall not be considered a violation of the limit. [40 CFR 60.8(c) and Rule 62-296.800, F.A.C.]

30.
Operation and Maintenance Plan for Particulate Control: [Rule 62-296.700, F.A.C] - Appendix A of Permit No. 0570056-011-AC shall be deemed to be included in this permit.

31.
When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]

32.
Submit to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, each calendar year on or before March 1, a completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility", for the preceding calendar year. [Rule 62-210.370(2), F.A.C.]

33.
The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or the commission of paint overspraying or any other act, that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.

34.
The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200(187), F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

A)  Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment.

B)  Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.

35.
If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]

36.
Prior to sixty days before the expiration of this operating permit, the permittee shall apply for a renewal of the permit using the current version of the permit renewal application form.  A renewal application shall be timely and sufficient.  If the application is submitted prior to sixty days before the expiration of the permit, it will be considered timely and sufficient.  If the renewal application is submitted at a later date, it will not be considered timely and sufficient unless it is submitted and made complete prior to the expiration of the operation permit.  When the application for renewal is timely and sufficient, the existing permit shall remain in effect until the renewal application has been finally acted upon by the EPC or, if there is court review of the final agency action, until a later date is required by Section 120.60, Florida Statutes. [Rule 62-4.090, F.A.C.]
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
