	The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County mailed a public notice package on September 22, 2009 to Building Materials Manufacturing Corporation dba GAF Materials Corporation located at 5138 Madison Avenue, Tampa, FL 33619.     

	The Public Notice of Intent to Issue was published on September 25, 2009 in the La Gaceta.

	No comments were received from the public since the Intent was published. However, comments were received from the facility.

	On October 7, 2009, Fred Bright, P.E., Director of Environmental Engineering of GAF, sent an e-mail to EPC staff and requested to increase the permitted maximum operating hours for the trial from 100 hours to 200 hours for Phase 1 and 2.  After review, this change will not increase the PTE for PM (0.5 ton/trial) and VOC (0.5 ton/trial) specified in the Specific Condition No. 4 because the maximum emissions estimated according to the Technical Evaluation of the Draft AC Permit are 205 lb/trial (0.1 ton/trial) for PM emissions and 132 lb/trial (0.1 ton/trial) for VOC emissions based on the 100 hours production trial.   Therefore, the change is considered to be minor and will be reflected in the Final AC Permit.

	The final action of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County is to issue the final permit.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

This permit authorizes the modification of the asphalt mat coater and the installation of two (2) asphalt mixing tanks with associated air control equipment for the purposes of conducting a production trial.   Building Materials Manufacturing Corporation dba GAF Materials Corporation manufactures asphalt roofing.  Asphalt will be received by trucks and stored in the mixing tanks.  Crushed limestone will be pneumatically delivered to the first mixing tank, where it will mix with the asphalt, before it is directed to the second mixing tank before being applied to a fiberglass mat in the Asphalt Mat Coater.  The second mixing tank is for temporary storage capacity.   Colored granules are applied to the face of the mat and sand is applied to the back.  The granulated mat is then cooled by moving over rollers and directed to either a shingle cutter or a pattern cutter.  The finished product is then stored for eventual shipment off-site.  

A boiler, a generator and a compressor will also be operated as part of this project.  PM emissions from the limestone handling will be controlled by a dust collector.  Emissions from both mixing tanks will be controlled by a temporary fume control system, and the asphalt mat coater will be controlled by the current electrostatic precipitator (ESP) with a small slip stream ducted to the fume control system.   

This project is subject to the NSPS for Asphalt Processing and Asphalt Roofing Manufacture (40 CFR 60, Subpart UU) and Chapter 1-3.52, Paragraph 2, Rules of the EPC.  PM and VOC emissions were estimated to be less than one ton, based on 200 hours of operation.  However, the production trial cannot be exempted from permitting due to the fact that it involves the installation of two (2) new mixing tanks and the modification of the existing permitted asphalt mat coater (EU No. 001), which are subject to a unit-specific standard, which is in accordance with Rules 62-210.300(3)(b)1.a. and e., F.A.C.

1.	A part of this permit is the attached General Conditions.  [Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]

2.	All applicable rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County including design discharge limitations specified in the application shall be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]

3.	Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

4.	In order to limit the potential to emit for this project, the maximum particulate matter (PM) and volatile organic compound (VOC) emissions for this project shall not exceed 0.5 tons for each pollutant. [Rule 62-4.070(3) and 62-210.200(Potential to Emit), F.A.C., Construction Permit Application received September 4, 2009]

5.	As requested by the permittee, in order to establish the facility as a synthetic minor source for Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs), the HAP, as defined in Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., emissions shall be less than 10 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any individual HAP, and less than 25 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any combination of HAPs. [Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., FESOP No. 0570056-025-AF, and Construction Permit Application received September 4, 2009]

6.	 As requested by the permittee, the operation of the modified asphalt mat coater and new asphalt mixing tanks shall not exceed 200 hours. [Rule 62-4.070(3) and Construction Permit Application received September 4, 2009]

7.	The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor. [Rule 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.]

8.  	The permittee shall comply with the emission limitation of 0.08 lb/ton of asphalt shingle for the mat coater and the asphalt mixing tanks.  [40 CFR 60.472, Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-204.800 F.A.C., and Construction Permit Application received September 4, 2009]

9.   Visible emissions from the mat coater and the asphalt mixing tanks shall not exceed 5% opacity.  [40 CFR 60.472, Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-296.712(2), F.A.C.]

10.	The permittee shall maintain daily records of hours for this project in order to ensure compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 4, 6 and 8.  The records shall include, as a minimum, the following information and shall be made available for inspection by the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County.  The records shall include, as a minimum: [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-4.160(14), F.A.C.]

C)  Asphalt Mixing Tanks and Mat Coater Operating Hours 

11.	The permittee shall not store, handle, process, or use in any process the volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems as follows and as deemed necessary and ordered by the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County: [Rule 62-296.320(1), F.A.C.]

A)  Maintain tightly fitting cover, lids, etc. on all containers when they are not being handled, tapped, etc.
B)  Where possible and practical, procure/fabricate a tightly fitting cover for any open trough, basin, etc. of VOC so that it can be covered when not in use.
C)  Immediately attend to all spills/waste as appropriate.

12.	All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not be limited to, the following: [Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.]

A)  Paving or maintenance of roads, parking areas, and yards.
B)  Application of water when necessary to control emissions.
C)  Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under control of the owner or operator to prevent re-entrainment, and from buildings or work areas to prevent particulates from becoming airborne.
D)  Maintenance of the material transport system.  Use additional coverings or enclosures, if necessary.
E)  Curtailing of operation if winds are entraining unconfined particulate matter.
F)  Posting of vehicle (or truck) speed limits, if necessary.


13.	The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or the commission of paint overspraying or any other act, that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.

14.	The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
A)  Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment.
B)  Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.


15.	If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]
