The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County mailed a public notice package on September 30, 2008 that included the Intent to Issue Air Construction Permit No. 0570061-012-AC to Tampa Armature Works (TAW) located at 440 South 78th Street, Tampa, FL 33619.  The air construction permit authorizes the applicant to increase the blasting media usage rates at the blasting booth with a limit of 0.03 gr/dscf emission standard and restriction on the hours of operation for the grinding room, teardown room and blasting booth.

	The Public Notice of Intent to Issue was published on October 13, 2008 in the Tampa Tribune.

	No comments have ever received since the Intent was published.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part of hereof and specifically described as follows:

This permit authorizes the increase in the annual throughput (blasting media) to 1,004 ton/yr at a maximum operating hours of 3,120 hr/yr.  It also limits the PM emissions from the operations of the grinding room, the teardown room and the blasting booth to 0.03 gr/dscf with restrictions on the hours of operations for each source.  The maximum operating hours for the Teardown Room will be 4,000 hr/yr and the maximum operating hours for the Grinding Room will be 4,000 hr/yr.  

Electric motors are brought into the facility to be rebuilt.  The blasting booth is used to remove old paint, rust and other materials like concrete on motor frames.  The blasting media may be slag or black beauty. Typically, actual blasting time is about 1/3 of total time spent. The rest of the time is spent moving the motor frame and repositioning around the motor to cover all sides. The blasting media is recycled until the particle size is too small to be effective. Then some of the media is removed and new media is added. The PM emissions from the blasting are controlled by a Pangborn baghouse, Type CM, Model No. C40 #222K076-662.  Insulated electrical wiring is manually removed from damaged electric motors and generators.  

The insulated wiring is then placed in the Teardown Room where the copper wiring is manually stripped from the insulation. The PM emissions from the Teardown Room are controlled by a Dustkop Baghouse, Model No.FH58-3D. The glass fiber polyester laminate strips are processed at a maximum rate of 36 strips/hr in the Grinding Room.  The PM emissions from the Grinding Room are controlled by a Torit Baghouse, Model No. 84-55.

3.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

4.  As requested by the permittee, in order to limit the potential to emit, and to exempt the facility from PM RACT, the maximum particulate matter emissions for each of the following EUs/sources shall not exceed the following:

5.  Visible emissions from the grinding room, tear down room, and grit blasting operations shall not exceed 5% opacity.   [Rule 62-297.620(4), F.A.C.]

6.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor. [Rule 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.]

7.  In order to show compliance with the particulate matter emissions limit, the following process rate and annual operating hours shall apply:
[Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-210.300(2)(a)1., F.A.C., Air Construction Permit Application submitted dated January 16, 2008 and AO Permit No. 0570061-010-AO]

8.  To ensure compliance with the limitations in Specific Condition Nos. 4 and 5, all emissions from the grit blasting, grinding and teardown operations shall be vented to their corresponding baghouses at all times during operation.
[Rule 62-210.700 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Air Construction Permit Application submitted dated January 16, 2008]

9.  Test each emission unit (EU Nos. 03, 04, and 05) for visible emissions, at the baghouse exhaust or the point of highest opacity, within 90 days of receipt of this permit and annually thereafter.  EPA Method 9 test observation period shall be thirty (30) minutes in duration.  Two copies of each test data shall be submitted to the Air Management Division of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 45 days of testing. Testing procedures shall be consistent with the requirements of Rule 62-297.310, F.A.C.

10.  Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of the maximum permitted operating rate.  The maximum permitted rates are listed in Specific Condition No. 7.  If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the source may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  Failure to submit the input rates and actual operating conditions may invalidate the test. [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310, F.A.C.]

11.  In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. 7, the permittee shall maintain records of operation for the previous three (3) years.  The records shall be made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state, or federal air pollution agency upon request.  The records shall include, but are not limited to the following: [Rule 62-4.160(14)(b), F.A.C.]

    A)	Daily operating hours in the blasting booth, teardown room and grinding room (hrs/day);
    B)	Daily operating rate in the blasting booth, teardown room and grinding room (lb/hr or strips/hr);
    C)	Monthly process rates and operating hours in the blasting booth, teardown room and grinding room;
    D)	12-month rolling totals of the process rates and operating hours in the blasting booth, teardown 
	room and grinding room.

12.  Compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 4 and 5 shall be determined using EPA Methods 1, 2, 4, 5, and 9 contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix a and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  The minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities, source sampling and reporting, shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A.

13.  Should the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County have reason to believe the particulate emission standard is not being met, the EPC may require that compliance with the particulate emission standards be demonstrated by testing. [Rule 62-297(7)(b), F.A.C.]

14.  The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9, F.A.C]

15.  The pollution control equipment shall be maintained in good repair to perform adequately the function for which it was intended.  Maintenance shall include, but is not limited to, bi-weekly inspections and replacement or repair of faulty equipment when necessary or as required by the manufacturer.
[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]	

16.  All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent emissions of particulate matter.  Reasonable precautions, good housekeeping practices should be exercised at all times [Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.]

17.  The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

    A)	Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment.
    B)	Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.

18.  A minimum of two copies of an operating permit application with applicable compliance test report for incorporating this construction Permit No. 0570061-012-AC into an operating permit shall be submitted to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 60 days of completion of testing or 90 days before the expiration date of this permit, whichever comes first.
