	Enclosed is Air Operating (AO) Permit No. 0570090-005-AO for the operation of a steel chain link fence galvanizing facility located at 9800 Reeves Road, Tampa, FL 33619, issued pursuant to Section 403.087, Florida Statutes.  Please read this new permit thoroughly as there are changes from the previous permit.

	The EPC will issue the final permit with the attached conditions unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Section 120.569 and 120.57 F.S. before the deadline for filing a petition.  The procedures for petitioning for a hearing are set forth below.


	A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the EPC at 3629 Queen Palm Dr, Tampa, Florida 33619, Phone 813-627-2600, Fax 813-627-2602.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent. Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this permit.  Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to 

file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205 of the F.A.C.

	A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based is required to contain the following information:

(a)  The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;
(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the EPC’s determination;
(c)  A statement of how and when the petitioner received notice of the EPC action;
(d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate;
(e)  A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action;
(f)  A statement of specific rules or statutes that the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and
(g)  A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.

     	A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301.

	Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice. Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.

	Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.

	This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition, this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.

	Any person listed below may request to obtain additional information, a copy of the application (except for information entitled to confidential treatment pursuant to Section 403.111, F.S.), all relevant supporting materials, and all other materials available to the EPC that are relevant to the permit decision.  Interested persons may contact Diana M. Lee, P.E., at the above address or call (813) 627-2600, for additional information.


     	Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statues, by filing a notice of appeal under rule 9.110 of the Florida rules of Appellate Procedure with the EPC’s Legal Office at 3629 Queen Palm Dr.., Tampa, Florida 33619 and with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, Mail Station 35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate district court of appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

Master Halco, Tampa plant, is a steel chain link fence manufacturing facility.  The operation involves steel wire thinning, shaping, weaving, and woven wire galvanizing at the molten zinc kettle.  Also, the plant manufactures vinyl coated, instead of galvanized, steel fence by coating the polyvinyl chloride (PVC) on the wire before the weaving process.

The woven wire galvanizing operation consists of alkaline cleaning, rinsing, acid pickling, top fluxing, zinc galvanizing and water quenching.  The molten zinc kettle consists of a steel tub (20’ L x 4’ W x 6’ H) with a design capacity of approximately 100 tons of molten zinc.  The kettle is heated using natural gas and liquefied petroleum gas (LPG) as a backup fuel.  The heater consists of eight (8) external burners with a total of maximum heat input of 4.9 MMBtu/hr to melt the zinc and keep it in a molten state.  Also,  ammonium chloride and charcoal are added at the surface of the kettle to act as fluxing/conditioning and heat insulation agents.  A hood (20’ L x 4’ W) is positioned about four (4) feet above the top of kettle to capture the fumes generated by the galvanizing operation and is ducted to a baghouse at outside of the building.

The facility also operates a PVC coating operation, which consists of a dual extruder with a pellet feed hopper, color feed system, screw conveyor and a water bath trough with two wire take off lines.  Plasticized solid PVC beads are fed from a shipping box through a vacuum hose into the feed hopper.  A similar number of solid colorant pellets are also fed into the hopper through a color feed system.  The PVC beads and colorant pellets are mixed and melted at approximately 350 oF using two electric heaters equipped with PVC temperature controllers.  The molten colored PVC is fed through the extruder head onto the uncoated wire as the wire passes through at a rate of approximately 550 ft/min.  The coated wire is then immediately cooled and hardened by a water bath and the wire is wound on to spools to be weaved.  

   

Particulate matter (PM) emissions generated from the zinc galvanizing process are controlled by a 20,000 ACFM, Carborundum baghouse, which consists of two compartments that contain 576 seamless tube polypropylene bags.  Visible emissions from the steel fence zinc galvanizing operation are limited to 10% opacity.

The molten zinc kettle heater, which consists of eight (8) external natural gas burners with a total of maximum heat input rate of 4.9 MMBtu/hr, is exempt from permitting pursuant to Rule 62-210.300(3)(a)34., F.A.C.

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1.	A part of this permit is the attached General Conditions. [Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]

2.	All applicable rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County including design discharge limitations specified in the application shall be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]

3.	Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

4.	As requested by the permittee, in order to exempt the facility from PM RACT, the particulate matter (PM) emissions for the molten zinc galvanic kettle, based on a baghouse fan design flow of 16,259 dscfm, shall not exceed 0.02 gr/dscf and 12.2 TPY during any twelve consecutive month period.
[Rules 62-4.070(3), 62-296.700(2)(a), F.A.C., Chapter 1-1.07, Paragraph 2, Rules of the EPC and Air Operating (AO) Permit Renewal Application submitted December 21, 2009]						
                                              
5.	Visible emissions from the molten zinc kettle baghouse exhaust shall not exceed 10% opacity. [Permit No. 0570090-002-AO, Request dated March 29, 1996, and Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

6.	The facility HAP, as defined in Rule 62-213.200, F.A.C., emissions shall be less than 10 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any individual HAP, or less than 25 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any combination of HAPs. [Rule 62-210.300(2)(b), F.A.C.]
 
7.	The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor. [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]

8.	In order to ensure compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 4 and 5, the following limitations and restrictions shall apply:
[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and AO Permit Renewal Application submitted December 21, 2009]

    	A)	The emissions from the molten zinc kettle shall be vented through the baghouse at all times.
	B)	Maximum zinc usage: 3,745 ton/yr.
    	C)	Fuel type:  Natural gas or LPG only.
    	D)	Hours of operation are not restricted.

9.	In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 4 and 7, the permittee shall maintain daily records of operations for the most recent three year period.  The records shall be made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state or federal air pollution agency upon request.  The records shall include, but not limited to, the following:
[Rule 62-4.160(14), F.A.C.]

    	A)	Date, Month, Year
	B)  Amount of zinc used (in tons)
	C)	Rolling 12 month total of B) above
	D)	Pressure differential across the baghouse (daily, when operated).
	E)	Equipment maintenance and repair activities.

10.	Test the molten zinc kettle for visible emissions, at the point of highest opacity, once per federal fiscal year (October 1 – September 30) with a target date of June 23rd.  The EPA Method 9 test observation period on this source shall be at least thirty (30) minutes.  The baghouse differential pressure readings as well as a description of the parts galvanized shall be included in any compliance test report.  Submit two copies of all test data to the Air Management Division of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within forty-five days of testing.  Testing procedures shall be consistent with the requirements of Rule 62-297.310, F.A.C. 

11.	Compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 6 and 7 shall be determined using EPA Methods 1, 2, 4, 5 and 9 contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  The minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities, source sampling and reporting, shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A.

12.	Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of rated capacity of 1 roll of wire fence per minute (50 feet per roll) per line, for a total of 2 lines.  If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the source may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test rate until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  Failure to submit the input rates and actual operating conditions, including baghouse pressure differential, may invalidate the test. [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310(2)(b), F.A.C.]

13.	The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9., F.A.C.]

14.	When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]

15.	The permittee shall operate and maintain a measuring device to determine the air pressure differential across the kettle baghouse and the delivery pressure in cleaning line within 10% accuracy. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

16.	The pollution control equipment (baghouse) shall be maintained in good repair to perform adequately the function for which it was intended.  Maintenance shall include, but is not limited to, monthly inspections and repair or replacement of faulty equipment when necessary or as required by the manufacturer.  Any maintenance and repair performed shall be recorded.   Records shall be maintained for the most recent 12 month period and shall be made available for inspection to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state or federal air pollution agency upon request.
[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

17.	The following Operation and Maintenance Plan for Particulate Control shall be followed with the schedule specified:  [Rules 62-4.070(3), F.A.C., and Chapter 1.1-06, Rules of the EPC]

18.	All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provision in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including, but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alterations, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not limited to, the following:

    A)	Removal of dust from paved plant grounds by vacuuming once a week, or as needed.
    B)	Keeping the dust recovered from the baghouse hopper in covered roll-off container.
    C)   Keeping the fume hood in place when the molten zinc kettle contains molten zinc, except during maintenance.
D)	Running the baghouse whenever the molten zinc kettle contains molten zinc, except during baghouse cleaning cycles and periodic maintenance.

19.	The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

    A)	Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment.
    B)	Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.
    C)	The use or handling of any products, materials, or fuels other than those mentioned in the permit/application.

20.	If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Air Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]

21.	Prior to sixty days before the expiration of this operating permit, the permittee shall apply for a renewal of the permit using the current version of the permit renewal application form.  A renewal application shall be timely and sufficient.  If the application is submitted prior to sixty days before the expiration of the permit, it will be considered timely and sufficient.  If the renewal application is submitted at a later date, it will not be considered timely and sufficient unless it is submitted and made complete prior to the expiration of the operation permit.  When the application for renewal is timely and sufficient, the existing permit shall remain in effect until the renewal application has been finally acted upon by the EPC or, if there is court review of the final agency action, until a later date is required by Section 120.60, Florida Statutes. [Rule 62-4.090, F.A.C.]
