Construction Permit – Kinder Morgan Port Sutton Terminal, LLC
Attached is Permit No. 0570092-012-AC for the installation of a methanol trans-loading operation at Kinder Morgan’s Hartford Street Terminal.  This new emissions unit will consist of liquid methanol being loaded from railcar to truck.  No construction will be necessary to perform the operation.  The maximum process throughput rate will be 2,850,000 gallons per year and the annual emissions of methanol will be 1.85 tons per year.  VOC emissions will be controlled by using the submerged filling technique.
The draft construction permit was issued on November 16, 2004 and the Notice of Intent to Issue Permit was published in the February 28, 2005 issue of La Gaceta.  No public comments on the air construction permit application have been received to date.

At Kinder Morgan’s request, the trans-loading methanol emissions unit will be incorporated into its recently issued Permit No. 0570092-010-AV under Project No. 0570092-013-AV.  The 30-day public comment period for this project ends on February 27, 2005.

Based on our review, we recommend approval of the permit.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

For the installation of a methanol trans-loading operation at Kinder Morgan’s Hartford Street Terminal.  This new emissions unit will consist of liquid methanol being loaded from railcar to truck.  The maximum process throughput rate will be 2,850,000 gallons per year.  No construction will be necessary to perform the operation.  VOC emissions will be controlled by using the submerged filling technique.
Since the annual emissions of methanol will be 1.85 tons per year, the facility will not be considered a major source of Hazardous Air Pollutants because these emissions are less than 10 tons per year.  Therefore, it is not an affected source subject to the NESHAP for Organic Liquids Distribution (Non-Gasoline)(40 CFR 63 Subpart EEEE).

The primary function of the Hartford Street Terminal, which is located about one mile east of the Port Sutton Terminal, is to be a material handling terminal for the Port Sutton Terminal. The Hartford Street Terminal’s warehousing operations consist of truck unloading and material transfer to one of two storage buildings with truck/rail loadouts.  The Hartford Street Terminal’s stockpiling operations consist of truck unloading, material transfer to hopper for storage, and truck loadout.  The maximum process or throughput rate is limited to 450 tons per hour, which is set by the maximum truck unloading rate of 450 tons/hour.  Particulate emissions are controlled by a combination of operational controls, water sprays, and partial enclosures

The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]

3.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  [Rule 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.]

Permitted Capacity.   The maximum material throughput shall not exceed 2,850,000 gallons of methanol per any twelve consecutive month period.  [Rule 62-4.160(2), F.A.C. and Construction Permit Application September 15, 2004]

Hours of Operation.  This emission unit is allowed to operate continuously, i.e., 8,760 hours/year.  [Rule 62-4.160(2), F.A.C. and Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., Definitions – (PTE)]

The maximum allowable VOC emissions for methanol trans-loading shall not exceed 1.85 tons per any twelve consecutive month period.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Construction Permit Application September 15, 2004]

The permittee shall comply with the following requirements:

A representative of the facility shall be present to monitor the entire trans-loading process, take appropriate actions to minimize emissions, and immediately respond to any problems.

All railcar and truck openings shall be closed to the maximum extent practical.

Excess emissions which are caused entirely or in part by poor maintenance, poor operation, or any other equipment or process failure which may be reasonably prevented during startup, shutdown, or malfunction shall be prohibited.  No railcars or trucks shall be hooked up for trans-loading once the equipment failure is recognized.  Trans-loading shall restart only after the problem is completely resolved.  [Rule 62-210.700, F.A.C.]

For trans-loading, the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County deems necessary for the permittee to use submerged filling techniques (bottom loading).  The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County finds the submerged filling technique as known and existing vapor emission controls.
